Interesting Reminiscences of Kan-
sas Newspapers and Editors.

At the celebration of the twenty-fift- h an
niversary of the admission of Kansas into
the Union, held at Topeka, January 29,
among the many interesting papera read
"was one by lion. D. W. Wilder on "The
Press of Kansas," as follows:

That saying of Governor Berkeley has been
worn throadbrro by quotation, becausn it
shows the spirit of a people. In 1671. lonir
after books had been printed in Cathol.c
Mexico and Protestant New England the
Governor of Virgin aeaid: '! thank God wc
faavo not freo schools nor printing-- , and I
hope we shall not have these hundred years."
Virginia has 255 newspapers now, and Kan-
sas 617. Her sons brought revolvers to Kan-
sas; the revolving cylinders brought here by
Yankees earned the lead on the outside, in
an impressive way, and were long distance,
paper-wa- d fehooters I.OO) an hour at the
slowest. Wo made tne other kind, too, nnd
Gatling himself matured his invention in
Doniphan County, Kan.

In 177 the thirteen American Colonies had
thirty-seve- n newspaper". Imperial New
England had four about tho number they
now have in DoOgo City.' Tho acrage c

of these three dozen colonial sheets
was six hundred, or the game as that of tho
Kanas papers of today, including the
"patents, or and auxiliary pa-
pers.

In 1781, 102 years ago, the first daily news-
paper appeared, the American VaVy Adc-r-fine- r,

of 1'hiladelph a. There were only four
dailies in the country in 173S. Kanuas now
has thirty-two- . In 1NX), the whole tin on bad
150 papers: in 1810. 339. In ISM. when tin lte-publ- ic

was half a century old, the whole
country had no more newspapers than Kan-
sas has now. And yet they say we are a
boastlul people. Why, so much tnodestr and
so much progress never met before to boom
a State. Modesty's "no name for. t." as the
raying goes. "o joung State has ever
equaled Kansas in the number of its papers;
none in preserving its history. Every' issue
of ever j' paper in Kansas is bound and pre-
served by the State Historical Soc ety.

Ohio and HI nois, but we have gone higher in
the list every jear: twent) --eight States
passed in twentv-llv- e years, including the
Stato founded nearlv thiee centuries ago.

Oh, no! papers die, but others are born, and
the number is doubled every decade. When
the fever and strife of innn gnition and carl v
settlement have passed uwiu, and overv
county has a st.ible pnpulat on. av in about
19X. the papers will ccae to iiicreas-- u uum-lier- s

and gam in s 70 and quality. They are
now telling the world where to coino; that
part of our mission will soon be ended. The
true pioneer looks forward to that day of a
HiiKhcd stati with a sud S'gli. It 's such fun
to start new paper.?, to see them, and to rend
them. We h-- ve not used to it like the
miner who couldn't go to sleep with any sat-
isfaction unless thoru yy'as a roar ng row in
tho next room. Every day 1 look for new
papers.

Let those apolo-
gize who conic after us! Thoso who were
there don't buy brushes.

When your friend isawav from home you
want to get a letter don't jou? Want one
everyday. And when the letter comes, how
happy you are: in what it irendly stato of
mind and heart! Well, that is the paper, the
weekly pauer and the da-ly- . and that .s what
they do for the intnd and heart of Kansas;
they make us pleasant persons and helpful
neighbors.

Some men take a paper for no other pur-pos- o

than to growl Then they read it, and to
them a newspaper is a beuetleent visitor; if
they did not growl at the paper, the wife and
children would be pouted at Hut this sub-
scriber, who reads the article? aloud, who
reads everything in the paper, and finds fault
with every line and svllable. is one of our
best patrons. Ho really enjovs the paper:
he would no more m-- a number than tho
constitutional candidato would do so. He
calls promptly on the 1st of January and
pays liis bill like a 1 ttle man, saying tho
while: Your blamed paper get's worse and
worse every year.but my wife wants to see it,
nnd long as wo take It I'm blamed if I don't
pav for t."

Tho Gonarctitonnl Glohe, of Wednesday,
Januarv 30. Icfil. under the sub-hea- "Mes-
sages from the President." announces the
approval of "An act for the admission of
Kansas" The Globe was a paper that re-
corded the talk of others, but made no talk
on its own account, and j et, on this occasiou
tho Glohe said: "The announcement of the
approval of tho bill for the admission of
Kansas was reee ved with slight applause on
the floor and in the galleries."

That little ripple of applause, begun on tho
Potomac, has been gradually deepening and
broaden ng until it is now a tidal wave of
joy, good cheer and enthus.asm. Hooding the
whole earth.

Kansas is tho child of the North, not of tho
Union: the Un.on was her enemy until she
mado it. And she is tho child of the news-
papers. Boforo we had an influential press
tho editors Horace Greeley, Charles A. Dana,
Dr. Kay. Henry Ward needier. John Went-wort- h,

Charles T. Congdon. William C. Bry-
ant, Parke Godwin, the aggressive Hcpub-lica- n

editors of the North, mado our cause
their own, fought for us. raised money for
us, and sent us men. clothing and rifles. Dur-
ing the darkest days of 1836, iireeloy pub-
lished daily in the Trihune a Kansas fund:
it reached more than SMXfXX) and was ono of
the newspaper gifts to us. The present was
repeated during the drought of ISoO. These
gifts from so many persons, like Gerritt
Smith. George L. Mearrs and Horace It.
Clatlin, saved the life or Knnsa:. and made
us a kildly. charitable people saved us
from ruffians and from locust plagues,
and taught us to pay back In kind
when other people were afflicted. Now Kan-
sas sends money to yellow fever Memphis, to
Inundated Cincinnati, to burned llutonand
Chicago and to suffering Ireland and Ger-
many. Tho Kansas editor's long ears arc
joked about, but they do not flap above his
head without hearing tho cry of distress
raised anywhere ou God's green earth. A
kindly people, these to whom so much was
given: good to each other, good to foreign-era- :

and the evangel to spread the glad tid-
ings and to put the red blood of love into the
hearts of the people.

H gh upon the roll of writers for Kansas
must ever remain the names of two editors
and brave men who had no papers William
A. Phillips, correspondent of tho Nw York
Tribune, and James Kedpath, of the St. Lcuis
Democrat and of tho Boston Phillips,
a Scotchman, ltcdpath, an Engt.shniah, but
both Kansas men in tho heart: much abused
onco as foreigners, they have made bright
American names.

The-Kansa- s man may bo born anywhere,
of anv race or color: ho makes irood his ab
stract of title, and secures his heritage when
ho comes to Kansas. Though blind in both
eyes, his heart will lead him here, if he Is a
Kansas roan.

He might have been a Eooshun, a Span-lar- d

or a Prooshun, or an Italian, but in spite
nf nil nnif uHinO tf InlAnrV rt ntliAa vAXMs
he is a Kansas man! Thev are all glad to get I

aere, and they can't see each other too often.

From the 1st of Jul v to the 1st of January,
there are institutes, fairs, reunions,
grand lodges, conventions, associations; six
months of sociability: the glad and happy
meetings of Kansas men and women.

That which binds us. friend to friend.
Is that soul with soul can blend.

Soul-lik- e were the days of yore;
Lot us walk in soul once more.

It is tho meeting together, hand to hand.
. eye to eye: the warm sympathy of brother-
hood. And, when we can't meet, we read the
report of tho last meeting in the paper, and
the call for the next meeting in the paper.
The paper binds: stronger than iron are pa-
per wheels. When the paper does not come
around at its accustomed hour, then the
Kansas man bursts forth in the words of
Pope:

"Lo. ther dread empire, Chaos, reappear!
Who wants to be alone? Solitude is a prison.
Kansas talks, and writes, and reads, and ad
vertises.

"In civilized epochs" says 3Hche!ct, "men
write h.stories, in barharous days they act
them." First, John Urowu, then John In-gai-

The barbarous age was brave and
risked its life. Trot out any kind of an age.
beginning, m dd.e or end, and the Kansas
man. king of men, vaults into the saddle.

The millionaire, when
he dies, is cut off from his money; he "gets
lcrt."

All that editlne could do for Kansas was
done bv Ed tor Greeley. The overt act was
done bv John Itrown. Through his on
blood he obtained thoTerntor aland Nat:onal
redemption "And almost all things are by
the law cleansed with the blood: and without
sheddinir of blood is no rem ssion." Canta n
Brown was qultoother than an editor w as the
only personage who has trodden these prai-
ries and lived n our cabins who bore about
w.th him adivinemessapeand m ssipn When
ourpeop e build statues, Itrown ana Greeley
will enter the pantheon the doer of tho
word and its prcdlcter and recorder.
The greatest editor, though he creates or
embodies the so rit and purpose of a period,
is not equal to the executive m ml of a Lin-
coln, or to the prophet'c and divinely-drive- n

Senator Ingalls
thinks the fact th it nearly 50,000,000 of the
S10.000.000 bonds called are in the hands of
National banks very significant. "This
means the letsring of about of
National hank notes," said he last evening.
"If this proportion should contihuo in fu-

ture cases, we will have the entire issue of
National bank notes amounting to over

:00,O00,00J, retired before we are prepared
for it. We are then brought face to
face with the problem: What shall we
substitute for national bank notes? Shall
we issue another series of bonds bearing a
low rate of interest to be Used as the basis
ot another is-m- e of National bank notes?
Shall we issue Treasury notes? Shall we re-

turn to the old state bond system, or shall
we continue to issue silver and certificates
based on silver? I do uot think the people
would consent to an incro.iso of the public
dt br, and Treasury notes depend too much
on Congressional action. The only solution
apparent to my mind is the issue of silver
ceitificntes," Mr. Ingalls says that under
the conditions governing the present case,
tiie whole issue of National bank notes
will be retired in from five lo ten years.
