It is a
strange and oxciting scene when sixty
or eighty of these powerful creatures,
each clrrhz or nine feet long, are being
pulled in toward the beach. lhv
struggle desperately and make a con-
tinua piping sound like the squealing
of rats. Many become entangled in
the net and are drowned, but the ma-
jority have to be killed after they are
drawn out of the water. .\Ilhuns:h the
fishermen persist in calling them fish
they are, of course, trne milk-giving
The milk is not unpalat-
able, but very rich and with a flavor
like cocosnut milk.

Although the winter has been very
unfavorable a large number of por-
poises have been “taken. The season
closed in May. The lishermen stay in
their eamp on the beach every day
from dawn until sunset, whether any

warned of their approach by spies sta-
tioned half a mile north and south of
the camp.
