and game in the closed season.

Carolina has doubled in volume and
Talue in the last ten years, and real
estate values in about the same propor-
tion.

and. A strong lens will bo placed in
the torch, live additional electric lights
will be placed around the base, making
thirteen of such lights in all, and a
number of incandescent lights will be
placed in the interior of the statue.
The light to be placed in the torch will
be one of the most powerful fixed
lights in the world.

Mr. Faikchild entered upon the dis-

charge of his duties as Secretary of the
Treasury on the 1st. The officers and
many clerks of the department waited
upon him early and extended their con-

gratulations. The crowd became so
great that he was compelled to abandon

MUNICIPAL SUFFRAGE.

Opinion of Attorney General Bradford In
Regard to Municipal Suffrage for Women

What Officers They Can Vote For.
In response to an inquiry, the Attorney

General has written the following letter
defining tho scopo of the Municipal Suffrage
law:

Topeka, March 23, 1837.
Hon. L. JT. Humphrey, Independence, Kan.:

Dear Senator: In answer to your favor of
the 18th nut., permit me to say, after consider-
ing the statutes bearing on the subject, I am of
the opinion that all incorporated cities of this
State that elect justices and constables separate
from the township in which they are situated
are constituted townships for the purpose of
electing justices of the pence and constables.
(See sec. 4, ch. 19a, comp. laws l!s5, and sec. IS,
ch. 110, comp. laws 1SS5 ) Therefore jusUcctof
the peace and constables, whether elected In or
out of a city, are township oClcors and not
municipal officers.

Women arc by the statute of Kansas made
eligible to vote for municipal officers alone and
cot township officers. Justices of the peace be-
ing constitutional ofneers, only constitutional
electors can vote for their election. Constables
are not constitutional officers, and the Legisla-
ture without any change in the organic law
could have qualified women as electors
therefor. The statute of 1837, however,
confers municipal suffrage only, and qualified
women to vote for municipal officers only.

As justices and constables are township of-

ficers and not municipal officers, tho rule is tho
same with reference to each, and women are
cot qualified electors for the purpose oC electing
justices of the peace and constables. Those
offices are elected, however, at the usual city
elections in cities of the first and second class,
at which municipal officer proper are elected,
and precaution should be taken to prevent
such complications as might arise if unqualified
persons arc permitted to vote for jusUces and
constables.

The mayor and city council of each city have
general power to enact such ordinances not re-

pugnant to the constitution and laws of the
State as they doom expedient for the good gov-
ernment of the city and the preservation of
peace and good order. They have power in my
opinion to provide by ordinance separate ballet
bores, poll books and tally shoots for the pur-
pose of holding city elections, at which time
both justices of the peace and municipal of-

ficers aro elected, and they may also provide
for the use of the city two poll books and two
ballot boxes to be used by one and the same
election board. The returns from the board In
each ward in a city being made In the manner
provided in the general election law, but sepa-
rate from each other, they can provide separate
ballot boxes, poll books and tally sheets for the
municipal election proper, from the election in
tho city as a township for township officers,
that i3 to say, in one ballot box shall bo depos-
ited the ballot upon which is written or printed
the name of the candidate for justice of the
peace and constable, in the other ballot box
may be deposited the ballot containing the
names, written or printed, of the candidates for
the several municipal officers to be elected.

If the mayor and council of the cities of the
first and second class shall fail or neglect to
enact such an ordinance, the women themselves
can avoid tho difficulty in a practical manner
by voting for municipal officers only, striking
from the written or printed tickets the names
of officers for whom there is any doubt of their
right to vote.

It is the duty of all good citizens nnd all city
governments to see that the intention of the
Legislature in enacting this wise and just law
is not nullified. All city councils should by
ordinance such as above suggested, maku it Im-

possible for complications to arise such as can
be imagined if no action is taken.

Women now for the first time aro invested
with this incalculable power for good in the
purification of politics, and see to it if no ac-

tion is taken by tho present city governments,
that by no act of theirs shall the will of the
Legislature be defeated.

It seems to me there arc good reasons outside
of the question of women voting for municipal
officers at the election for holding that the bal-

lots for municipal officers end for justices of tho
peace and constables should be cast in a
separate box other than the one for mu-
nicipal officers is deposited. The poll
books and ballots cast for justices of the
peace and constables must necessarily be
canvassed by the county commissioners and
should bo returned to the county clerk. The
poll books and ballots cast for the municipal of-

ficers arc canvassed by the city council, and the
result declared by them.

Hoping that this explanation is satisfactory, I

ADULTERATION.

Extent to "Which Adulteration of Spices
mill Condiments Prevails.

Washington, March 31. Tho chemists
of the Department of Agriculture under the
direction of the commissioner have for a
year or more been investigating the extent
and manner of food adulteration practiced
in this country, and a report covering sev-
eral branches of the work is in process ol
preparation. That portion relating to
spices and condiments, prepared by Clifford
Richardson, is already completed. The in-
vestigations show that no other kinds ol
human food are adulterated to such an ex-

tent. Of twenty samples of ground cloves
examined only two were pure. The others
had suffered the extraction of their essen-
tial oils and had been polluted by the
addition of clove stems, allspice
and husks of various kinds. Ol
eight samples of cayenno pepper only
one was pure. Of ten samples of mustard
none were pure, unchanged mustard,
though several had only suffered tho loss
of their fixed oil. Others, howevor, con-
tained quantities of wheat flour, the spuri
ous matter being in some cases two-thir-

of tho compound. This made it necessary
to add tumeric acid (harmless) to restore
the mustard color. Ton samples of all-

spice wero examined, eight" of which were
pure, and four samples of cassia were all
puro. Of ten samples of ginger four were
pure, while only one out of thirteen sam-
ples of g black pepper was found
to bo what it purported to be.
A specimen sent from Baltimore
to a man who had an army contract was al-

most entirely spurious. Cayenne peppor,
black pepper, husks and mustard hulls
were used to give flavor and pungency,
while "body" was supplied by ground
beans and rice and color by charcoal. Two
samples of mace out of five were pure and
of three samples of nutmeg examined all
Were pure. Mr. Richardson's experience
leads to the conclusion that the public
has the power in its own hands to
effect a reform in the matter of spice
adulteration. The quality of the article
is usually fixed by the retailer, who
names the pneo he is willing to pay. The
grinder thereupon estimates the amov.nt of
pure spice he can afford to put in, and fills
out tho order with refuse. Mr. Richard-
son incidentally montions a New York
spice grinder who within a short
'imc worked off 5,CO0 pounds of cocoanut
husks.

courage to face the fire and fled shriekingto-th- e

windows of the floors above. The hook
and ladder company connected with tho
hotel was soon at work and ladders wero
run up to tho second and third stones,
down which servants carried tho women
and children who were afraid to fuco tho.
smoko and flames on tho lower floor. Tho.
clerk, who was first notified of the fire,
made strenuous efforts with his brigade
to put out tho flames, but water-coul- d

not be got. The fire was dis-
covered fifteen minutes before tho
alarm was given and five minutes,
after the alarm the last guest was out or
the house. Tho terror of the night was.
made worse by pitchy darkness, for soon
after the fire broke out the gas main burst
and the hotel was plunged in gloom. The-frighten-

guests huddled together on tho
lawn and beneath trees. The bowling alley-an- d

saloon, which are about one hundred,
yards from tho hotel, were given up to tho-us- c

of the ladies and children, and all tho
mattresses and bedding that wero saved
were placed tnere for their use. Much ot
the luggage of the guests was in the annex,
the last part of the building to catch fire
and nearly all of which was saved, but most,
of the luggago in the main buildings-wa- s

lost. Nearly all tho things in the safo
were saved. In less than half an hour the-hug- e

building was enveloped in flames, and
within three hours was totally consumed,
the only vestige remaining being the brick
chimneys.
