{ CRUSHED-TO -DEATH. -

Freight Brakeman Chas. Latty’s Head
Crushed in While Coupling
Cars.

RELIEVED ALMOST INSTANTANEOUSLY
BY DEATH.

This morning, while the C. K. &.
W. freight, which pulls into town at 11
o’clock. was making up on one of the
side tracks near the depot, an acci-
dent occurred which resulted in the
almost immediate death of one of the
brakemen, Chas. Latty, He had just
completed the coupling of a box car and
a flat car loaded with piles. Ashe
stepped back, Brakeman Clark, who
was on the flat car.noticed that the piles
ran out over the edge of the car, and
yelled outa warning. The unfortunate
man did not hear him, for he made
no effort to evade the threat-
ened danger. As the two cars
came together, his head was caught on
the one side by the box car, and on the
other by one of the piles, crushing in
his skull. As the cars rebounded, he
dropped to the ground. Conductor F.
8. Brooks and Brakeman Clark imme-
diately rushed up, justas he gave two
or three gasps and expired. He was
picked up and carried to the caboose,
and afterwards taken to the under-
taking establishment of W. H, Eicholtz.
Coroner Hoisington was at the scene of
the fatality a few moments after the
accident occurred, but there was no
occasion for summoning a jury, and
holding an inquest.

The relatives of the deceased live in
Burlington, Iowa, where the remains
will be forwarded. Latty was about
23 years old. Noblame is attached to
any one. The accident was simply one
which is liable to occur to any one who
follows the life of a railroad man.

The remains are now lying at
Eicholtz’s. The body has been em-
balmed, and looks as natural as life.
