Said ballots shall be re-
ceived and said vote shull be taken, counted,
canvussed, und returns thereof mude, in the
same manner and in all respects as is provided
by law in cases of the election of representa-
tives in the legisiature,

seventeen ol the bill of rights of the constity-
tion of the State of Kans#s, concerning the
purchase, enjoymer t and descent of proper-
ty." Said ballots shull be received, and said
vale shall be taken, counted, canvassed uand
return thereol made, in the same manner in
all respeets us s provided by law in cases of
the cleetion of representatives to the legisiy

ture.
