It is shaped lilze a bell, and varies in
size from one foot or less in diameter
to five or six feel, some specimens be-
ing as tall as a maa. When ripe these
balls snap off thair stems and go tum-
bling ovar the prairies with every
gust of wind. They present a very
strangeappearanca, and inthe distance
hunters have mistaken them for bisons.
Often they come bounding along in
hundreds upon the hunters, who are
compelled to crowd upon the ground te
escape being hurt.—Sk Louis Globe-
Democral.
