Total vote for governor 1,276,837
Cleveland's vote 632,928
Harrison's vote 646,716

The combined vote of New York and
Kings counties, was: Hill 248,284,
Cleveland 242,314, Miller 177,166, Har-

Sana Lashes Cleveland.

The Herald correspondent the
other day interviewed Charles A.
Dana, of the New York Sun, in Paris.
Mr. Dana talked freely regarding
American politics and evidently sa
about what he thought concernin
Grover Cleveland. His views are
worth giving.

Speaking of the result of the recent
election, Mr. Dana said that many
things contributed to Cleveland's
defeat. In the first place the chances
are all against the reelection of any
president. Sinse 1832 only two men
have been twice placed in the office of
chief magistrate Lincoln and Grant
and they were kept in the white house
under exceptional circumstances.

Air. Dana continued: "In order to
insure the President a second term
there must be something of special and
unusual importance to commend him
to public favor. Cleveland had no
such element to aid him. On the con-

trary he was handicapped in many
ways. He had no strong personal
friends. He was cordially disliked by

I the leaders of the Democratic party
and the political directors of the Dem-

ocratic press. Even before the elec-

tion I do not believe there was a, more
unpopular man in the United States
than he and after March next, when
the game is all over, the universal won-

der will be how such a man as Cleve-

land ever came to fill such a high posi-

tion.
"During his administration ho did

nothing to w in the confidence and sup-

port of his party, in fact he did not
care a copper for the real interest of the
Democrats. What he worked for from
beginning to end was the welfare and
advancement of Grover Cleveland.
In manner toward his supporters he
was cold and overbearing, and he
never by any chance put himself out to
he courteous or accommodating. He
thought himself a man of destiny, and
so far above his followers that he
could kick them about as he pleased.
He has finally discovered his mistake.
lie was always trying to produce a?
sensation that would make people talk
about him. He did not choose any
given line of action so much because
he believed in it as because he believed
in its advances for himself. Ho did
not dare to veto either the oleomargar-
ine bill or the river and harbor bill
though he was convinced that they
were both unwise. He did veto a lot
of pension bills because he saw an
opportunity to set people talking of his
prudent oversight over expenses with-
out alienating any of the influential
classes.

"His knowledge on all subjects was
superficial. In many things he made
mistakes as o what would really re-

dound to his advantage. His negotia-
tion of the fisheries treaty and extra-
dition treaty did him much harm
among the Irish and the fishermen. H
he had not been politically dead already,
of course his position on the tariff
would have finished him. This last
election has therefore settled the free
trade question. No party can succeed
in the United States which wavers in
its adherence to protection. California
wants protection for its wines and
woolens and fruits. Alabama wants it
for its iron, and so will Colorado in
time. The whole wants it for manu-
factures and industries which are
springing up there as by magic. The
East has always wanted it and the
South will follow suit. The Demo-
crats were beaten in a fair fight be-

cause they deserved to be. There was
never an election more quiet and order-
ly. There was never one with less
corruption at the pons."

When Do the Electors Meet?
The Abilene Reflector is authority

for the statement that the time for the
Presidential electors to meet and cast
their ballots for President and vice-Preside- nt

has been changed from the
first Wednesday in December to the
second Monday in January-- . We had
been informed that a change had been
made but could not satisfy ourself as
to the truth of the matter, so we took
pains to write to Hon. E. B. Allen,
Secretary of State, for information.
His answer was that "there had been
no change in this State, but cannot say
as to any other State." 2Jow the con-
stitution provides that the day shall be
uniform throughout the United States.
(See paragraph 4, section 1. article 2 of
the constitution.) Therefore if it has
been changed in one State it has been
in all. This is a question of some impor-
tance and we would like some informa-
tion on the subject. Hope Dispatch.

As this matter is obscure in the
minds of many people we have taken
some pains to look up the exact status
of the matter in the records of Con-

gress.
A United States law passed JFeb. 3,

1SS7, provided that the electors in each
State should meet on the second Mon-
day in January to cast their votes. But
some of the States had previously
adopted laws wkMf providdtlkt the

certificates and lists of votes should be j

sent to the vice-Preside- nt before the
first Wednesday in January this being
in harmony with the Revised Statutes.

To remedy the defect Congress
passed in October, 18SS, and it was
approved upon the 19th of that month;
the following law, which as "it is im-

portant, wo give in full:
(public no. 333.)

An act supplementary to the act ap-
proved February third, eighteen hun-
dred and eighty-seve- n, entitled: "An
act to fix the day for the meeting of
the electors of President and Vice-Preside- nt,

and to provide for and regulate
the counting of the votes for President
and vice-Preside- nt, and the decision of
questions arising thereon."

Be it enacted by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assem-
bled, That the certificates and lists of
votes for President and vice-Preside- nt

of the United States, mentioned in
Chapter 1 of Title 3 of the Revised
Statutes of the United States, and in
the act to which this is a supplement,
shall be forwarded, iu the manner
therein provided, to the president of
the Senate forthwith after the second
Monday in January, on which the elec-
tors shall give their votes.

Section 2 That Section 141 of the
Revised Statutes of the United States
is hereby so amended as to read as
follows:

Section 141 Whenever a certificate
of votes from any State has not been
received at the seat of Government on
the fourth Monday of the month of
January in which their meeting shall
have been held, the Secretary of State
shall send a special messenger to the
district judge in whose custody one cer-

tificate of the votes from that State
has been lodged, and such judge shall
forthwith transmit that list to the seat
of Government."

Approved, October 19, 188S.

The electors now have, therefore, for
their guidance the above U. S. Statute,
superseding all State laws, directing
that they shall meet and cast their
votes on the second Monday in January
and immediately thereafter send lists
to the vice-preside- nt or president of
the Senate.

Mr. Allen, in answering the Dis-

patch's question, was doubtless refer-
ring to the Kansas Statutes which have
of course not been changed; but the
electors of this State will meet and cast
their votes in accordance with the pro-

vision made by Congress.

ANARCHIST EEYIVAL.

Bloodthirsty Circulars Delivered,
In Chicago Saloons Aid Wanted

For Hronek et AL

The Leader of the Arbeiter Bund
Speaks Tagnely of the Manufacture

of Dynamite.

Continuation of the Trial of Hronek End
of the Evidence Arguments Com-

menced.

Chicago, Dec. 1. A new Anarchist cir-

cular was found yesterday, having been
secretly distributed in various sections of
the city and in Anarchist saloons on Cly-bour- n,

Blue Island and Milwaukee ave-
nues and "West Lake and West Randolph
streets. It is printed in red ink, and the
matter is of a decidedly fiery character.
At the head is the larpo display line,
"Richtor." It is issued by the Arbeiter
Bund, tho same socioty that organised
Sunday schools hera in which some hun-
dreds of children are being taught tho
doctrines of Anarchism. After telling tho
workingman that ho is trampled into tho
dust, that he has no recognized rights, and
that he should assert his independence, it
states that capital and all who control
capital must bo destroyed and destroyed
quickly and .that tho only efficacious
method of removal is the one adopted and
carriod into execution by "the martyred
advocates of freedom who gave up their
lives so tho principles they advocated
might be perpetuated."

'"Our time is cominjr," the circular con-

tinues; "all that remains for us to do is to
forget petty differences and band together
for our one common object. What a few
men can not achieve many can. They can
throttlo the capitalistic tyrant; they can
surround htm with firo and bloodshed, and
compel him in war to recognize our rights,
a thing ho will not do in peace."

Believers in the cause aro pressed to
give all aid in their power toward tho or-

ganization and success of tho various so-

cieties now springing up. Aid is again
asked for Sevic, Hronek and Chapek, and
the information volunteered that con-
tributions can bo left at 71 West Lake

"Tho fact of tho matter is this," said
Albert Currlin, tho leader of the Arbeiter
Bund, speaking- - to a group whom ho
thought were all sympathizers, "capital-
ism in tho pride of its strength is too arro-
gant to yield a point that means conces-
sion to humanity and popular rights. But
in Anarchy it is listening to the tramp of
tnousands and it is a menace it had better
heed. When the capitalists become too
aggressive they will hear there is still
dynamite manufactured in this country."

THE HRONEK TRIAL.
Chicago, Dec. 1. When tho trial of An-

archist Hronek, charged with conspiracy
to murder tho officers of the law who se-

cured tho execution of tho Haymarket An-
archists was resumed yesterday, Mrs.
Catharine Chapek, wife of one of the al-

leged with Hronek, testi-
fied that tho testimony of Chleboun, the
informer, in regard to the meetings be-

tween Hronek and her husband were un-
true.

Hronek then took the stand and denied
that he had ever said that Schneider made
the bombs used by the suicide Anarchist
Lingg.

John Nelson and Richard Kirby, dredg-
ers, testified to the finding of an empty
gas pipe bomb in the river near the point
where Hronek is supposed to havo thrown
a number of the missiles into the stream.

After Attorney Fisher and an express-
man named Janeck, who drove tho con-
spirators to Riversido to make the experi-
ments with bombs, had contradicted
Chleboun on some minor points. Frank
Chapek, one of the conspirators, was
called, and made a general denial of the
charges in the evidence for the prosecu-
tion. He never had any dynamite, and
consequently never showed any to Chle-
boun. He knew nothing of the plot for
revenge, and did not got any plan for the
location of Judge Grinnoll's house. He
admitted going to Aldine square July 4,
but did not even know that Judge Grinnell
lived there. Ho also denied having prom-
ised to avenge Hronek if ho should bo ar-
rested and hung.

After some further m;nor evidence was
produced tho court took a recess.

Josoph Slikolanda was tho first witness
called in the afternoon. He had been at
Chapek's honse when it was said Hronek
displayed a dynamite bomb, but he saw
no bomb and had never seen a bomb in
Hronek's possession. He had also visited
Riverside with Hronek but nothing was
said about avenging the death of the An-
archists.

Anton Kozell testified that he had known
Chleboun since 18S4, and that his reputa-
tion for truth and veracity was bad, and
witness would not believe him under oath.

John Dvorak also expressed his belief
that Chleboun's statements were not reli-

able.
This ended the evidence and Assistant

Elliott began the opening speech lor the
prosecution. Court adjourned before he
bad concluded.

Pugrillsts Fired At.
Washington, Nov. 30. Some excitement

was caused in Kiernau's theater last night
by what is regarded as an attempt on the
life of Jake Kilrain or Charley Mitchell by
JohnW. Robinson, an intoxicated occu-
pant of one of the boxes. Tho men bad
just been introduced when a shot was fired
from the rear of a box in the second tier,
which whistled past the heads of those in
front and buried itself in the scenery at
the right of tho stage. A policeman who

THE AMERICAN NAVY.

Annual Report of Secretary "Whitney Pub-
lished.

Washtsgtos, Nov. SO. Secretary Whit-
ney has presented his annual report to the
President. After giving a brief review of"

the condition of the navy as it will exist
on March 1, 1SS9, in comparison with the a
same as it existed cm March 4, 18S5, and
furnishing a list of armored vessels here-
tofore authorized by Congress, the Secre-
tary says: t"So far as armored ships are concerned.,
tho subject is yet to be treated in a broad
way by the department and Congress. At
the present time tho conditions are such
that every thing necessary to first-clas- s,

fighting ships can be, produced and fur-
nished to the department in this country,
as soon as in the course of construction
any element or feature is required; but
this has never heretofore, until the present
time, been true, and therefore the con-

sideration of the subject has been neces-

sarily postponed by the department until
the present time."

He then dwells upon the necessity of the
armored cruisers now building, and says:
"We can not at present protect our coast
but we can return blow for blow, for wa
shall soon be in condition to launch a fleet
of large and fast cruisers against the com-
merce of an enemy able to inflict the most
serious and lasting injury thereon."

"It is gratifying to be able to report,"
says the Secretary, "that notwithstand-
ing the large expenditures for the new
navy in the last three years, the reduc-
tion in other directions has made the total
expenditures of the department less for
these years than for the three years ended
Juno SO, 1SSJ, the ordinary expenses of the"
