AT JACOB AUGUSTINE'S

The first alarm given was from the
home of Jacob Augustine on North
Broadway. A telephone message was
sent down about 10 o'clock for the
night watch, Marshal C. W. Cooper.
On giing to the house he searched it
thoroughly, but although plenty of
tracks couid be found and the intruder
had been in the cellar, no one could be
found. The family was much fright-
ened but after the search were induced
to retire and worry no more about the
matter. They had heard the 'burglar
plainly and there is no doubt but that
he had been in the house; nothing,
however, was stolen so far as could be
ascertained.

AT T. E. SEWELL'S.

The most important of the night's
incidents, however, took place at the
residence of T. E. Sewell, corner of
Mulberry and Fourth streets.

Marshal Cooper came back down
town and was joined by J. Burnett, of
the Pullman barber shop. Together
they went to the central school grounds
and through the northeast part of the
city, all the time on the lookout for
suspicious characters. Finally Mr.
Cooper suggested that they go to the
Union Pacific water tank, west of town,
and see what occurred when the mid-

night tiain passed through. This was
done, but ne strangers were discovered

Going ui) by the school house again
they turned west and going down Mul-

berry, which street is very dark, trees
being on both sides arrd no lamps, they
sat down by the lawn at T. E. Sewell's
handsome residence. After sitting
there perhaps half an hour, they heard
a noise in the house and lights were
seen in the parlor.

Stealing quietly up to the window,
they looked in and saw the depredator
moving about the rooms, lighting Iris
way by means of what they at first
took for the gleams of a dark lantern,
but which they soon discovered was
matches. They watched him for some
time and then he camo out of the win-

dow through which he had enteied.
With revolvers ready they waited for

him just outside, aud when he had
reached open air he was halted.

"Hands up!" whispered Cooper, aud

as two gleaming barrels were close to
the fellow's face, up they came. He
was marched down town aud put in
jail to ruminate until morning. On his
person was found a lady's fine gold
watch, a pocketbook, keys and a num-
ber of trinkets. He also had a part of
a loaf of bread which he said he wanted
to eat.

Later in the night, about 4 o'clock

a. m., Mrs. R. J. Crozier was awakened
by a noise at her bedroom window.
She and her mother sleep in the same
room and their clothing lay on chairs
between the beds. Looking up she
saw a pole put in through the window
from which the screen had been re-

moved. It was followed by a man's
head and shoulders. The burglar
hooked up with his pole a dress and
other garments of the ladies and drew
them out of the window. Having
fished all in reach he left and Mrs.
Crozier dared get up and give the
alarm. The man she describes as
dark, goodJooking and young. The
dress, which had about $7 in as well
as some other property, was found in
front of Geo. Etherington's on Sixth
street, the money being gone.

He was not awak
ened until after the burglar had gone
and so had no chance for capturing
him.

THE BURGLAR.

The man captured by Marshal
Cooper gives his name as Charles
Brown and says he is from St. Louis.
He is of a medium build, bullet-heade- d,

apparently about 25 years old, not used
to hard work and perfectly capable of
keeping his mouth shut.

When brought before Justice Quinn
this morning at 11 o'clock he waived
preliminary examination and was
bound over for trial in the district
court. The case will undoubtedly
come up during the present term and
as the evidence is so clear the criminal
will get speedy justice.

Much credit is due Marshal Cooper
for his efforts in behalf of the city. It
is certain that he has not been negli-
gent in his duties, having scoured the
city nightly. His vigilance last even-
ing resulted in the capture of the first
depredator to be apprehended. Mr.
Burnett also did well. The people of
the city have become weary of this con
tinued house-breakin- g and it is to be
hoped that such punishment will be
meted out to the criminal now behind
the bara as will effectually warn all

Dickinson's Outlook.
The Kansas Farmer has this week an

extensive write-u- p of the condition of
Kansas crops. From it we take the
following regarding Dickinson county's
crop out look:

Wheat is simply superb, all headed
out, and larger heads than usual; acre-
age, compaied with last year, 150 per
cent. The above statement will apply
to oats. Tne stand of corn is fine,
fields have been once and twice culti-
vated, and the plant is making a good,
sturdy growth. Potatoes are enjoying
the moist weather of the past mouth
and are making a vigorous growth,
early varieties in bloom; mulching is
much practiced here. Kaffir corn, mile
maize, African maize and mangel
wurzel are largely grown this year.
Noxious insects are harmless as yet;
while the hessian lly luxuriates in
moist, cloudy weather, such a condi-
tion of tire atmosphere knocks the
chinch bug and the potato bug out of
time; there is abundance of the perfect
insects, but no larval as yet. The past
month has been remarkable for wind,
storm and rain; the south half of the
county had a disastrous storm, the hail
destroyed many fields of wheat and
oats, and the wind many dwellings and
barns. Fruits will be abundant except
the apple crop; the blossoms were de-
stroyed by the tarnish bug.
