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that the minlrnnm deposit of bonds for the
establishment of banks be reduced, and that
an issue of notes to the par value of the
bonds be allowed, will help to maintain the.
bank circulation. Uut while this withdrawal
of bank notes has been going on there has
been a lare increase in the amount of gold
and silver coin in circulation and in the Is-

sues of gold and silver certificates.
The total amount of money of all kind In

circulation on March 1, 1S78, was $S03,7J3,S07,
while on October 1, 1SS3, the total was $1,403,-016,09- 0.

There was an increase of $233,417,562
in gold coin, of J57,55,100 in standard silver
dollars, of $72,311,23 In gold ccrtiiicatcs, of.
5276,619,715 In silver certificates, and of

in United States notes making a total
of $713,976,403. There was during the same
period a decrea.se of $114,109,729 in bank cir-
culation and of $12,4S1 in subsidiary
Mlver. The net increase was $599,
224,193. The circulation per capita has
increased about lire dollars during the time
covered by the table rcforrcd to. The total
coinage of silver dollars was on November 1,
1S89, $353,03,001, of which $283,539,521 were in
the treasury vaults and $60X'98,4S0were in cir
culation. Of the amount in the vaults $277,-319,9-

were represented by outstanding sil-
ver certificates, leaving $.3,291,577 not in cir-
culation and not represented by certificates.

6ILVEU COIXAGE.
The law requiring the purchase by the

treas try of $.',030,000 worth of silver bullion
each month to be coined into silver dollars
of 412'i grains lias been observed by the de-
partment, but neither the present Secretary
nor any of his predecessors has deemed It
safe to exercise t!e discretion given by law
to increase the monthly purchase to $4,000,-00- 0.

When the law was enacted February 29,
1S73, the price of silver In the market was
$1.20 per ounce, making tt.2 bullion value
of the dollar 93 cents. Since that time the
price has fallen as low as 91.2 cents per ounce,
reducing the bullion value of the dollar to
70.6 cents. "Within the last few months the
market price has somewhat advanced and
on the first day of Xoveinber last the bullion
value of the silver dollar was 72 cents.

The evil anticipations which have accom-
panied the coinage and use of the silver dol-
lar have not been realized. As a coin it has
not had general use, and the public treas-
ury has been compelled to store it. But this
Is manifestly owing to the fact that its paper
representative is more convenient. The gen-
eral acceptance and use of silver certificates
shows that silver has not otherwise been dis-
credited. Some favorable conditions have
contributed to maintain tills practical equal-
ity in their commercial uses between gold
and silver dollars. Hut some of theee are
trade conditions that statutory enactments
do not control, and of the continuance of
which we can not be certain.

I think it is clear that If we should make
coinage of silver at present rates fro we
must expect the difference In bullion values
of the gold and silver dollars ill be taken
account of in commercial transactions, and I
fear the same result would follow any con-
siderable Increase of the present rato of
coinage, a result would be discredit-
able to our financial management and dis-
astrous to all business interests. We should

" not tread the dangerous edge of such a
peril, and indeed nothing more harmful
could happen to the silver interests. Any-saf- e

legislation upon this subject must se-
cure the equality of the two coins in their
commercial uses. I have always been an
advocate of the use of silver in our currency.
"'e are large producers of that metal and
should not discredit It. To the plan which
will bo presented by the Secretary of the
Treasury for the issuance of notes or certifi-
cates upon the deposit of silver bullion
at its market vsluc, I have been
able to give only a hasty jxuiui-tio- n

owing to the press of other
matters, and to the fact that
it has been so recently formulated. The
details ol such a law require careful con-
sideration, but the general plan suggested
by him seems to satisfy the purpose to con-
tinue the use of sliver in connection with
our currency and at the .auie time to obviate
me uanger ot which 1 have spoken. At a
later day I may communicate further with
Congress on this subject.

THE CHINESE.
The enforcement of the Chinese Exclusion

net lpts been found to be verv ditlicult on the
Northwest frontier. Chines-- landing at Vic-
toria find it easy to pass our border owing to
t lie impossibility, with the force at command,
of tli-- ; customs officers of guarding so long
an inland line. The Secretary of the Treas-
ury has authorized the employment of addi-
tional officers, who will be assigned to this
duty, and every effort will be made to enforce
the law. The Dominion exacts u head tax of
$50 for each Chinaman landing, and when
these persons in fraud of our law cross into
our territory and are apprehended our olll-cer- s

do not know what to do with therii, as
the Dominion authorities will not sutler
them to be sent back without a second pay-
ment of the tax. An effort will be made to
reach an understanding that will remove
this difficulty.

COAST DEFENSES.
Judged by modern standards we are prac-

tically without co:ist defenses. Juuiy of the
structures we have would enhance rather
than diminish the perils of their garrisons if
subjected to the fire of improved guns, and
very few are so located as to give full effect
to the greater range of such guns as we are
now making for coast defense uses. Tills
general subject has had consideration in
Congress for some years, and the ap-
propriation for the construction of
largo rilled guns made one year ago
was, I am sure, the expression of a
purpose to provide suitable works in .which
thest. guns might be mounted. An appropri-
ation now made for that purpose would not
advance the works beyond our ability to
supply them with fairly effective guns.

Tho security of our coast cities airainst for-
eign attack should not rest altogether in the
friendly disposition of other Nations. There
should be u second line wholly in our own
seeping, i very earnestly recommend an
appropriation at this session for the con-
struction of such works in our most exposed
haibors.

KIVEItS AND IIAUIIOKS.
Tno Improvement of our Important rivers

and harbors should be promoted by the nec-
essary appropriations. Care should be taken
that the Government Is not committed to the
prosecution of works not of public and gen-
eral advantage and that the relative useful-
ness of works of that class is not overlooked.
So far as this can ever be said to be
completed I do not doubt that the end would
betoonerand more economically reached if
fewer separate works were undertaken at
the same time and those selected for their
grei-.c- r general Interest were more rapidly
gashed to completion.

rKOTECTION OF OFFICERS.
The assault made by David S. Terry upon

'he person or Justice Field, of the Supreme
"ourt of the United States, in Lathrop, Cal.,
In August last, and tho killing of the
vssailant by a deputy United States marshal,
who had been deputed to accompany Justice
Field and to protect him from anticipated
violence at the hands of Terry, in connection
wttu the legal proceedings which have fol-
lowed, suggest questions which in my judg-
ment are worthy of the attention of Con-
gress I recommend that more definite pro-
visions be mado by law, not only for the pro-
tection of Federal officers, but for a full trial
of such cases in the United States courts.

THE SUrRESIE CODET.
The necessity of providing some moro

speedy method of disposing of the cases
which now come for final adjudication to the
Supreme Court becomes every year more ap-
parent and urgent. The plan of providing
some intermediate courts having final appel-
late jurisdiction of certain classes of ques-
tions and cases, has, I think, received a more
general approval from the bench and bar of
the country than any other. Without at-
tempting to discuss details I recommendthat provision be made for the establishment
of such court.

TRUSTS AXD COMBINES.
Karnest attention shoald be given by Con-

gress to consideration of tho question how
xar me restraint of those combinations of
capital commonly called "trusts" is a matter
of Federal Jurisdiction.

When organized as they often are to crush
out all healthy competition and to monopo-
lize the production or sale or an article of
commerce and general necessity they arc
dangerous conspiracies against the public
good and should be made tho subject of
prohibitory and even penal legislation. a

INTERNATIONAL COrrrjGIIT.
The subject or an international copyrightUs been lTequently commended to the at-

tention of Congress by my predecessors.
The enactment of such a law would be emi-nently wise and just.

XATUBALIZATION.
Our naturalization laws should be so re-vised as to make tho inquiry Into tho char-acter and good disposition toward our Gov-ernment of the persons applying for citizen-

ship more thorough. This can only be donetvitlng fuller control or the examinationsby Axing the thne for hearing such applica-ttonandb- y
requiring the presence of Mmecne Who shall represent tho Government Inlie JooHry. Those who arc enemies of

social order or who come to onr shores to
swell tho. injurious influence and to extend
the evil practices of any association that de-
fies our laws, should not only be denied
citizenship but a domicile.

TIIK FOST-OFTIC-

Tho report of the Postmaster-Genera- l not
only exhibits the operations of the depart-
ment for the past fiscal year, but contains
many valuable suggestions for the improve-
ment and extension of the service, which are
confmended to your attention. No other
branch of the Government has so close a con-
tact with the daily life of the people. Al-
most every one uses the service It offers, and
every hour gained in the transmission of the
great commercial mails has an actual and
possible valuo that only those
engaged In trade can understand.
The saving of one day In the transmission of
mails between New York and San Francisco,
which has recently been accomplished, is
an incident worthy of mention. The plan
suggested of a supervision of the post-office- s

In separate districts that shall involve In-

struction and suggestion and a range of the
efficiency of tho postmasters, would, I have
no doubt, greatly improve the service.

The unsatisfactory condition of the law re-
lating to the transmission through the mails
of lottery advertisements and remittances
is clearly stated by the Postmaster-General- ,

and his suggestion as to amendments should
have your favorable consideration.

THE XAVT.
The report of the Secretary of the Navy

shows a reorganization of the bureaus of the
department that will, I do not doubt, pro
mote the efficiency of each. In general,
satisfactory progress has been made In the
construction of the new ships of war author-
ized by Congress. The first vessel of the
new navy, the Dolphin, was subjected to
very severe trial tests and to very much
adverse criticism. But It Is gratifying to be
able to state that a cruise around the
world, from which she has recently
returned, has demonstrated that she is a
first-clas- s vessel of her rate. The report of
the Secretary shows that while the effective
force of tl.-- j navy is rapidly increasing by
reason of the Improved build and armament
of the new ships, the number of our ships
fit for sea duty grows very slowly. We had
on the 4th of March last thirty-seve- n ser-
viceable ships, and though four have since
been added to the list the total has
not been increased, because in the
meantime four have been lost or con-
demned. Twenty-si- x additional vessels
have been authorized and appropriated for,
but tt is probable that when they are com-
pleted our list will only be increased to 62, a
gain of five. The old wooden ships aro dis-
appearing almost as fast as the new ones aro
added. The facts carry their own argument.
One of the now ships may in fighting
strength be equal to two of the old, hut it
can not do the cruising duties of two.

It 13 important, therefore, that we should
have a more rapid Increase in the number of
serviceable ships. I concur in tho recom-
mendation of the Secretary that the con-
struction of eight armored ships, three gun-
boats and five torpedo boats be authorized.

THE INDIAN' QUESTION.

The report of the Secretary of the Interior
exhibits the transactions of the Government
with the Indian tribes. Substantial progress
has been made in the education of the chil-
dren of school age and in the allotment of
lands to adult Indians. It is to bo regretted
that the policy of breaking up tho tribal re-
lation and of dealing with the Indian as an
individual did not appear earlier in our leg-
islation. Large reservations used in com
mon and the maintenance of the authority
of the chiefs and headmen have deprived the
individual of every incentive to tho exorcise
of thrift and the annuity has contributec an
afilrmative impulse towards a state of con-
firmed pauperism.

The last Congress enacted two distinct
laws relating to negotiations with tho Sioux
Indians of Dakota for a relinquishment of a
portion of their hinds to the United States
and for dividing the remainder into separate
reservations, itoth were approved on the
same day, March 2. The one submitted to
the Indians was a specific proposition. The
other (Sec. 3 of the Indian Appropriation
act) authorized the President to appoint
three Commissioners to negotiate with these
Indians for the accomplishment of some gen-
eral purpose and required that
any agreement made should bo
submitted to Congress for ratification.
On the lCth day of April last I appointed
Hon. Charles Foster, of Ohio, lion. William
Warner, of Missouri, and Major-Gener-

George Cook, of the United States army.
Commissioners under the last named law.
They were, however, authorized and direct-
ed first to submit to the Indians the definite
proposition made to them by the act first
mentioned and only in the event of a failure
to secure the assent of the requisite number
to that proposition to open negotiations for
modified terms under the other act. Tho
work of the Commission was prolonged and
arduous but the assent of the requisite num-
ber was, it is understood, finally obtained to
tho proposition made by Congress.

The Commission provided for by section 14
of the Indian Appropriation bill to negotiate
with the Cherokee Indians and all other In-
dians owning or claiming lands lying west
of the ninety sixth degree of longitude, for
the cession to the United States of all such
lands, was organized on Juno 29
last. Two conferences have been
held, but no definite results have appeared.
The cattle syndicate now occupying tho
lands for grazing purposes Is clearly one or
the agencies responsible for the obstruction
of our negotiations with the Cherokees. The
large body of agricultural lands constituting
what is known as "the Cherokee Outlet"
ought not to be, and indeed can not long be,
held for grazing and for the advantage of a
few against the public interests and the best
advantages of the Indians themselves. The
United States lias under tho treaties certain
rights in these lands. These will not be used
oppressively, but it can not be allowed that
those who by sufferance occupy these lands
shall interpose to defeat the wise and bene
ficent purposes of the Government.

I very urgently recommend that Congress
at once provide a territorial government for
the people of Oklahoma. Serious questions,
which may at any time lead to violent out-
breaks, arc awaiting the Institution of
courts for their peaceful adjustment. The
American genius for has
been illustrated In Oklahoma, but it is
neither safe nor wise to leave these people
longer to the expedients which have tem-
porarily served them.

THE LAND LAWS.
In tho administration of the land laws the

policy of facilitating, in every proper way.tho
adjustment or the honest claims of individual
settlers upon the public lands has been pur-
sued. The number of pending cases had, dur-
ing the preceding Administration been
greatly increased under the operation of
orders for a time suspending final action in
a large part of tho cases originating in the
West and Northwest, and by the subsequent
use of unusual methods of examination.

Only those who are familiar with the con-
ditions under which our agricultural lands
have been settled can appreciate tho serious
and often fatal consequences to the settler of
a policy that puts his title under suspicion,
or delays the issuance of his patents.

While care is taken to prevent and expose
fraud, it should not be imputed without
reason. Tho manifest purpose of tho Home-
stead and Pre-empti- laws was to promote
the settlement of the public domain by per-
sons havinga bonafide intent to make homes
upon the selected lands. Where this intent
is well established and the requirements of
the law have been substantially complied
with, the claimant is entitled to a prompt
and friendly consideration of his case.

But where there is reason to believe that
the claimant is tho mere agent of another
who is seeking to evade a law intended to
promote small holdings and to secure,
by fraudulent methods, largo tracts
of timber and other lands, both
principal and agent should not only be
thwarted In their fraudulent purpose but
should be made to feel the full penalties of
our criminal statutes. The laws should be so
administered as not to coi. found these two
classes and to visit penalties only upon the
latter.

The unsettled state of the titles to large
bodies of lands in the territories of New U

Mexico and Arizona has greatly retarded the
development or these Territories. Pro-
vision should bo made by law for the
prompt trial and final adjustment, before a

judicial tribunal or commission, of all
claims based upon Mexican grants. It
is not just to an intelligent and enter-
prising people that their peace should be
disturbed and their prosperity retarded by
these old contentions. I express the hope
that differences of opinion as to methods
may yield to the urgency of the case.

PENSIONS.
The law now provides a pension for every Is

soldier and sailor who was mustered into tho
service of the United States daring the civil
war and Is now suffering from wour.ds or
disease having an origin in the service and of
the line .of duty. Two of three necessary
facts muster and disability aro usually
susceptible of easy proof, but the third-ori- gin

In the service Is often difUcu.lt and.

In many deserving cases, impossible to
establish.

That very many of those who endured the
hardships or our most bloody and arduous
campaigns are now disabled rrom diseases
that had a real, ir not a traceable, origin in
service wo do not doubt. Besides, there 13

another class, composed of men, many of
whom served an enlistment of the three "fall
years, andrfr veterans who add-
ed a fourth year of service, who escaped tho
casualties of battles and the assaults of dis-
ease, who were in every battle line of their
command, and were mustered out in sound
health and have, since the close or the war;
while fighting with the same indomitable
and independent spirit the contests of civi'
lire, been overcome by disease or casualty.

I am not unaware that the pension roll al
ready involves a very large annual expend!
ture, neither am I deterred by that fact from
recommending that Congress grant a pension
to such honorably discharged soldiers and
sailors of tho war as, having rendered sub-
stantial service during tho war, are now de
pendent upon their own labor for a main-
tenance and by disease or casualty are Inca-
pacitated from earning it. Many or the men
who would be Included in this form of relief
are now dependent upon public aid and it
does not, in my judgment, consist with the
National honor that they shall continue to
subsist on the local relief given Indiscrim-
inately to paupers, instead of upon tho
special and generous provision of the Nation
they served so gallantly and unselfishly.

Our people will, I am sure, very generally
approve such legislation, and I am equally
sure that the survivors of the Union army
and navy will feel a sense of relief when this
worthy and suffering class of their comrades
is fairly cared for.

There are some manifest inequalities in
the existing law that should be remedied.
To some of these the Secretary of Interior
has called attention.

It is gratifying to be able to state that by
the adoption or new and better methods in
the War Department, the calls or the pension
office for information as to tho military and
hospital records of pension claimants are
now promptly answered and tho injurious
and vexatious delays that have heretofore
occurred are entirely avoided. This will
greatly facilitate the adjustment of all pend-
ing claims.

NEW STATES.
The advent of four new States, South Da-

kota, North Dakota, Montana and Washing-
ton, Into the Union under the Constitution,
in the same month, and tho admission of
their duly chosen representatives in our
National Congress at tho same session. Is an
event as unexampled as it is Interesting.

THE WORLD'S FAIR.
The proposition to observe the 400th anni-

versary of the discovery of America by tho
opening of a World's Fair or Kxposition in
some one pf our great cities will be present-
ed Tor tho consideration or Congress. The
value and interest of such an Kxposition
may well claim the promotion of the General
Government.

CIVIL-SERVIC-

On the 4th of March last the Civll-Servic- o

Commission held but a single member. Tho
vacancies were filled on tho 7th day of May,
and since then the Commissioners have been
industriously, though with an inadequate
force, engaged in executing the law.

They were assured by mo that a cordial
support would be given them in the raithrul
and impartial enforcement of tho statutes
and or the rules and regulations adopted in
aid or it.

The reronn of the civil-servic- o will inako
no safe or satisfactory advance until tho
present law and its equal administration aro
well established in tho confidence of the peo-
ple.

It will be my pleasure, as it is my duty, to
see that tho law is executed with firm-
ness and impartiality. If some of
its provisions have been fraudulently
evaded by appointing officers our re-
sentment should not suggest the repeal
of the law, but reform in Its administration.
We should have one view of the matter and
hold it with a sincerity that Is not affected by
the consideration that the party to which wo
belong is for a time in power.

THE NEGRO QUESTION.

The colored people did not Intrude them-
selves upon us ; they were bronght here in
chains and held in the communities whero
they are now chiefiy found by a cruel slave
code. Happily for both races, they are now
free. They have, from a standpoint of ignor-
ance and poverty, which was our shame, not
theirs, made remarkable advances in educa-
tion and in tho acquisition of property.
They have as a people shown them-
selves to be friendly and faithful toward tho
white race under temptations of tremendous
strength. They have their representatives
in tho National cemeteries whore a grateful
Government has gathered the ashes of tlioso
who died in its defense. They have fur-
nished to our regular army regiments that
have won high praise for their commanding
ollicers for their courage and soldierly qua-
lities and for fidelity the enlistment oath.

They do not desire to quit their homes and
their employers resent tho interference of
the emigration agents who seek to stimulate
such a desire. But, notwithstanding all this,
in many parts of our country where the col-
ored population is large, tho people of that
race are, by various devices, deprived of any
effective exercise of their political rights
and of many or their civil rights.

The wrong does not expend itself upon
those whose votes are suppressed. Every
constituency in the Union is wronged. It
has been tho hope of every patriot that a
sense of justice and of respect for the law
would work a gradual cure or these flagrant
evils. Surely no one supposes that the pres-
ent can bo accepted as a permanent condi-
tion.

It Is said that these communities must
work out this problem for themselves. Wo
.have a right to ask whether they arc at work
upon it. Do they suggest any solution
When and under what conditions is the
black man to have a free ballot? When is he,
in fact, to have those full civil righta which
have so long beon his in law? When Is that
equality of influence which onr Government
was intended to secure to the electors to be
restored?

I earnestly Invoke the attention of Con-
gress to the consideration of such measures
within its well defined Constitutional pow-er- s

as will secure to all our people a freo
exercise of their rights of suffrage and every
other civil right of the Constitution and laws
or tho United States.

STEAMSHir 6UBSIDIES.
I recommend that such appropriations be

made for ocean mail service in American
steamships between our ports and those of
Central and South America, Japan and
tho Important islands in both of the
great oceans as will bo liberally re-
munerative for the service rendered
as will encourage the establishment,
and in somo tair degree, equalize the chances
of American steamship lines in the competi-
tions which they must meet.

That tho American States lying south of
us will cordially in establishing
and maintaining such lines of steamships to
their principal ports, I do not doubt.

We should also make provision for a naval
reserve to consist of such merchant ships of
American constrnction and of a specified
lonnago anu speca as tne owners will con-
sent to place at the use of the Government in
case of need as armed cruisers. England
has adopted this policy and, as a result,
can now, upon necessity, at once place upon
her naval list some of tho fastest steamships
in the world. A proper supervision of the
constrnction of such vessels would make
their conversion Into effective ships of war
very easy.

I am an advocate of economy In our
National expenditure for the purpose or
extending our roreign commerce. The en-
largement and development or our mer-
chant marine, the development or a sufficient
body or trained, veteran seamen, the
promotion or rapid and regular mail com-
munication between tho ports or other coun-
tries and our own and the adoption or largo
and swift American merchant steamships to
naval uses in time of war are public pur
poses of the highest concern.

The enlarged participation of our people
In the carrying trade, the new apd increased
markets that will be opened for the products
ot our farmers and lactones, the fnll-e- r

and better employment of onr
mechanics which will result from

liberal promotion of our for-
eign commerce, Insure the widest possi-
ble diffusion of benefit to all the States and
to all our people. Every thing is most pro
pitious for the present Inauguration of a lib-
eral and progressive policy upon this sub-
ject and we should enter upon it with
promptness and decision.

CONCLUSION.

The legislation which I have suggested, it
sincerely believed, will promote the place

and honor ot our country and the pros-
perity and security of the people. I
invoke the diligent and serious attention

Congress to the consideration of tueso
and such, other measures as may be pre-
sented having the same great end Jp view.

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TEXAS TRAGEDY.
A Prominent Attorney and Mmber of the

legislature Shot In a Crowded Conrt
Room-T-wo Others Wounded.
JLvrshaix, Tex., Dec. 7. Twelve

montlis ago ty Judge W. T. S.
Keller entered suit for divorce against
his wife, E. S. Keller. Judge Ilazel-woo-d,

who was district judge at the
time, entered a decree giving two of
the children to each of the litigants.
On November 29 application was made
by the wife to Hon. J. S. Blanton,
special judge in the case, for an order
to restore to the wife the youngest
daughter. The order was granted, and
an officer was sent to San Angelo, the
present residence of Judge Keller, for
the child, which was brought "back.
With it came the father. Judge Blan-
ton was ignorant of the order of Judge
Ilazelwood. Judge Blanton came
down Thursday evening, and com-
menced yesterday morning to
investigate the matter. The
ourt opened at ten a. m. "W. R.

Greer and T. P. Young represented
Judge Keller, and "W. II. Pope, Alex-
ander Pope and James Turner repre-
sented the wife. Mr. Greer addressed
the court at length on behalf of his
client. When he concluded W. II.
Pope arose and made some remarks, at
which Judge Keller took offense and
replied to Mr. Pope in equally offensive
language that so offended Pope that ho
grabbed a gold-heade- d cane that was
lying on the desk in front and hurled
it at Keller, who instantly drew his pis-
tol and commenced firing.

About this time C. R. Weatherby, a
relative and warm friend of Judge Kel-
ler, appeared upon the scene and with
pistol in hand opened fire on Pope.
The excitement at this time can be bet-
ter imagined than described. Major
James Turner fell early in th8 action,
but on examination his wound proved
to be only a flesh wound of the abdo-
men. W. II. Pope received a ball in
the left shoulder and one through the
fleshy part of tho lower right arm.
Three other bullets passed through his
clothes. His wounds, though painful,
are not considered fatal.

Alexander Pope was shot through
the bowels.

Keller and Weatherby were prompt-
ly arrested and placed in jail.

Your correspondent was occupying a
seat in the gallery of the court house
while this bloody tragedy was being
enacted. Many ladies were among the
audience. The bar was full of lawyers
and friends of the contending parties.
Many took shelter behind desks and
benches, while others fled. The women
lied, screaming with horror at the ter-
rible sight.

Hon. W. II. "Pope is State Senator,
while his brother, Alexander Pope,
represented Harrison County in the
Lower House.

State Representative Alexander Pope
died last night at nine o'clock from the
effects of his wound in the court hou?o
fight.

There was
no crape about the portrait and tho
flag over the building, which had al-va- ys

been half-mast- ed on the death of
an floated in a good breeze
from its usual place at the top of the
staff.

Secretary Proctor, seen yesterday
morning and asked what course the
department would pursue in regard to
Mr. Davis' death, said: "I see no oc-

OKLAHOMA.

A BUI Agreed Upon to Organize the Ter-
ritory of Oklahoma.

Washington, Dec. 7. Congressmen
Springer, Mansur, Perkins, Struble,
Peel, Baker and Allen have agreed
upon the draft, of a bill for tho new
Territory of Oklahoma, and it will be
introduced at the earliest day possible.
It is very comprehensive, embracing a
territorial form of government, a com-
plete judicial system for Oklahoma and
also the Indian Territory, and also new
town site laws adapted to the situation
in Oklahoma. It extends the land
laws to and provides
that the new Territory shall use the
laws of Kansas until the close of the
first session of the first Legislature.
It provides for commutation of home-
stead entries after eighteen months'
residence upon paying 81.25 per acre,
and, in fact, provides for every phase
of the anomalous condition of the peo-
ple of that Territory upon the lines and
conditions desired by them as made
known by the visiting Congressmen in
September last

MonsiB Must Be Punished.
Constantinople, Dec 7. A num-

ber of American missionaries held a
meeting in this city to consider the
course to be pursued in relation to the
recent acquittal of Moussa Bey, the
Kurdish chief, who was charged
with robbery and outrage upon
Christians in Armenia. It was de-
cided to summon from Van two Ameri-
can missionaries who were assaulted
by Moussa Bey and to have them place
their evidence before the proper au-
thorities. It is believed ' that Mr.
Hirsch, the American Minister, will
insist on Moussa Bev being punished.

Advices From China.
Sax Francisco, Dec 7. The steam

er China brings advices from Hong
Kong to November 13 and from Yoko-
hama to November 22. The Chinese
troops suffered a severe defeat from
the savages on South Formosa, 300 or
400 of them having been killed. Re-
cently a mob attacked the China in-
land and Methodist Episcopal missions
at Nanking and destroyed both chapels
and an opium refuge and stoned the
officials who attempted to interfere.
The missionaries and ladies took refuge
in the Yamen.
