No Opposition in the New York
Republican Convention.

ADDRESS 0N REPUBLICAN PRINCIPLES.

Bitter Denuuciation of Tammsny and &
Forcible Appeal For United Ezertions
~The Piatforin In Its General Feat-
ures as Adopted.

Bocuester, N. Y., Sept 10—The re-
publican state convention met in this
city yesterday at the Washington
skating rink and was largely sttended

At noon the delegates were still pour-
ing into the beautifully-decorated hall
The poise and confusion were so great
thst it was not until 12:20 that all was
ready to sod Gen. Knapp, chair-
man of the state committee, stepped to
the front of the platform and called the
convention to order.

An orchestra and a qusrtetie then
led the convention in singing the hymn,
“*America.” Just as the singing was
finished Mr. Fassett was seen making
his way towsrd his seat His appear-
snce was the signal for wild and pro-
longed cheering. It was fully five min-
utea before the chalrman could restore
order so that the roll might be called.

Gen. Knapp then spoke very briefly.
A reference to the *"Matehless man from
Malne” was received with terrific and
prolonged applause. He then nomi-
nated W. W. Goodrich as temporary
chalrman He was unanimously chosen
snd wes escorted to the platform by
Col. Elliott F. Shepard and John S
Camp. On taking the chair Mr. Good-
rich made & speech

The usual committees were then ap-
pointed. James W. Husted, of Peeks-
kill, was selooted as chairman of the
committes on permanent organization,
and Lorenzo E Payne, of Cayugs conn-
ty, as chairman of the committes on
pesolutions. J. W. Wright, of Colum-
bis county, was named chairmsn of the
eredentials committee. The convention
then took a recess until 4 p m.

The Becker element then sought to
sdjourn the convention until to-day
but the effort was stormed down and

Presently Gen. Woodford said: *I
find pow that that splendid young
brother, J. & Fassatt, has now a clean
majority of all possible votes, and I
now ask permission to cast the eighty-
one votes of Kings county solid for
Senator Fassett, and I move you, Mr.
chairmap, that the nomination of Mr.
Fassett bs now made unanlmously.”™

Young Mr. Kenefick, of Buffalo,
who made a sensational speech In be-
half of Becker, was on his feet. *I
am authorized, sir,” he cried, *to turn
to Fassett the entire Erie delegation”

The confusion grew and increased
when the name of Mr. Wadsworth was
withdrawn and his ballots were turned
over to the Chemung man. Gen. Carr's
adherents then hurried into camp,
Benator Sloau made a brief Fasset talk,
and Woodford's motion was carried
with a rush and with cheers, making
Mr. Fassett's nomination unanimous,

trade, promises to develop our foreign. com-
meres on a hoalthful basis, advantageous to
all our indostries.

Sixth—The sot of July 14, 1890, provides for
the purchna the sliver product of Amer-
jenn mines uing of the naw treasyry
note protected By u reserve of Jid cents
worth of sliver for every dollar Issucd We
commend this poliey of maintaining gold
aud sllver st a parity, the treasury notes
paid for silver to be kept at a par with gold
The volee of Noew York is emphatic against
any degredation of the cunrrency, and de
mands with President Harrlson *“every dol
lar issued by the government, whother pape:
or ooin, shall be as good as every other dol
iar.*

Beventh—The republican party, not forget

MORTGAGE INDEBTEDNESS.

Census OfMice Returns of the Tolnls In Ean-
sas Countles.

WasniNaTOoN, Sept. 13 —The much-
talkked-about census of Kansas mort-
gages was completed last evening.
There arc, or rather there were when
the facts were gathered, Kansas mort-
gages to the amount of $233,455,108
‘This includes both farms and city lots
—everything in the form of real estate
mortgages. The total assessed valua-
tion of real and personal property in
1860, not including the value of railroad
property, which &s placed at §57,886,233,
was §200,588,711. It appears, therefore,
that the mortgages on real estate
amount to within §55,000,000 of the to-
tal assessment on real estate and per-
sonal property of the state. The state-
ment is made at the census office that
the real comparison is not nearly so bad
at that It is said that the assessmont
does not represent one-third or one-
fourth of the real valunation, and that
this true value is over §5800,000,000. The
census officials think it is fair to say
that the land mortgage debt of Kansas
is about 27 per cent. of the estimated
true value of all taxed real estate. The
average amount of debt per mortgaged
acre is put at $80.65.

Mr. Porter says that the largest debt
exists in the scctions where there has
been an advance in improvements. He
considers that this favorable showing
for Kansas, which he says is the heav-
jest in debt of any state, is an encour-
aging indication of what this inguiry
will show relative to indebtedness in
other states There has been a great
deal of discussion in regard to the mort-
gages of Kanssx The Farmers' Alli-
ance agitation has given an importance
to the question which makes it one of
more than loeal interest.

The Church Supper.
To the Editor of THE REFLICTOR:

It looks like the church supper and
church dining hall business is being
overworked in this city. We have
several hotels, restaurants, boarding
houses, lunch counters, ete., etc., that
make a business of feeding people that
could well take care of all the people
we have in any crowd, and why we
open up a number of church boarding
houses for these days iz strange.
These big days if left to the hotel
men would cover a multitude of dull
days, enabling them to keep their
places of business up to a better stand-
dard. The reputation of a city depends
greatly upon that of its hotels: its
hotels depend entirely upon business
for their reputation, and every dol-
lar taken from them by some one not
actually in that business is wrong.
Do the churches have a right to open
these dining hall on these days? Yes,
they the same right to open these
dining halls these days that they have
to open a little dry goods stand for a
day or two duoring erowded days in
town and sell off a lot of donated
dry goods or bardware. They have a
right to buy up a numberjof cheap arti-
cles of hardware or tinware, and then
sell the stock out on these days but
what would we say of that? The
dining hall business has long been a
custom but there is no more dead right
connected with it than there is with
the peddling dry goods or tinware.

Now let us look at this thing from
thechurch standpoint. The average
church dinner is worth more than it
sells for. No hotel man can set up
the dinner for 256 cents. The food
costs the members that to provide it:
then they go to the hall and buy it
themselves and think it is pure gain.
A collection of balf the expense all
around would net more money than by
the average church supper.

Again, the money that a man pays
for a church dinper licenses him to
associate with you for an hour at that
table, no matter who he 1s; then there
is no big difference between the two
states of existence. Only 25 cents
difference. Do you get the idea? If
you were going along by the dining
room of one of our hotels and seea
certain grade of humanity dining
inside, would you not say, “Let's go
to another hotel?”’ Yet you throw
wide open your arms in these church
lunch rooms and all comers are on an
equal social plane with you.
