ABOOT ALLIGATORS.

Thoir Habits and How Thoy Aro
Huntod In Swamps.

Naturally Tlmlil, Sometimes They lie
com. Ferocious Man i:alers Oil.

Mght'a Work tn Hl.lcli
lire War. Killed.

So great has been the demand of
fashion of lato .years for alligator skins
that In somo parts of tlio south tlio
hunting of thcto animals forms quite a
profltoiilo Industry. Men band them-
selves together tn couples and In com-
panies of half a dozen, provision their
boats for a week's or n month's trip
and seek tlio wilder and mora secluded
streams and bayous.

So thorough aro such hunts and so
crafty and cunning aro the hunters
that a locality that previously con-
tained from ten to fifty 'gators will at
tho closo of a hunt bo either totally de-
populated, or at best, possess but one
or two cautious, wary old fellows that
are next to Imposslbto to get a vl iw of,
to say nothing of a near enough ap-
proach for n shot.

This modo of systcmatla hunting has
had a tendency to mnko tho alligator
extremely raro In many soctlons of tlio
country.and to forovcrdrlve them away
from some. They aro queer, uncanny
brutes, and it few facts In regard to
them may provo Interesting.

To begin with, stories of alligators
measuring fourteen and sixteen feet in
length may safely bo put down as ex-
aggerations. 1 doubt if such a one
xl6ts: twelve feet Is a tremendous slzo j

and rarely, very rarely, they run to
twelvo and a half.

I havo measured alligators Innumer-
able, and fully ninety-eigh- t per cent,
run from nlno to eleven and a halt
feet Bo scarco Is ono nttalning the
mythical fourteen feet that a reward
of flvo hundred dollars for ono of tin ,

tizo has been unclaimed for the Inst
twenty years.

Tho part of tho skin used for com-
mercial purposes is cut from a Hue
along tho side, just nhero tho heavy
scales begin, and includes tlio sides
and belly, the back being so tough at
to bo utterly worthless and almost Im-

pervious to a rifle balL
In fact tho two vulnerable points are

St. John's river In I'lorlda, am.
upon ono or two occasions to partita
pato In somo romnrknbio hunts.

Wo wero encamped on a sluggish
llltlo creek beneath a group of pal-
mettos u inilo or raoro from tho river,
and for some weeks past had been In-

vestigating tho bird llfo of the
region. Alligators wero par-

ticularly numerous and their roarings
nnd bcllowlngs could bo heard on still
nights from creeks and sloughs ilvo
miles distant.

Ono dark night just, as no were
about to turn In a bright light camu
suddenly nround tho bend nnd n boat
with three men, armed and equipped
for "'gator Bhootln'," pulled up to our
camp. Ihcy proved to bo Just out
from Volurlo, and, an accident having
happened to their codec can, they had
come up to borrow of us.

Thoy Informed us of their Intention
of remaining in tho neighborhood for
some time and extended a cordial Invi-
tation to join them In tlio chase.

A flash, a roar, and tho great beast
dropped suddenly Into the water, shot
through tho heart. Instantly somo
part of tho body Is grappled with tho
boat hook to prevent Its sinking for-
ever, and with pulling and hauling It Is
got ashoro.

Tho next ono shot was swim nlng at
a little distance, only bis cyis and
snout beln? nbovo water, but an ex-
plosive bullet sent with unerring aim
crushed Into his brain, and after a few
minutes' work he, too, was lying on
tho bank.

Occasionally tho animal sinks to the
bottom and Is lost, oftencr ha is only
wounded and crawls away to dlo by
Inches, whllo occasionally a sharp fight
ensues between hunter and hunted,
and a pair of Jaws crunching the gun-
wales of the boat Is no laughing mat-
ter.

l'rocccdlng up tho creek about a
mile wo camo to a place where two
streams met and on a point of land lay
threo, varying In size from seven to
ten feet Approaching tn the same
manner as before, two shots were
fired, apparently killing ono nnd
wounding a second.

Tho wounded ono slid Into the water
and swam softly by tho boat) as It
passed I blew tho top of his head off,
but beforo I could grab him ho sunk.
All this took but a moment but that
was long enough for somo lively scenes
to bo transacted on land. Tho appar-
ently dead 'gator was the smallest of tho
three, but ho was the liveliest corpse I
ever saw.

One of tho men landed to examine
him and Inadvertently got within reach
of his tall, which appeared suddenly to
become possessed of extraordinary life,
and In an Instant ho was lying sense-
less on his back a dozen feet away,
Tho blow was a light one, however, as
under ordinary circumstances, It Is suf-
ficient to break the legs of a horse.

A second shot finished him. The In-

jured man gavo placa to another at tho
rifle and tho sport continued until long
after midnight I'lvo 'gators in all
were killed, the skins of which, when
cured, represented about $75 not n bail
night's work.

An alligator Is naturally timid, but a
mother In defeusa of her eggs or young
is ono 01 tno most lurious unlmals Im-
aginable. After the eggs aro deposited
In the spring they aro covered w Ith dirt
and debris of various sorts, tho wholo
forming a mound about two feet high
and four feet long; over this the fcinalo
watches for necks until tho young ap-
pear, when her vlgllanco redoubles.

Clumsy In nppcaranco they can, when
occasion requires get over tho ground
willi rcmarkablo swiftness progress-
ing In long leaps Under theso circum-
stances the best thing is to take tn a
tree and call for help. 1'scape can also
bo made by turning quickly, caro being
taken tokcepoutof reach of the tall.

No man has any business alone In tho
swamps; he can novcr tell at what mo-
ment he may need help, and that, too,
when miles away from any human be-
ing, and where, pcrchanre, months
afterward another hunter may come
upon his bleaching bones to tell tho
tale. This Is why two men Invariably
hunt together In the great wilderness
of tho south and why so few serious
accidents occur, Washington Star.

HUSKING ON A BOARD.
A l'rsrtlre Tli. I list lleeom. ropnlar In

Now Kuglanrf.
What we call husking on a board has

been In general uso hereabouts for
years The boanl A II C 1) should not bo
less than 14 Inches In width, and as
long as tho floor Is wide, with rounded
cdjes. It may rest on three nail kegs
At X X X placo tho baskets Ho sura
and set then closo up to tho board. O O
aro stocks of corn with butts on the
baikct side of tho boanl. One shows
how the stock Is beforo husking and
the other when husked. Kourmen can
husk here, sitting at A, II, 0 and IX
A and 11 faeo each other, as do C nnd
IX II and C can uso the samo basket A
and C are right-hande- buskers nnd
break over tho left hand, whllo 11 and
I) aro d buskers and break
over tho right hand. In husking A
tears down one-hal- f of tho husks with
his right hand, then tho remainder
with his loft and quickly encircles tho
butt with his left Ho places his
right abovo It ami with both
hands breaks off tho car, letting
it drop with the samo motion butt end
first Into the basket, and, while laying
over the stalk with his left seizes a
new one with the right Tho actual
manipulation Is accomplished with
three motions right hand, left hand,
break. The breaking also drops thu
ear Into tho bosket, which Is done
without looking towanl tho basket and
almost unconsciously. Some call It a

process car, right
hand, loft hand, break. Tho

husker uses Ids left hand In all
cases to do tho work that tlio right- -

handed busker docs with his right
hand and with him It is left hand,
right hand, break. It Is necessary tq
strip tho husks clear don n tn tlio ear
with ono motion nnd generally n husk-
ing pin will bo found nocessary. Tho

husker hero has n disad-
vantage, as he generally uses It on his
right hand and must use four motions

right hand, left hand, change hands,
break.

Huskcrs prefer to have the stocks
largo enough so that not over threo
will fill a bushel basket In f.ict, tho
larger the better for tho convenience of
the busker, ns ho does not want tn get
up nnd sit down oftencr than Is nccosi
Bary. The cornstalks should bo piled
long enough before liu iking to become
sott Twenty-fou- r hour In the early
part of the season will sometimes 1J
snflleicnt, but later much more time
must bo given. It often will need to be
got in with tho dew on, or In forqry
weather. It Is cruelty to require men
to husk dry, harsh corn, und tho stocks
should be kept entire. Scatterings are
tho dread and hindrance of the buskers.
If possible have no luvl-- r and as fow
Stakes as possible In tho wagon or cart,
and never 6tep on a stock.

needed. A good one can be made of a
fileco of n boot leg nbout four by fix

with a holo for tho thumb, and
so cut that there will bo a short finger
for the foro linger with straps scned
on to unite tho ends. It should rr:ic
across the Inside of tho hand, but on
thn upper side two Inches iqai be
uncovered.

nm willing tn admit that in the prepara-
tory camp ho may havo been, and was
somewhat wild, but when ho becamo
somewhat accustomed to the routlno of
soldierly duties saw tho necessity r'
drill and discipline, his word nlnays
seemed to mo ns good as gold.

This fact is more tlrmly established
for the reason that with the thousands
of opportunities I hivoyet tnhearof a
paymaster being robbed during the war
by tho sutlor, the volunteer or regular
soldier, and this point standi out In
high relief to their credit for nothing
could have been more easy during
those days than for ono soldier and ono
accomplice, making themselves Inde-
pendently rich, had they been so d

During tho last two yenrs tho surviv-
ing soldier of tho late wnr will no
doubt remomlier tho small Iron safe
carried by piymisters when they camo
to "tho fni.it" to piy olf the troops
They were small, as a matter of course,
nnd two men could carry It easily, It
having a handle or) cnoli sido for that
purpose.

When n paymaster would arrive, ho
would be given an extra tent In which
tn place tho safe; n guard would he i
tailed who was supposod to keep the
safe In sight and I ss ell remember an
Incld-- nt that camo under my own view
ofthatklnd Tho snfo In this Instaiion
contained, tho paymisler told mo, sev-
en hundred thousand dollars An ex-
tra tent was assigned him on his ar-
rival, and a detail of threo men, all hn
asked for, was mido to guard the C(tri
tent The gtard paced hackwanl and
forward In front of It hut ns ho could
not nosst nlr see the rear of It, nnd only
occasionally Its sides, nny one can rend-Il-

sen that It would havo been no dllll-eul- t

mutter for two dishonest soldiers
to havo cut open tho tent from the rear,
quietly enter It, nnd carry oil tliu safe
with nil Its contents thn guard Mng
none tho wiser, llvcu the guard could
easily have b'cntnc nn nccninpllco with
somo others nnd n inked ut tho rob-
bery. Alter securing thn bilv, It
could easily Inyo. I mm hidden nwny,
tnau-al-t a future lslt. when the for-

Thn rensou for this
sudden change came out luter.

On tho first morning alter our blvouao
on the shore of tho Coosa a fllo of con-

federate soldiers marched by tho guard
Into the camp Tho prisoners, ono
thousand three hundred In number,
svero ranged In slngh file on tho four
sides of the Inclosure. The ofllcer, the
captain of a regimental company, svho
headed the squad ot newcomers, then
passed along the line. With him were
two women. They seemed to be of the
ordinary type of southern svomen one
met In those days In the llttlo farm
houses In the mountain regions of
Tcansicso at tiro GunzUaa Tho elder

ono was perhaps forty.five. while the
younger, though sallow-faced- , was
rnther comely nnd scarcely twenty
years of nge.
