Tho courtroom was llllcd and tho
nudlenco contained a largo number of I..

Tho first discussion wa on tho

best method of distributing tho school
tixcs. Ulil ami new methoil were
talked over with much enthusiasm.

"Aro district school libraries prov
ing a succes?" was discussed by 1.
W. Wright, of Hldgo. Ho held em-

phatically that they nro provided
good selection of book I made and
recommended that every district
have n library.

President A. It. Taylor, of the State
Normal school, Kmporla, then made
a most interesting half hour's talk.
IIu spoko kindly words for tho con-

vention and urged n higher standard
fur teachers. Ho advised district
board to secure only such teacher
as would Inspire tho school with en-

thusiasm.
At noon a delectable lunch was

served by Supt. Shirk and an elllclcnt
corps of helpers to nil present.

Tho nftcrnoon session was attended
by a still larger number, tho room
being llllcd to standing room.

Tho afternoon session opened with
a brief address by Mr. A. Clavton In
favor of school libraries, making sov

crnl good points. C. ltohrcr reported
discussions In German.

"Ib tho County High School Meet-

ing the Wants of the People?" was en-

ergetically discussed. O. W. Kirby
thought It nbovo tho people mid
thought it should come down tn
where tho district school left olT.

Mr. Wllklns eulogized the school and
thought it was very successful. Mr.
Clayton thought pupils to some ex-

tent too young. Prof. S. M. Cook
and Supt. Shirk sjioko and urged that
tho school level be kept high and the
district schools be brought up to It.

".Scleutlllo Instruction in Public
Schools" was Interestingly discussed
by Mr. Mary Carter and Mrs. Lang,
who strongly advocated It.

J. 11. Iiaxter made n good talk on
tho duties of school board toward
teacher, urging cooperation and
mutual assistance.

"Tho Township System vs. tho
District System" was dUenssed by
F.ll Hoffman, who advocated tlio town,
sldp system. Others, npulo remarks.

"Tqw.hqt IMont should Political
i;ooioniy bo Tnught In Public
Schools?" wns talked on by Mr. Wool,
vcrton who thought It should be
taught a far as tho pupil could un-

derstand it. Mr. llaxtcr also favored
It. Supt. Shirk thought It essential
and advised n textbook.
A voto was taken on tho subject and
resulted: In favor of teaching polit-
ical economy, 25; against, 8.

A vote In favor of more cipial
school taxes resulted: For, 37;
against, 3.

Supt. Shirk answered n number of
queries. Several weru regarding
Jcachcrs' salaries, asking if they am
tt too high in View of depressed

prloos of farm products. On this Mr.
Shlrk'sald that if tho district found
Itself was iinalile to pay present wage
of course there kIioiiIiI Ito reduction,
but so long as teachers can save no
money nt present and farmers can
tho salaries aro not too high.

Resolutions wero adopted express.
lug appreciation of tho entertainment
and lunch furnished, 'the following
wa also adopted

Wiikhkas, it ha been clearly dem-
onstrated by tho Intelllgentdlscilsslou
of tho topics brought before It, that
tho schoolboard convention is of prac.
