Doctors Glvo Chloroform a Trial
bb nn Anoosthotlo,

Meriting Retails Obtained from Admlsta
trstloui of the Untried llrur d

I'liyilelsnl In Gro-
tesque Attltudea.

While the dlscovcryof anaesthetics In
surgery was made by an American lt
Is claimed for three different men yet
the first tno of chloroform for tho pur-po-

nns mado by Dr., afterward Sir,
James 'Simpson. Chloroform Is still
generally used by Hugllsh surgeons,
while In thli country most surgeons
prefer ether. A recent article In the
Century by Miss IIvo Simpson, his
daughter, gives an Interesting account
of her father's experiments In his
resolution to discover some now and
unobjectionable agent to produce In-
sensibility under tho surgeon's knlfo
ho wns bold almost to rashness, lie
tried every now compound first upon
himself, nnd then, with a fuw devoted
medical friends, mado further tests of
all such ns seemed to promise success.

Ill the jear 1847, especially, ho had
been working hard, holding, with frot
Miller, Dr. Diincnn and Dr. ICelth, a
sort of unresthetle seauco every night
after supper. So many strange, un-
pleasant and more or less dangerous
mixtures ncro tried by theso gentle-
men that ono of them, frof. Miller,
mado It his custom to make n brief
call ut br. ak fast tlmo every morning
In order, us ho nould say, cheerfully,
to hear If any of tho experimenters of
the evening before were dead jet.

It nns ono evening In November,
after having tried scleral other sub-
stances with Httlo effect, thnt Dr.
Simpson bethought himself of a small
bottlu of chloroform which ho hud
meant to try nud which must be somo-wher- e

about thu place. A search was
Instituted, und It was found uudcr a
lieup of waste paper.

It tvus tried ut onco. Immediately a
delightful cfltemjjit scled upon the
doctois; their talk bctuina brilliant,
mirthful uud then positively hilarious,
frof. Miller, Mrs. Simpson, and one or
two members of the family who wero
pieseiil, became much interested In
Hstenlug to thu doctors ns they expa-
tiated upon the charms, qualities and
ftgreenhlu effects of tho new fluid,
frof. Miller iclntes tihut ensued!

Ills second wus to nolo
tliut ho nns prostrate on the Uoor, nnd
that among the friends nbout him
there was both contusion nnd alarm.

"Hearing a noise, ho turned about
and muv Dr. Duncan beneath a chair;

He wus qulto tinconscloiu, uud
nns snoring In a most determined and
planning manner.

"Then his ejes overtook Dr. Keith's
feet and legs unikliig valorous efforts
to overturn tho supper tuhlc, or moro
probably to annihilate oicrythlng that
11 as on it. I say 'inoru probablj-,- ' for
froipient repetitions of Inhalation havo
continued, lu tho case of my esteemed
friend, a character for maniacal and
uni estradiol tlestructivcness, under
chloroform In the transition stage."

It Is little wonder that Mrs. Simpson
was alarmed. Hut tho daring doctors
were extricated from among tlio legs
of chairs and tables, anil soon recov-
ered themselves nnd nero filled with
tilumphnt tho success of their now
aninsthctio. When Dr. Simpson be.
came Sir James Simpson, ho took for
his motto Vlcto Doloro (pain con-

quered), which certainly meant moro
and nas moio honorably earned lhan
the mottoes of most noblemen nnd no-bi- o
