THE MINE ABANDONED.

sTIxw sad Blaek Damp Certain to Have Ow
the Victims of the Hill Farm Disaster.
Dunbar, Pa., July S. Fifteen and a

half days have elapsed since a flash of
gas set fire to the Hill Farm mine.
Hope and work was abandoned last

venlng at six o'clock and the dust or
ashes of the thirty-on- e imprisoned, men
may rest beneath the Dunbar hilf till
the last day shall come. Last sight
tbe caskets which were so careruiiy
and secretly carried np to tbe mine
were as quietly brought back. So were
the stretchers and blankets and meai- -
cines brought to the ground by the
physicians. This is because the men
could work no more.

After being driven from the mine by
smoke and black damp, yesterday morn-
ing twenty-on- e brave men resolved to
make one more attempt to rescue their
comrades and at two o'clock tbey again
entered the burning pit Three ot the
party returned to within a few hundred
yards ot the burning subterranean en
trance and satisfied themselves that tne
men were dead and that further search
was useless. The stench of burning
flesh sickened them, but tbey visited
nine places where the men were known
to have been at work. One mule was
found dead and putrified. Otherwise no
trace of the men could be found.

While prosocut nsr their search still
further the men ran into a dense cloud
of black damp which put out their
lights. After a consultation it was de
cided to abandon the search and the
party left the pit to tell the friends and
relatives of the entombed men that the
search could not be prosecuted further.

The company will now make an effort
to extinguish the fire and save some of
their property.

A BUCKEYE BLOW.

Storm Followed By a Cloudburst Makes It

The movement which culminated
in unvailing by Mrs. Hendricks of
monument to her dead husband was a

one, which had its incep-
tion December 7, 1885, in a meeting of
representative men of Indianapolis of
all parties. At a mass meeting Decem-
ber f that year the Ilendrloks Monu
ment Association was organized.

The monument is the work of Rich
ard H. Parks, a celebrated sculptor of
Florence, Italy. Ihe design of the
pedestal is of the Doric order, orna
mentation being judiciously but spar
ingly used. The general dimensions
are: Base, twenty-on- e feet square,
with a projection of four feet on the
right and left sides; six feet high, form
ing attached pedestals for allegorical
seated statues of heroic size, represent
ing justice and history. Tbe entire
height Is about forty feet in
eluding tbe portrait statue
of Hendricks, fourteen feet
in height The statue of Hendricks Is
treated in a bold and vigorous style,
but is free from crude or basty work.
The pose is easy and the expression
life-lik- The fingers of the right hand
rest naturally in the vest and the left
hand holds a scroll. Many Intimate
friends of tbe late pro
nounce the likeness perfect, and thl
verdict is accepted without question by
those qualified to judge. Ihe monu
ment stands on the southwest corner o
the Capitol grounds.

SANITARY SUGGESTIONS.
Spring sanitary measures should in--

slude everything in and around tba
house and and are so im-

portant that tbe time spent in carrying
them out is used to good advantage.

WmTEWAsn may be abundantly and
sheaply supplied, and there is no reason
why it should not be liberally applied.
There is an odor of cleanliness about
whitewash, but better still it is cleanli-
ness itself, and likewise a deodorizer
and disinfectant

The household sink should be careful-
ly looked after, and it is perhaps better
to do away with a sink drain altogether.
A swill-barr- upon wheels may be made
to do tbe work of the sink drain.
san be kept just below the kitchen
window, and have a pipe from the sink
discharging into it The barrel should
be emptied daily upon some part of tho
garden where it will do good by means
of the fertilizing matter it contains.

Good sanitation is necessary in and
around tbe barns and sheds, for unless
such places are kept clean the atmos
phere ot tbe home surroundings must
of necessity be tainted all summer,
Again, wben manure is left to rankle
and leach during summer in the neigh
borhood of the barn yard well, the water
in the latter becomes polluted, and the
milk of tbe cows drinking it can not be
expected to be absolutely healthful.

Case should be taken that the cellar
drains are in proper working order, for
during tho winter they frequently be
come clogged and until cleared
are unable to carry off tbe
spring rains.. Such drains are often
sources of danger, if, as is sometimes
the ease, they lead to or discharge into
tesspools where disease-dealin- g sewer
gas is generated. See to it that such
gas can not "back up" into tbe cellar or
gain access to the house by means of
the drain from tbe kitchen sink.

THE WHISKY WAR.
Governor Humphrey Instracts the Attosf

to Appear For tba atata is
Original Paekaa Cases The rowel
Claimed By tna Federal Courts Is FransV
WIta Sertooa Consequence.
Topeka, Kan., June SO. In response

to a letter from Prosecuting Attorney
E. B. Welch, of Shawnee County, Gov-
ernor Humphrey has directed a letter
o attorney-uener- Jvenogr instruct-

ing him to appear before the Circuit
Court of the United States and repre-
sent the State of Kansas in the original
package cases.

After reviewing the business from its
inception, Mr. Welch in his letter calls
attention to Judge Caldwell's decision
and tbe writs of habeas corpus that have
been issued. He then calls the Govern-
or's attention to the fact that both the
prosecuting attorney and the sheriff
have been restrained from instituting
or serving any legal proceedings against
them.

Acknowledging the receipt of tha
letter from Prosecuting Attorney Welch
the Governor, after br.efly reviewing Jt,
in ordering the Attorney-Gener- to
represent the State, says:

As I understand It the pretense for these
extraordinary proceedings in the Fidcral
courts Is tho recent decision ot Judge Cald-
well disch-rgin- certain persona who were
beld In custody nndcr the authority ot our
State courts for the violation of the Prohib-
itory Liquor laws of Kansas. While 1 have
no personal knowledge of tbe proceedings
in the Circuit Court ot the United States, I
understand that there has been no final
trial in the State court; that only
a preliminary ahowlna nas neon winery
that these parties had . violated the
State laws. On ' the strength of
this preliminary showing warrants for their
arrest had been Issued, the arrests made
and the parties held to t L They ohose to
go to Jail and then caused habeas corpus
proceedings to' be Instituted In the Ciieult
Court of the United Statea; and that court
proceeded to determine the question ol thotr
guilt or Innocence, on the merits, and dis-
charged them because of a want of eviilcnco
tending to show their guilt I state these
facts without comment

Simultaneously with the arrest ot these
parties eiv II proceeding were commenced
In the district court of Shawnee County
seeking to have adjudications that tlioir
places of business were nuiaancea under our
State laws. I understand that one of the
t bjects. If not the main one, of theso original
package men la to have the federal court
reatraln the Etate court from any fuither
proceedings In these, civil actions.

It Is remarkable that If Ihe Federal courts
possess the power to restrain the la w officers
of the State from an Investigation as to
whether or not lawa of the State have been
violated, the saloon element Is the first to
Invoke the exercise of this extraordinary
authority. I have searched the psgos of the
Judicial history of this country In vain to
find when and where such a power was
claimed or exerc aed. Can It be possible
that the State courts can be controlled by
the Federal Judiciary in thla manner? It
they can. we uilxht aa well dispense with
our local Judicial system.

As I understand tbe duties of a county at.
torney. It is incumbent upon him to Inuuiro
whether or not intoxicating liquor Is being
sold in this f tate in violation of law. Keeojr- -

nli cg tbe right of tbe distiller to Introduce
his manufactured spirits Into the itate.
the question still remains whether or not
it Is introduced In original packages;
whether the sale of such introduced liquor
Is made In the original packnge; whether or
not under the pretense of a sale In original
packages he ia not conducting a tippling
shop: whether or not he ia se.ling aa tbo
agent of a foreign principal or on his own
account, and a thousand kindred questions
that may arise under the existing statu of
tiots. Disclaiming any purpose to Intoifera
with any one of all ot the rights given tha
agent forthesaleot original packages under
the recent Supreme Court decision, I Insist
that those privilegea must not be used to
any greater extent than tbe express terms
of the decision Justify, and under noclrcum-stance- s

will these venders of the forbidden
article be peimitted under the guise of a
mandate of the court to convert a place of
commercial barter aud exchange into a rum
hole.

Tills lalm should be bold y met and all
Judicial methods and remedies aboul'l be

xhausted before we surrender the contest
The assertion of the Federal courts of tbe
possession of such a power, and of their
right to exercise such Jurisdiction, Is
fraught with so many serious conse-
quences, and Invokes such vast Inter-eat- s

that It la our bounden duty to fluht
for home rule in every form. If thla
extraordinary power can be exercised In be
half of whisky. It will be invoked on oiner
ocoasions to fasten upon the people of tha
State many things at which the publio eon
acience will revolt Ardent spirits or intox-
icating liquors of every kind htre been tba
constant subject of local regulation and con-
trol in every civilized Government on tbe
face of the earth since history gives
any account of its manuf iicture down
to the prevent time. There is not a single
Stats or Territory In this Union but
baa local laws directed against Ita manu-
facture and use or regulating its sale and
use. Restriction, too, upon Its introduction
into every country is common to all Govern-
ments. It Is one of the recognize 1 evils of
the world and legislation to suppress It to
control it, to tax and license it and to lessen
its evil effects has been the constant effort
of law makers throughout the civilized
globe for centuries.

The force and vigor ot this Judicial decision
has, according to ita advocates, made whis-
ky at once tbe most precious and most sa
credly rurded ot all tbe articles of com-
merce the worl 1 ever knew.

If this Is sound
as to whisky, which for ages has been sub-
ject to local lawa, it ought to be stronger
when applied to all other articles of com-
merce whose manufacture, protection and
nse have never been snbjoct to State regula-
tion, and hence the State can bo flooded wlib
impure commerciul articles which would
affect the bea'th, pollute the morals and
offend tbe nostrils of a helpless people.

Drsrrr Ilaaatlsfled.
Denver, Cob, June 29. There is great

dissatisfaction here over the way the
census in the city bas been taken.
Complaints are innumerable and it is
asserted that through the negligence of
the enumerators the city has been
cheated out of from 10,000 to 25,000 peo--

--ple. Governor Cooper, with other lead
ing citizens, will call a meeting to or-
ganize for the purpose of having the
city gone over again.

Notes on the Heat
Chicago, June 2a There are no signs

yet of the cold wave which bas been
anxiously looked for, and y started
out as if it would bo more sultry than
Friday. The people stricken down yes-
terday number nearly twenty. Two
men died and three more in tbe hospital
will not live. The others are out of
danger.

The day is much warmer than yester-
day, the signal service thermometer
registering 88 degrees at eight o'clock,
or S degrees higher than at the same
hour yesterday. At eleven o'clock the
thermometer indicated a temperature ol
93 to S5 degrees.

Five deaths from sunstroke have been
reported to the coroner

Dispatches from many points in Illi-
nois, Indiana, Iowa and Wisconsin tell
of insufferable heat and many fatalities.

At LaSalle, 111., yesterday tbe mer-
cury reached 102 in the shade. Three
men died from sunstroke. All outdoor
work bad to be abandoned.

At Galena three persons have died
from the effects of the heat in the past
two days, and there is a great deal of
sickness.

Jacksonville reports 101 degrees in
the shade; two men fatally stricken and
many horses dead.

At Joliet, the thermometer registered
102 degrees, the highest point in twenty-f-

our years. A dozen people were
overcome and two ot them have died.

In Peoria, 104 degrees in the shade
was recorded. Two deaths occurred
and several people were overcome.

Danville, Free port and many other
points report numerous prostrations and
a few fatalities.

At Burlington, Iowa, the Intense heat
has demoralized business. Tbe mercury
baa gone as high as 106 degrees in the
shad a.
