To-da- y Is tbe time set
for a bloody engagement between the
soldiers and Indians at Pine Ridge,
bu t ad vices up to noon report all
quiet on the field A correspondent
interviewed L'apt ate Courcey, a aqua w
man now living on the reservation and
having an Indian wife and many chil-
dren- He la called Big Bat by tbe In-
dians; bas lived among them
for thirty years, and is Intel-
ligent and wealtby and of wide influ-
ence among them. He stated in sub-
stance that no outbreak or depredation
of any nature would occur.

4 The Indiana bavo been dancing,
said Big Bat, "but that does not signify
that they want to murder white settlers
or fight soldiera"

But asked if the Indians would peace-
fully stop their dances and surrender
their arms, be said tbey undoubtedly
wo,uld if it was demanded of them.

'I don't think they care much about
giving up tbe dance, " said be, "but
tbey would kick on giving up their
guna Tbey would not fight for their
guns though.

"Are many of them armed?
"Yes about two-thir- of the male a

"but they do not want to fight. I at
tended a council of the dancers night
before last when they discussed all
these matters and the leaders' speeches
to the young bucks were all to the effect
that while tboy could easily wipe ou
tbe troops now on hand. If they did so
there would bo ten soldiers there next
day where there waa only one to-d-

and it would be only a question of days
until tbe last Indians would die. Be-
sides they said where would we go to?
We are surrounded on all sides by sol-
diers and settlers. We bave no pro-
visions for a campaign and would surely
starve and our squaws and our es

would per.sh before our eyes.
The whole council united in advising
and agreeing to submit peacefully to
whatever the Government demanded.

Big Bat urged the necessity of taking
away from the Indians all arms and
ammunition, not because he thought an
uprising probable at any time, but to
make them less roving and shiftless,
and feel more dependent upon manual
labor or civilised pursuits.

General Brooke asked R. O. Pugb, is-

sue clerk of the supply department,
what rations the Indians were getting.

"Tbey are getting this, replied Mr.
Pugh: "Ten pounds of bacon, 8 pounds
of beans, 150 pounds of beef, 1 pound of
baking powder, 4 pounds of coffee, 50
pounds of flour, SS pounds of salt, 9-

pounds of soap, 7 pounds of sugar. This
Is the quantity allowed 100 rations for
100 Indians per day for two weeks,
aided Mr. Pugh.

"Too little, too little, entirely too lit-
tle, exclaimed the General witb much
emphasis. "Who of us don't know that
tbe people can not II ve on that. I don't
care whether they are Indians or what
tbey are, people can't be satisfied, con
tented or any thing else, if tbey don't
have enough to eat, and the Govern-
ment should be finding it out pretty
soon."

"For one thing, said Agent Royer,
"they don't get all tbe beef that is com
ing to them. A beef weighing 1,100
pounds when it gets here to us shrinks
to 700 before rt gets to tbe Indians, and
the Indians are the losers.

"But it is not the beef alone that ia
short, resumed the General, "it is
about every thing else, except soap, and
there seems to be a plenty of that
