It wasfllso ordered that each defendant
enter into a bond in the sum of $1000
to keep the peace and be of good be
havior for the period of two years be-

ginning at the expiration of their jail
sentences and that they stand com-nit-te- d

to jail until the sentence of the
court is complied with. Also that they
pay the costs of the prosecution which
will add another $1000 which they will
have to pay before they can even be
paroled.
