WasHixarox, Jan. 23.—The Senate
passed the Nicaraguna canal bill Satar-

"NAY END IN DIVIDING SAMOR

A Possible Result of the Latest
Complicatiocs in the Islands.

A PRESENTATION TO BERLIN.

WasmxoToX, Jan. 23 —As a result
of the cabinet meeting and of com-
munications eschanged by Secretary
Hay and Sir Julian Pauncefote, there
is every reason to believe that a joint
representation will be made to the
German foreign office by the American
and British ambassadors in Berlin.
The present complication may end by
the division of the islands among
America, Engeland and Germany.
Whila the officials are reticent.
it is generally understood that the
note to be presented will main-
tain that the tripartite treaty
has been grossly violated by the
action of the German  consul
and the former president of the mn-
nicipal council of Apia; that they have
interfered in the election of a sue-
cessor to the late Malietoa in an illegal
manner: that the usefulness of the
German consul in Apia has ended and
that it is to the interest of Germany
as well as to that of the other powers
signatory to the Berlin act to oot only
disavow the action of her consul and
of the former president of the munieci-
pal council, but to withdraw them ut
once from the islands.

It has traonspired that the real rea
son why Herr Hafael was reealled
from the presidency of the municipal
council of Samoa was because of his
aspirations to be made chiel justice.
When a report of the matter was made
to this government steps were taken
to secure his fmmediate recall.

This government will sustain the de-
eision of the ehief justice and place
Tanus on the throne unless the decis-
ion after donsideration shall be held
to be manifestly iliegal. In this case
negotintions will be begun for another
election It is believed in well in-
formed circles that one of tho results
of the present complication will bz a
revision of the treaty of Berlin.

The
fast Pacific mail service by way of

On Januaary
3 the Great Northern placed in serv-
fce a fast throogh mail and passen-
ger train from Chicago to Seattle, on
which the mall pouches never once
leave the car after the transfer at
St. Paul.
