sati'faclory. Many of theo Indians
.state that they hate necr lited at
agencies, and neer before shaken hands
with the white man.

HOW THEV !tT AMMUNITION'.

I leant that there is a half-bree- d

named "Tom" living at or near the
Spotted Tail Agency w ho trades ammu-
nition to the Indian's, and had been nil li

it into their camp rdiortly lefore the en-

gagement at Wolf Mountains of dan. 8.
Also that there is a Spaniard, name

who has a ranch near the Islaek
Hills, engaged in the -- ame business, and
that the Indians go to his place :it night
to procure the ammunition.

There are indications that the camp
in Powder IJiver is breaking up. A con-

siderable body, estimated at from SO to
150 lodges, crossed the Yellowstone and
went up Cellar Creek Feb. 2G or 27.

A part of Sitting Hull's band, as here-

tofore reported, has taken refuge in the
lSritish possessions, and I wouldreimest
that most prompt and decided measure-b-u

taken to nlain them, or to prevent
their refitting for hostilities against the
people of the L'uited States. Whatever
may be the result of facts herein iclatcd,
the conferences with the Indians neither
delayed nor will dela acthe operations,
which are at this time impracticable,
much less from swollen streams and
from deep mud than from lack of for-

age. I lme kept the animals on short
allowance of forage lor w eeks, and shall
ha e none w hate craw eek hence. The
Indians, by coming here as they do,
show that they hae confidence iu me,
and I am of course to place some confi-

dence iu them in order to bring alioiit.
if possible, what wo most desire.

A Memento of the Hepieides.

In listening to an able review of the
life of Oliver Cromwell on Wcdne-tla- y

cTcning, I could but con-id- er what
might have been the effect on our Xew
Lngland colleges and churches had
Cromwell, with his eminent friends,
been allowed bv Charles I. to come hero
and locate, as tlieyde-ire- d, at the mouth
of the Connecticut Hiver. History re-

cords such was the intention of ( 'rom-wel-

l'ym, Hampden and others, for-
midable- at a later day as enemies of the
King. In 1G7.'5 Cromwell, of
his fortune- - in I'ugland, and indignant
at the tyranny which, according to his
views, "prevailed Iioth in church and
state, to quit l'is native land
and accompany his cou-i- u, John
Hampden, to Xew England. Lord Ilrook,
one of the patentees of a large tract
of land on the sea-coa- st of Connecti-
cut, was an intimate friend from boy-
hood of Hampden, and their attachment
was strengthened by con-ta- nt agi ce-

ment and a oeintiou in public life.
Through his agents in'thc prot ince of
Connecticut. Lord Ilrook prepared a re-

treat in isay Ilrook. from the evil times
on which they had fallen, and Hamp-
den, Cromwell and others with their
families," made preparations to accom-
pany him there. At that juncture Charles
