
HINTS FOR THE HOUSEHOLD.

Pie Crust. 1 teacupful of water, 1 of

lard, a teapoonful of salt and a lump
of soda the size of a hazzlcnut, and
enough Hour to make 11 roll out. easy.

Fried Cakes. I tcapootifnl cream, 1

c"beat up; a tcaspoonful of salt and
lof soda, diolved in a little warm wa-

ter; sufficient Hour to makeit roll well:
cut in pieces 3 inches long and 2 indie
wide, and fry in hot lard.

Cure for Chilblains. Tho-- e who arc
alllicted with chilblains can be eured of

them by holding the alllicted parts to
live coals as long as they can stand it:
about the same manner a one would
toast bread. 1'rotect the unaffected
parts of the foot with a cloth of any
kind. A few applications will effect a
permanent cure.

Snow Vale. The whites of fi ejx:., 1

cup of fine white sugar, 1 cup of sifted
Hour, 1 tcaspoonful of cream-tarta- r.

Itcat the eggs to a stiff froth, then add
the sdjrar; beat them well together, then
add part of the flour. Hi cream-tarta- r

to the re- -t of the Hour and beat all well
together. Add the flavoring last. Hake
in'rather a (piick oven.

Poor Man's Pudding. 1 enp of water,
1 cup of molai-e- s, 1 teaspoonlul of salt,
1 teaspoonful of soda; stir still and
steam 3 hours. The sauce for il is:
Three-fourth- s cup of butter, 1 cup of
sugar, 1 tablepoonfulof Hour. After it
has cooked a little, stir in 4 well beaten
eggs and a tablespoonful of vanilla; or,
prepare a vinegar sauce.

Bread That Vill Keep MoUt. Take a
pitcher that will hold 2 quarts of water,
scald well, and then put a pint of warm
water in it and a little soda (no salt);
stir in flour enough to make a batter,
not very thick, for it will no, raise so
quick ; set it in a warm placo to raise,
When the emptyings aro about light
enough to mix take, for I or 5 loaves
of bread, 2 quarts or more of flour in
jour bread-pa- n and pour into it 3 quarts
of boiling water, stirring with a spoon
while pouring it m, making a thict
paite; let it cool so as not to scald the
einptvings, then stir them in well and
sprinVle some Hour over the top and set
it away to raie. When light enough,
aJd (lour enough to make into loaves
and ct them to raie; have Jonr fire
jut right, for a great deal depends on
baking; it must not bake too fast.
