A Plague of Newspapers.

Newspapers in western Kansas are
more numerous than frogs in Egypt
They are making their advent at about
the rate of thres to each comnty per
week. There is supposed to be s great
big bonanza in land office legals, and
everybody wants to get rich and carrya
gold ed cane right away. Thereis
no patent on the busmess and every-
body ean engage in it that wauts to,
but it ocours to our mind that as soon
as the legal publications are completed
there will be an awful elim picking for
some thumb-papersin this land district.”
A pewspaper at one dollar and s half
or two I:IEn s year that contains from
& haif to two columns of original mat-

ter, and that poorly written. is not lia- | tar

ble to clog the mails with its circulation.
Two newspapers in a township with
forty settlers who have little money to
spend except for food, clothes and 1m-
provement of their claims, is rather
crowding things. This is pechaps none
of our buziness, but such thoughts will
flash into our minds occasionally when
we have nothing else to think about,
and we are just reckless enough to ex-
press them. These offices are not very
expensive as a rule, it is true, as they
usually consist of a shot bag of type
and a pocket hand press, but we hate to
see stalwart men waste their time in
blotting up blank paper that might be
put to iettcr use in tying up garden
seeds or the manufacture of bustles.
We are willing to concede that there
are lots of money in the publication of
legal notices for the land office, and
most newspapers are getting rich so fast
that 1t almost takes their breath. This
paper has been running three months,
and we have about three thousand dol-
lars sunk in the business; we haye had
two land notices, which if nothing hap-
pens, will bring us the munificent sum
of $9.50, less the cost of notary fees
for making the affidavits of publication.
Auybody can see at a glance that there
is gobs of money in the business, and
the man who would not long to engage
in the publication of a newspaper has
no eye to business. Hamilton county
kas been orgzanized now nearly two
weeks and only has six newspapers, but
weo confess that there has been a lack
of enterprise in this particular, and
there will be a fresh impetus given the
business as spring opens. We need at
least one dozen more in order to herald
our mighty resonrces and unparalled
advantages abread. If those wishing to
eungage in the business cannot buy, beg,

borrow or steal a small outfit, they | bate

Indecent or Obscene Literature.

The Kansas Legislature passed alaw
to suppress and prevent the printing
and circulation of indecent and obscene
literature, as ﬁilglo'!:

Section 1. Eve rson OF persons
who shall bring or ria[:ne to be broaght
into the state, or shall buy, sell or cause
ta be eold, or shall advertise, lend, give
away, offcr, show, exhibit, or shall have
in his possession with the intent to sell,
lend; give away, offer, show, exhibit,
distribute or cause to be distributed, or
shall design, copy, draw, photograph,
print,ctch, or engrave, cut, carve, make,

ublish, or otherwise prepare or assist
in preparing, or shall receive subscrir-
tions for any indccent or obscene book,
pamphlet, paper, picture, print, draw-
ing, figure, image, or other engraved,
printed or wntten matter,or any article
or instrument of immoral use, or any
book, pamphlet, magazine, or paper
devoted principally or wholly to the
publication of eriminal news or pictures,
or stories of deeds of bloodshed orerime,
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and
upon conviction thereof, shall be fined
not less than five nor more than three
hondred dollars, or be imprisoned not
to exceed thirty days, or both.

Section 2, This act shall take effect
and be in force from and after its pub-
lication in the official state paper.
