An electrie dise
is arranged, #o that when the hen has
Iaid an egg her foot touches it, and the
stamp turns over on the ink pad and
then revolves, stamping the date on
the egz. On ecach evening the date of
the stamp is altered for the next day,
and there can be no cheating. The
dates tell their own story.

TaE Sceretary of State is informed
that the cholera has spread through
various parts of the Chilian provinee of
Aconcagua and Valparaiso and is ex-
tending along the valley of Aconcagua
toward the sea.
