Miss Mary Kriegh then read a paper on

primary work in numbers. This excel-

A calesthenic drill song by Miss Baird's
pupils, was the feature of the day, and
was highly entertaining.

Miss Anna Kriegh then conducted a
class drill in arithmetic. The pupils ac-
