It is as follows :

"If an article cost 20 per cent, more, the
gain would be 25 per cent. less. What is

the rate of gain ?"
Answer : 130 per cent. i

Explanation: Suppose an article cost
$1.00 and the rate of gain be 1 per cent,
the gain would be 1 cent. If the article
cost 20 per cent more, the gain being the
same (one cent,) the rate would be
of 100 per cent, or 5-- 6 of 1 per cent. By
adding the 20 per cent, of cost to the ac-

tual cost of the article and taking same
gain, you reduce the rate 1 G of 1 per
cent. Reducing the rate 6 of 1 per
cent, with a a rate of 1 per cent, it is
evident that with the same conditions
you would lose 2-- 6 or 3 of 1 per cent,
with a rate of 2 per cent. To reduce rate
25 per cent, your rate of gain would have
to be as many per cent, as 6 of 1 per
cent, is contained in 25 per cent which
is 150 per cent.; answer.

A STRONG FliOW OP NATU-RAI- i
GAS.

Two Wells to be Put
Down at Once.

THE PEOPLE AROUSED.

Natural gas has been discovered escap-
ing from a well two hundred and eight
feet deep. This well is about sixteen
miles southwest of Dodge City. The first
indication was given several weeks past,
when a noise like the escaping of steam
was heard from the well. This noise was
more distinct just before a storm, or
change in the weather. This has been
gradually growing louder until now it
can be heard a quarter of a mile
from the well. Satisfactory tests
have been made, and the people are wild
with enthusiasm. That there is a strong
flow of of gas in this well at a depth of
only two hundred and eight feet is un-

questioned. It is now demonstrated that
abundance of gas is to be had by boring
for it. O. Marsh has already contracted
a well five hundred feet deep with the
privilege of going two thousand feet.

The Dodge City Natural Gas and Min-

ing Company has also been organized and
chartered. They will begin work at
once. The people are thoroughly arous-
ed on the subject, and a complete test
will be made in Dodge City. This will
settle the question of the importance of
Dodge City as a manufacturing center.
We will give a more complete account
next week, when another test will have
been made.
