Railroads for Dodge City.
Now that anotber railroad has been

completed into Dedge City, it is well for
us to look around us. It is doubtless
true that, looked at in the very brightest
light, western Kansas has suffered much
this season. But now we should, avoid-
ing all hair-brained advisers, look the
whole situation squarely in the face. The
causes of our failures should be deter-
mined and in the future, if possible, be
avoided. Bat however rosy or glowing
our view of the future is, it is evident
that others are expecting great things
from the country in which we have made
our homes. Railroad men are confident
that there is a great future for us. How-
ever hair-brained or otherwise we may
consider the opinions of some men, we
have no right to set aside the judgement
of those who are willing to invest mill-
ions in the development of our state.
Railroads are built to carry goods and
produce to market. If there is nothing
in a country to carry and no prospect of
anything in the future, men will steadily
refuse to build roads to it. Now the fact
is, railroad men, eager for territory in
which to find traffic, are pushing their
lines through our county. Why? Be-
cause they are confident that there is to
be something in this country to furnish
business for them. They are shrewd,
careful, keen, perbaps the ablest busi-
ness men, as 8 class, to be found in any
land. They will not throw away time,
energy and money for nothing. When
they invest it behovesus to pay attention.
We are not now speaking about paper
railroads. Paper railroads, like paper
baloons. are made for one purpose only—
to go up. These are made to go down—
down with maul and spike, and that to
stay.

Perhaps a thorough understanding of
the present activity in railroad building
will be had by taking a retrospective
view. It has beer an open sccret for
some years that for a long time there was
a compact between the great Santa Fe
system and the system of the east, which
greatly retsrded the development of this
country, while it enriched the only rail-
road system it posessed. The compact
named was to the effect that if the Santa
Fe would not cross the Missouri river
east, the eastern systems should not cross
the same river west. For many years
this agreement, unnstural and unjust as
it was, was faithfully kept. Suddenly
however, one of the parties leaped the
gulf and the other's territory.
Rogues had fallen out. and—well, we
were to get our dues. Men began to put
into execution gigantic schemes of rail-
road building. The Banta Fe struck out
for Chicago and got there. The others
struck out for our coveted territory, and
are getting here as fast as shovel and
pick and shrewd care can bring them.

It is known that the eastern roads are
comprised, in four grest systems, each
having about equal ability. They are
the C. B. & Q.. or more familiarly the
“Q:" the C.R. L & P., “Rock Island;”
the Northwestern, and the Chicago, Min-
neapolis and St. Psul. Every where
these roadsare pushing out for new ter-
ritory, crossing and recrossing at every
point. Just as they have already grid-
ironed the esst, so they want to do for
the great southwest—for us. They all
want to get here, and that by the short-

will not rest their indomitable energies
until they have given us just what we
want—more railroads.

But we should look at what we have
aiready, before welcoming what we are
sure to have in the future.

The new chapter in the progress of
Ford snd adjoining counties was open-
ed when, lastfall, after ween= of eager
toil, the C. K. & N. R. R. (Rock Island)
was completed into the city, and Dodge
City had what she never had before, rail-
roand competition. It was continued,
when st the end of the same track, ground
was broken this spring for the construct-
ion of the D. C. M. & T. R. R., just com-
pleted to Montezuma, which place will
remain its terminus until certain counties
west shall have voted bonds favoring its
continuation. Again new interest was
added to our prospects, when a party of
our coolest business men started over-
land totraverse a proposed north and
south route, having Omaha, Dodge City,
Trinidad and the Gulf as its ohjective
points. This examination has proved so
satisfactory that a company has been
formed 10 Omaha and Dodge City, with a
capital of $7,000,000, looking toward its
construction and equipment. Of this
amount $1.500,000 was subscribed by
Omaha capitalists, in half an hour. A
New York construction company has de-
sired to build the line entire, hut their
offer has been rejected. A profile of the
road has been made and a prospectus hus
been printed. Already bids have been
received from all four of the systems
named above, save the C. R. I. & P, tor
its control when finished. It is, however,
thought desirable by Omaha and Dodge
City capitalists to run it as an independ-
ent system. These indications are en-
couraging. But, perhaps fully as encour-
aging is the enthusinsm of the people
living along the proposed line. Their
intelligent zeal is now rewarded by the
assurance that work on this road will,
without doubt, begin within 60 days.

But just a word about the real value of
this road when completed. It will be
noticed that there is no direct north and
south line running through Kansas. No
northern connection can be had without
first going to Kansas City. This line
will give us a direct outlet to the north.
This road intersects, as a matter of course
all the great east and west roads between
the gulf and Omaha. and furnishes there-
by unequaled railway connections.

It makes the distauce to Chicago, from
the great cattle fields, shorter by thirty
miles, than by any other route. In ad-
dition to all this, it is stated in the pros-
pectus, named above, theD. C. M. & T.
road, tapping the great Trinidad coal
fields. will become a part of this system,
and will make an immense coal carrying
trade for the territory north and south of
us.

Dodge City will be otherwise benefitted
by this road. by being made a freight,
passenger and mail division, The prin-
cipal offices will be located here. The
line will enter the city on the east gide.

As was stated above, the newly con-
structed D. C. M. & T. road will not,
contrary to expectation, enter the Rock
Island system, but will eventually be
made part of the north and south road.
This opens another chapter in our rail-
road interests. The Rock Island road
will, doubtless, extend their line on the
south side of the Arkansas river, over
one of the lines already surveyed.
will doubtless touch Garden City, and,
crossing the river there, will continue to
Denver, or remaining this side will strike
Pueblo. It was only last week that
Rock Island officials passed over the line
already surveyed. Dodge City has been
made freight passenger and mail division
of this road.

It is proper to add that the Wichits,
Pratt and Western road is completed to
within the county and will eventuslly be
completed to this city, to continue thence
west. The Missouri Pacific has also com-
pleted a line to Iuka. It will likewise
enter this city; indeed the Missouri Pa-
cific maps show this line completed into
the city.

It is well understood that the **boom-
ing”" days are over. The time has come
when this country must depend upon
real merit for development. The busi-
ness men of Dodge City realize this, even
more fully than they have in the pass.
Dodge City is destined to become the
railroad center of western Kansas.

The above recital is not made with a
view of unnaturally boasting Dodge City
into prominence, but is the calm, truth-
ful statement of facts as we believe them
to be true. It is certain that if we keep
cool, and work faithfully, honestly and
hard, ours will be the victory over disap-
pointment, hardships and obstacles.

! OFFICE OF CLERK OF THE COURTS.

There will. probably never be a time,
that familiarity with the duties of the
office of clerk of the courts is as much
needed, and indeed absolately neces-
sary, as the coming term. On general
principles when a county is virtually
organizing and shaping all its political
surveys and local characteristies, famil-
iarity in all the offices should be first
above all other things counted.

Mistakes in the begining often are
marks continued all through the coun-
ty's record, for years. We are cot an
advocate of a ife time term in office,
nor of good behavior, as in the days of
our fathers. Butwe are much in favor
of the “‘fitnese of things."

The present official in the clerk’s of-
fice, has shown his ability and has be-
come so familiar with the rapidly ae-
cumulating  business and voluminous
elerical work arising from the courts,
that the strongest argument that can
possil:l\' he used at this time in his fa-
vor, additional to the satisfactory man-
ner in which ke has filled the position.
is familarity with all the records. In
a year or two all the curriculum of an
office of the kind will be complete, and
one then coming into the office need
not the necessary labor, and anxiety.
There are other things tolook at. When
a man proves himself well qualified,
and after his term of officc expires, the
incumbent should merit the position
based upon many circumstances. Men
in tris country who are heads of fam-
ilies, and whose interests are identified
with the public good in every avenue,
should be favored unless his opponent
should be placed under similar circum-
stances and conditions. If a man seeks
an office at the hands of the votersim
this country, at this time, there is a
material difference in favor of the head
of a family, and one who has only come
apparently with the view to use his
rights in accumulating land, and selling
the same when proven up, and then
leaving for some other section of
country.

This may not be the case, in the in-
stance refered to. The present demo-
cratic nominee is a man of strict integ-
rity, and & man with a family to sup-
port. He asks for the position asa
matter of support based upon the ability
to fill the office. now even better than
before on account of familiarity. He
askes without any hesitency upon the
‘ground of long citizenship, and the
many acts in behalf of the county’s or-
ganization.

Therefore there is not a plausible
reason that Mr. Lahey should not be
retained the coming term in the office
he has so honorably filled, and now

A short] time ago he
bought up the coutrolling interests of all the big
lumber firms and pine land owners in northern
Wisconsin and mow has absolute control of the
lamber business in that sectlon. Je is at the
head of the Mississippi Logging company, whose
headquarters is at Ean Claire. Wisconsin. The
company now is said to control ahont $60,000,000,
invested in lnmber and pine lands and is backed
by heavy capitalists of Berlin. The company now
owns about 9,000,000,000 feet of stumpage in Wis-
consin, and, it is understood, ans nearly as much
more contracted for in Minnesota. Options have
been secured on a Inrge umount of Minnesota
lands, and agents of the syndicate are scouring
therountry now forall there is. It is known that T
B. Walker, the largest pine owner in Minnesots
