The
United State- haa dee area to its sujreme
court that its troaties heneficently mad @ or
solemnly entered mto are mot binding,
therefore be it enncted that six delegates be
appointed and required to necotiate with
them for the cossion of the Cheorokee strip,
provuded, however, that as a condition pre-
cedent to such cession, the fullowing pro,o

sition be & reed t « by the United States:

“First—That the Lift enth articie of the
treaty of 1835 be abrogated.

“second—That the Cherukees be given
the rig t to twing suit in the federal court.

“Third -That the United States remove |
or concede to the Cheroks s the right to re-
move white intruders as determined by the
Cherok=o court. .

“Fourth— That a joint tribunal be astab-
lished to settle rights of citizenshi;.

“Fifth—That the condition of the thir-
trenth article of th= 1% 4 treaty, relating to
the Cherokee (ourt, be execeuted.”

The bill further provides that the agree-
ment reached betw en the negot ating par-
ties must be ratified h{ the [ nited States
gorerament and the Cherokee legislature.
