It prevents the citi
zen from iudulging in liberties, which,-- !

ninety-nin- e times out of a hundred,
concerns no one but himself.

Second, the law has utterly and ab-

solutely failed in effecting the ends for
which it was passed.

Third, through the impossibility of
enforcing it, it has fastened upon 'so-

ciety degraded liquor shops, called
joints, where man or boy can obtain all

the liquor wanted

Fourth, the attempts to enforce the
law have been ineffectual, but prosecu-tions.-

the offenders have cost the
state hundreds of thousands of dollars,
and the rate of taxation has increased
accordingly.

Fifth, not a dollar of revenue has
been obtained from places where liq-

uor has been sold, yet there has been

as much sold as if prohibition were not
in the constitution. This is proved by
the large increases in the number of
government licenses issued.

Sixth, the census shows that Kan-

sas, with all her fine natural opportu-

nities, which have been advertised in
every portion of the union, has not
kept pace with Colorado, Nebraska nor
Missouri in the per cent, of increase in
population.

Seventh, that the demand for a "re-

submission of the prohibition question
to a vote of the people, has grown to
such proportions that business is, to a
certain extent, unsettled by the agita-

tion, and the discussion will not .be
dropped until the people vote on it
again.

Eighth, there is not a doubt that if
the question were taken out of politics
prohibition would be done away with.
A large number of courageous republi-
cans have drawn away from their party
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on this one question and united with
the democrats in an effort to over-

throw the free whiskey reign which is
now upon u,

Fanaticism, always blinding the eyes

of those who give way to its fascina-

tion, can alone claim that prohibition
is effective. pn every hand is a stand-

ing argument against the continuance
of a law inoperative so far as effects

are concerned, yet which costs the dif-

ferent counties thousands of dollars in
prosecutions. So loug as there is a
demand for whiskey and beer, so long
will the stuff be sold, and any law,

however stringent it may be. cannot

preveut it. 31cu cannot be made mor

al or sober through statutes; it is an

appeal to their combativeness rather
than to the better sides of their nature.
A man must use his own free will in

choosing whether or not he will ab-

stain from the use of liquor, and when

the law steps in and attempts to re-

strain him from that which he consid-

ers in no wise wrong, ljij indignation
is aroused and he cannot respect the
statute. To assert that prohibition
has prohibited in Kansas is to deliber-

ately, willfully falsify No man, no

matter what his standing may be can

has increased taxation, made more per-

jurers, sneaks, liars aud hypocrites,
has been less effectual m results, has
created more contempt for all laws,

has born dives, joints an 1 bjjtlegers,
has ruined more men, has given birth
to phces where boys have consumed
liquor has in fact been more degrad-

ing, more lowering, less effective, more

sinful, more destructive, and been the
hot-be- d of more immorality than all the
tyrannical, sinful, seditious laws ever
disgracing a statute book.

Charles Robinson, a man of unim-

peachable honor, and a total abstainer,
comes before the people on a platfoiui
opposed to this law.

G. 31. Hoover, the leader of Ford
county democracy, stands on a like
platform.
