About foi ty-li- ve years ago Mr. Calhoun
married Miss Charlotte Merriman, and
his wife and three children survive him.
The names of his children are Messrs.
Frank, a fireman ou the C. & A., Edward
of Minneapolis. Minn., and Mrs. George
Hamilton, of Gnlesburg. Mr. Calhoun
never actively engaged in preaching in
Illinois, hi health being too precarious
to admit of it. Upon locating here he
purchased a farm just west of the city,
on which Stevensouville is situated, and
built a fine residence and lived there for

main' years. His financial ventures were
all successful, and twenty years ago he
was considered one of the wealthy men
of the city, being held to be worth prob-

ably $100,000. At the time the McLean
