AN IMPENDING WAR.

Tronblous iimes Ahewd Owver the Demo-
eratic Tarifl.
it is quite evident that a tariff war
with various Enropean nations is not
to be avoided. Germany, France, Aus-
trin and Delginm have all excluded or
are about to exclude certain American
products from their markets on various
pretexts, and there are unmistakable
signs of concerted action on their part
for the purpose of injuring our com-
‘merce. The policy is a retaliatory one,
plainly speaking. That is to say, it is
intended to punish us for the action of
the democratic corgress in rescinding
‘the reciprocity treatics under which
those countries enjoyed certain advan-
tages in our markets. 8o long as thess
treaties were in force, our uvrade with
the nations in question was very prof-
itable and steadily increasing, and the
nefits derived from it were mostly
frincd by the farmers.  Dut the demo-
cratic statesmen abolished reciprocity
because it had been established by the
republicans, and nmow we have the
‘logical result in this movement to pre-
vent us from making sales in markets
to which we formerly had free access.
It is unreasonable, of course, to expect
that foreign nations will continue to
buy from us when we have practically
forbidden them to sell to us under con-
ditions mutually arranged, and our
protests against their present course
are not likely to be heeded.
The laws give the president author-
fity to meet this unfriendly policy by
placing certain restrictions and prohi-
‘bitions upon imports from those coun-
tries; but, unfortunately, we are not
in a position to resort to such an ex-
pedient. We cannot afford to shut out
foreign produects, because we are in
fore need of the revenune which comes
from them. The present tariff law

Poverty might serve asan ex-
cuse for putting off or paring down
pensions payments if the aggregate ap-
propriations had been correspondingly
reduced. Economy in expenses for the
nntion’s defense might be excused if
the army of taxeaters had not been en-
larged, and enabled to swallow many
millions more of the public revenue.
Dut when public defense is neglected,
and loyal veterans are stinted and
scrimped if not robbed, it is simply in-
famous that the army of taxeaters in
civil service should be increased and
more lavishly fed.

This is done, moreover, in a time of
great national embarrassment. The
treasury is empty, and the future of
the nation has been mortgaged more
than $162,000,000 in only about one year
to meet the deficit. The people suffer
frem great depression of industries,
nnd every dollar they now pay takes
a larger share of their earnings or prof-
its tham $1.50 took four years ago.
The differences in aggregate of appro-
priations, about which democratic
leaders make such a clatter, are too
contemptible for consideration in view
of the enormous differences in the con-
dition of the treasury, the people and
the industry and business of the coun-
try. Itisno exaggeration to say that
appropriations of $1,000,000,000 this
year will take from the people =
greater share of their earnings and
profits than appropriations of §1,500,~
000,000 would have taken in 1891, when
the last republican congress adjourned.
In every true sense, the congress of
1804-05 has actually increased the ex-
penditures by at least £500,000,000, in
proportion to the ability to pay, over
those required by the last republican
congrédss.
