Losses Heavy flesulting From State
Legislation.

COMBINED EXPERIENCE RNIL.

Albany, N. Y., Feb. 13.—The fire in-
surance companies operating in New
York state lest more than 85,000,000
during the last year. This condition
is shown in the annual report of State
Superintendent of Insurance FPayn, to
the legislature:

“The statistics presented
that the results of the fire insarance
business for 1809 have been disastrous
to the insurance companies as a body,
and had it not been for the apprecia-
tion in the market walne of their
se@urities the loss wounld have been
still greater.

“The fire premiums received were
$19,463,725.70; fire losses ineurred $18,-

045,938.84. The estimated amount of
expense for the transaetion of this
business is $6,487,008,60, which, if

added to the incurred losses, makes a
total of $24.533_847.44, showing as com-
pared with the premium receipts, £n
upparent net excess of $5,070,121.65.

“In looking for the cause I found
that the losses through the country in
the companies representing to this de-
partment have been inereased during
the year by $14,466,441,.73. Examina-
tion also shows that the average rate
of premium charged by all companies
has materially decreased from year to
year.

“Puring the Iast four years many
state legislatures have passed anti-
compact laws, which have prevented
companies utilizing their com-
bined experience and judgment in de-
termining the adequacy of premiums
for fire insurance and in enforcing
rules and regulations designed for the
purpos=e of preventing fires.

“The continued and econtinuing as-
saults the insurance companies
threaten serious impairment of their
resourses their ultimate destrue-
tion, unless this crusade is stopped.”™

not each individual company, shall pay

financinl condition made by the state
department. Ile recommends also the
repeal of the retaliatory laws.

STILL MORE COMPLICATED.

Two Stiate Governments Acting at Cross
Puarposes.

Frankfort, Ky., Feb. 13.—A large
number of political friends of Governor
Taylor held a conference which was
protracted.

Governor Taylor stated that there
were two courses to be pursued. First,
to sign the Louisville agreement; sec
ond, to guietly withdraw the troops.
allow the legislature to reconvene iz
the capitol building in Frankfort, te
eall off the session held in London, and
to ignore the Louisville agreement en-
tirely. Several speeches were made
and it was scon apparent that the
~-ntiment of the gathering was very
irongly in favor of the second eourse,

| und this was adopted.

Orders were at once issued to General
Collier to prepare for the departure of
the troops and in a very short time a
large mumber of them were ready to
leave. ‘Six companies have left and
more are to follow, only a small de-
tachment remaining. These will be
retained only as a peace guard and
will in no way be obtruded upon the
presence of the legislature.

The action of Governor Taylor re.
turns the gubernatorial fight to the
exact peosition it occupied on the day
following the Goebel assassination,
with the additional complication that
there was but one legisluture and one
governor, in fact, whereas there are
now two claimants for the position,
and two separate bodies, each claiming
to be the law making power of Ken-
tucky.

his request has been granted by the
navy department. Admiral McNair is
the ranking rear admiral in the navy,
being second only to Admiral Dewey.
The president has designated Com-
mander Richard Wainwright to sueceed
Admiral MecNair as superintendent of
the mnaval academy. This is a great
compliment to an officer of his rank
and years, and isdue to his exceptional
ability and the signal services rendered
by him during the Spanish-American
war while in command of the auxiliary
eruiser Gloucester.

Domage Suit Aganinst Mexico.
Wichita, Feb, 13.—Judge Aikman or

Buller’s Third Advance Not Suc-
cessful, a Little Bit.

“NOT PRESSING ADVANCE.”

Boer Head Laager, Ladysmith, Feb.
12.—The British who were in posses-
sion of the kopje at Molens Drift
sbandoned it after a bombardment by
Boer cannon and retired across the
Tugela river to their former position.

A desultory cannonade is proceeding
at the Tugela, but otherwise every-
thing is gniet.

An armored train made a sortie from
Chievely towards Colenso and landed
2 000 iCritish troops on the right of the
Boer position. The Boers immediately
crossed the river and made an attack
with rifles and artillery, forcing the
withdrawal of both the train and the
troops to Chievely.

London, Feb., 12. —L.ondon accepts as
true the Boer statement that (General
Buller has failed again. These state-
ments were passed by the British cen-
sor at Aden and are read in the light
of Mr. Balfour’s announcement in the
rommons that General DBuller is not
pressing his advance.

When shown the Boer dispatch, the
war officials appeared utterly dum-
founded. Apparently they had not the

least suspicion of the possibility of
such an outco me of the operations.

Judge Margrave
is the oldest justice of the peace in
Kansas. The portrait is to be the gift
of E. . Ware, until recently president
of the Historical Society. Mr. Ware
has had it painted by a Fort Scott
artist. Judge Margrave was appointed
a justice of the peace by Governor
Reeder when the territory of Kansas
was organized in 1855, and he has held
the office continuously ever since.

Library For St Joseph.

St. Joseph, Mo., Feb. 12.—The board
of education decided tosubmit a propo-
sition to the citizens to vote bonds for
$100,000 to erect a library building.
The public schools are so overcrowded
that a proposition to vote bonds for
£100,000 to erect another school build-
ing was also sanctioned.

John Cummings of Wetaskiwin, Al-
berta, Canada, formerly of Washing-
ton, to a friend in the United States,
is only one of a hundred simlilar cases,
and what was done by Mr. Cummings
ran more easily be done today by any
good, sober and industrious farmer
who chooses to make his home in the
dominion.

Dear Sir: You want to know how 1
got along since I came into Northern
Alberta. 1 am happy to inform you
that I am not ashamed to tell

We located five miles northeast of
Wetaskiwin; left Farmington, Wash,,
on the 29th day of May, driving all the
WwWay- We had time to build our
log house the first fall, and to make
us comfortable for the family and
stock. We then built four stables, 18x
20 Inside, so that wa could put every-
thing inside them when the cold got
down to the fiftins, and worked hard
getting up the stables, and got through
dubbing on the 1st of December; but
to our surprise, we had no use for the
stables only for the milk cow and two
spans of horses. The balance of the
horses lived on the prairie all winter,
and took care of themselves. The doors
of two stables were left open for them
to go into in a cold time, but they
would not do It, but stayed out on the
prairie the coldest night we had and
locked as spry as crickets.

1 can go ten rods back of my house
and count ten residents. I Enow all
of their circumstances. Every one of
them have doubled their cultivated
land, and doubled thelr animals, and
a great deal more. All of us are com-
paratively out of debt and an unusual-
iy big crop to thresh and prospects of
a fair price, and 1 expect we are as

is to be found from Florlda to the
Klondike.

My son bought two pounds of twine
to the acre, and when we started to
