St. Louis, June 4. Former Governor
William J. Stone is preparing the an-
swer of the street railway union to the
injunction proceeding's instituted in
the federal court some time ago.

So soon as the
British have all the railways, flying
columns will quickly make an end to
all great opposition and the

is determined, i. e. , President Kruger
cannot stay in the Transvaal. In the
event of his capture he mutt be trans-
ported, not necessarily in durance;
but he must be got out of the territory
which Lord Salisbury expects will
shortly be part of the British empire.
Every effort will be made to capture
President Kruger, but the government
officials are inclined to believe he will
et into Portuguese territory where the

British will be unable to touch him.

Union raciflc Slakes Answer.
Lincoln, Neb., June 5. Attorneys

for the Union Pacific Railroad company
liave filed, an answer with the supreme
court to the petition of Attorney Gen
eral Smyth in the suit brought on be
half of the state, asking- for nearly
$500,000 for alleged violations of the
maximum freight rate law. The docu
ment is a voluminous one, a number of
defenses being set up. One is that the
corporation is organized under the laws
of Utah. It is also claimed that the
state supreme court has not original
jurisdiction, inasmuch as this is prac-
tically a ceremonial suit, and finally it
claims that the maximum rate law is
nnconstit utional.

Washington, June 5. Secretary Root

setit to the senate a report of the num-
ber of soldiers killed and who have
died of wounds in the Philippines; also
the number of those who have gone in
sane and have committed suicide since
180Q. ''Whereby it appears," he states.
"that the number of insane cases and
tlie number of suicides have not been
increased by service in the Philippines,
but remain substantially the same
number per thousand as in the period
of oeace prior to the war with Spain."

as to reduce the installment pay from 90 to 50 percent of the money payable to the Indians.

1 nere was a caucus or tne democratic mem
bers held to decide their course on the anti-
trust measures. It was decided to vote for the
anti-tru- st bill but to opiose the proposed anti-
trust constitutional amendment, to give the
Inter-sta- te commerce commission powers inthis matter.

JUNE SECOND.

The senate adopted a concurrent resolution
providing for the printing of 1,.)H sets of mes-
sages and papers of the presidents: d.H)0 to beat disposal of the senate and house and 10.000
to be sold at actual cost.

The senate eranted the reauest of SenatorMorsan and made a special order to considerthe Nicaraguan canal bill on the second Mondayof December next.
The ceneral deticienv bill was then amend

ed variously : one feature being to give one
month's extra pay to the senate and h,ouse
employes.

The sundrv civil bill was sent back to con
ference by the house.

The Creek and Cherokee treaties. were both
passed by the house and go to the senate.

l he house defeated the anti-tru- st constitutional amendment, the majority for it bein
less than the required two-third- s.

JUK FIFTH.
The senate passed the Cuban extradition bill:also the emergency river and harbor bill pro

viding for survevs and for certain oublic works.
Tbe general deficiency bill was passed.A general rush was made to get action on
various bills by consent, but all met objections.To fill the wasting time Senator Teller talkedabout the Philippines.Toe sundry civil bill still hangs up in conference with 65 disagreements.

The house passed the anti-tru- st bill, amend
ing the Sherman law so as to give the courts
jurisdiction, with only one opposing vote. The
Dill was amended so as not to apply to laborunions.

Christian Scientists Convicted.
Milwaukee, Wis., June 5. Mrs. Cre- -

cenzta Arries and Miss Emma Nichols,
two Christian scientists, were found
guilty of practicing medicine in viola
tion of the state medical law. In giv-
ing his decision Judge Neelen cited
the decision of the United States Su
preme court in the Mormon case, hold
ing that a man's religion is subordinate
to the laws of the land and that he
cannot go contrary to the laws of the
state. An appeal was taken.

Has no Title to Advertised Lands.
Atchison, June 5. It is said that the

receivers of the Central .Branch have
discovered that they have no title
whatever to any of the land in Atch
ison county which they recently offer
ed for sale, and that titles have been
produced to all but three acres of the
Jackson county land advertised. In
Brown county, the company is said to
have a claim on ltjO acres, but a valid
deed will probably be sprung to it be-
fore the sale, which is advertised to
take place at the Atchison court house
next Thursday.

Snrplns During: May.
Washington, June 4. The monthly

comparative statement, of the receipts
and expenditures of the United States
shows- - that daring May, 1900, the re
ceipts aggregated 35,186,053, and the
expenditures S4'l,351,5i5, leaving a sur
plus for the month of 54,314,523. The
receipts from the several sources of
revenue are given as follows: Customs,
S1T,3SK5,5T3; decrease as compared with
May, 1399, 51,000,000; internal revenue
$33,861,330; increase, S140.000; miscel
laneous, $3,903,153, increase, $1,200,000.
