At a ban
quet Senator George F. Hoar, who has.
opposed the policy of the government
in the senate, said:

"We must, whatever we think of the
Philippine question, as brave and
patriotic men, look to the future rather .

than waste our time in idle regrets for
the past.

"I understand that it is the policy of
the President of the United States, to
the extent of his power to encourage
that people in civilization, in education,
in all the arts of peace, that he shall
instruct and discipline them in arts of
war, shall admit them to local self-governm-

as rapidly as possible, and
shall commit to their hands all the
necessary forces, civil and military, to
accomplish that end as soon as possibly
may be done. -

"In this matter, as in others to which
I have alluded, the part of true states-
manship is to proceed carefully, with-
out haste and without rashness, mak-
ing the best of the future, and not
pausing to lament over the past."

Benaioo of XXth Kaasaa
Ottawa, Sept. 4. All preparations

for the reunion were complete yester-
day and the members, of the Twentieth
Kansas are about all here. The city is
decorated profusely for the big parade.
Arches are erected on Main Street at
First, Second, Third and Fourth streets
as well as at several other places. All
residents were asked to decorate and
they vie with each other as to who will
have the prettiest decorations. Ar-
rangements have been made with the
eleetrie light company by which some
pretty displays will be made.

Mitchell Still Hopeful.
New York, Sept. 7. The conference

of the members of the conciliation com-
mittee was resumed. When the con-
ference adjourned Mr. Mitchell ex-

plained the point reached in the
negotiations to be that the proposition
of the Steel corporation has not yet
been acted upon bythe Amalgamated
association, but that the board will
probably reject it. Nevertheless, he
expressed hope that the strike would
yet be amicably settled, though he
declined to indicate how he 'hoped that
this would be brought about.

Jamaica Eorles Porto Rico.
Kingston. Jamaica, Sept. 5. Govern-

or Hamming and the Colonial Secretary
Oliver, who are going into the interior,.
are writing letters for publication in
an endeavor to calm public feeling.
The government is denounced for its
extravagance and is held responsible
for the unfortunate condition of the
island's finances. Comparison is freely
made with the prosperity of Cuba and
Porto Rico. The people s representa-
tives are about to demand again a con-
trolling voice in the local legislature.

tween him and Pittsburg capitalists
aggregating 8400,000 was a skillfully
devised "fake." Kingsley, according to
the Evening World said that he merely
acted the part of a press agent, for
which service he was paid.

William Bailey still lies
unconscious at her father's home ten
miles north of town. The ringing of a
number of cow bells and blowing of
horns so startled her that she fainted
and has since been in a semi-stupo- r.

Arsny Wants Mors Doctors.
Washington, Sept 5. The examina-

tion of applicants for appoiniments as
assistant surgeons in the army has been
resumed in Washington and San Fran-
cisco. Seventy-si- x vacancies still re-
main to be filled, and as it is desired to
by the military authorities that the de-

partment be filled to its full legal limit
as early as practicable, all eligible ap-
plicants . will be afforded opportunityfor examamination and those found
qualified will be commissioned at an
early date.

Carloads of Loot.
Pekin, Sept. 5. H. C Squires, sec-

retary of the United States legation in
Pekin, started for home on a leave of
absence. He takes with him a collec-
tion of Chinese art, filling several rail-
way cars, which experts pronounce one
of the most complete extant. Mr.
Squires intends to present the collec-
tion, which consists largely of porce-
lains, bronzes and carvings from the
palaces, bought from missionaries andat auctions of military loot, to the New
York Metropolitan Museum of Art.

Burlington, Vt., Sept. 9. The first
news of the attempted assassination of
President McKinley reached Vice I res-de-nt

Roosevelt at Isle La Motte when
the vice president was informed by
telephone that there was a rumor that
the president had been. shot. It was
confirmed by another message a mo
ment later. The vice president seemed
stunned by the news, put his hand to
his head, then exclaimed:

"My God." Those around him were
immediately informed of the tragedy
and it was decided to announce it to
the company of a thousand people who
had gathered to hear Colonel Roosevelt
speak at the annual outing of the "Ver
mont Fish and game league.

Senator Proctor made the announce
ment, and many persons in the audi
ence burst into tears. A later bulletin
was received stating that the president
was resting quietly, and that there
were chances for his recovery. ''Good,"
exclaimed the vice president, and his
face lighted up. He showed his pleasure by eagerly announcing the good
news to the assembly.

The vice president then left immedi
ately on the yacht Elfrida, owned by
Y. Seward Webb, and came to this city

as quickly as possible, having directed
that all messages should be held for
him here. The yacht was to have gone
to Arrow Point, where a special train
was waiting for the vice president, but
the train was sent on to Burlington
and was there when the yacht came
into the harbor. President Clement of
the Rutland railroad placed the train
at the disposal of the vice president
and made arrangements to take him on
it to the scene of the tragedy. Colonel
Roosevelt was asked at the wharf for a
statement for publication and said:

"I am so inexpressibly grieved,
shocked and horrified that I can say
nothing. "

He boarded the train and left for
Buffalo.

too sanguine.

Vienna yawipapert.

"The country in its bilterness will
probably take energetic measures to
destroy the nursery of anarchism in
the United States."

It was apparent' that
strong financial interests were support-
ing the market, but the selling by
timid holders and by professionals
shorting the market was so heavy that
prices steadily receded despite the sup-
port accorded. This continued until
the market closed. -
