"The instruction car comes to town
and the mau iu charge gives every em-

ploye an examination on the rules.
Everybody tjomes in for it from the cross-

ing watchman to the conductor on the
flyer. The men are notified in advance
that the instruction car will be in on a
certain date when they will be expected
to join the examination class.

"The idea is not only to find out
whether the men know the rules, but to
aid in a clearer understanding of them.
A man who has gone through an instruc-
tion class will know better what the rules
are for. Not only that, but he will also
be posted as to when and how exceptions
can be applied and bow to exercise judg-
ment in the many cases not exactly cov-
ered by the rules. The instructor will
kuow what tbe man's knowledge of the
rules is, and li case he is judged compe-
tent a certificate will be issued showing
his ability and also testifying as to uis
sobriety and moral standing.
