Bucklin is Asked for Co-opera- |
tion on New Road.

NEW ROUND HOUSE THERE

Dodge will be Visited Soon by
Same People to Discuss
Plans.

The Mediclve TLodge rall road promoters
who have taken out a charter to bulld &
road from Medlcine Lodge to Colorado
pnssing through Ford county held ®
weetiog with the Bucklin people yester-
day, and expeot to be In Dodge City on
& similar mission In & week or two,

The talk at Bueklin has been that the
rond will be built west from Bucklin on
the townshup line touching Ford, Bod-
ville, Bloom, Concord and Wilburn
townships.

They liave a proposition to offer Buok-
linto build there a twenty-fiye stall
round house. T'hey wanot from §15,000
to 818,000 bonds 1o Bucklin townsbip to
goyer 100 neres of lnnd and other divislon
improvements.  Bocklin will send a
commitiee to Authony next Monday to

flad Just what they want and how much
it will cost. The Bucklin people are go.
ing abont things In & careful, business
like manner, and while they will be
oautious about making any mistukes they
wiil be on the alert for any advaniuge
they can galo for the town by securing a
new rond, The time asked to complete
the road, it 1s understood, Is two years.

The ruilrond people olaim (bey nre
also copsulering the matter of runnlog
over the Rock Island rond from Bucklin
to Dodye City and then sonthweat over
the old Montezumn grade, and In ad-
dition to this extending a line from
Dodge Cily to the northwest.

The rosd would seem to be a Rock
[sland project, and IF it Is, the plan fay-
ored most will be to go directly west
from Bucklin, But It 18 quite probable
that even should thie be doune, n part of
the plan will Le to extend the Dodge City
branch already bere, from this point Lo
the porihwest,

Dodge City bas been slow about get-
ting posted on the plaps of the proposed
rond, There secms to be u strong prob-
abllity that the liue from Medlcine
Lodge will be humlt. The projectors
have been In Haskell, Morton and other
western countles try1ng to secure & right
of way.

The matter ought to have been inves-
tignted by Dodge City long ago on the
grounds that no ehunce should be over-
looked. If the road 1s a Rock Island
project there would be little chanee of
chunging aoy of thelr plans, but it pays
a town 10 know these thiogs.
