And wo request all pastors of souls, and all
religious ladies engaged in teaching, to use
every possible exertion and influence to sec
that this advice be accepted in the spirit of
charity, and of zeal for that which best
pleases God, with which it is olterod

it is given, and directs that the pastors
under his charge touch upou tho subject in
their discourses.
