"The relation of mind to brain"

on Friday morning by Professor Hod- -
gin. He made reference to the theor-
ies of idealism, materialism and psycho--

physical parallelism, and pointed
out some of the ancient notions re-
garding the brain. Aristotle, the
great philosopher and son of a physi-
cian, believed that the brain was a
lump of cool, gelatine substance in the
reservoir of the brain, whose function
was to lubricate the eye balls. Many
of the ancients' believed that the pow-
ers of the mind were distributed to va-

rious organs of the body, as the heart,
the seat of love, the spleen of anger,
etc. Even Kant, the wonderful phil-
osopher, at one time believed that the
air he breathed was circulated directly
through his brain. When, In later
life, he discovered his error in phy-
siological reasoning he said It was n
case of right practice, but wrong the-
ory. Many evidences were cited to
show that the brain Is the seat of the
mind, and recent discoveries regard-
ing brain localization were pointed
out. Reference was made to experi-
ments of Professor Ivlmer Gates, of
the Smithsonian Institute along the
line of mind-buildin- g through brain-buildin-

His first experiments were
conducted upon dogs which proved
that excessive training in some men-
tal faculty resulted In an Increased
number of brain-cell- s as shown by
comparison of the brains of certain
trained dogs and others of the same
ngo and breed that were not trained.
In his long series of experiments
with human brain-'bulldin- g which he
calls "Psychurgy." he shows the

of emotion on the body, that
anger, for Instance actually poisons
the hloixl. He says "My experiments
show that Irascible, malevolent, and
depressing emotions generate In the
system Injurious compounds, some of
which are extremely poisonous; also
that agreeable, happy emotions gener-
ate compounds of nutritious value,
which stimulate the cells to manufac-
ture energy."
