on cooling them es—of hammocks, «>1 
easy and splint chairs, of rattan furni­
ture. All these make iimre comfoitthl« 
or more satisfactory the comforts ol the 
season. The îuanufactiire of splint and 
rattan chairs has assumed immense pro 
portions. The summer chair is in g« «I 
demand everywhere, more particularly 
along shore, or in any place where broad 
verandas will accommodate broad-bot­
tomed chains. The largest manufactory 
of splint chairs in tlie country is saitl t«« 
he in New Ham pshire, where 
20,000 or 30,000 chairs are 
dispose«! of in a season. One firm 
iu this city s«*lls 4,ili0 or 5,uu0 here and 
roundabout. Tliey are made of birch <>r 
maple, and, with proper «are, will last a 
lifetime, or long as any o ther chair. A 
greatm anyoftIie .se comfortable impie 
ment» are g«iing suit ami country ward at 
this time. A young woman went to a 
furniture store to buy a chair. N«jn«- 
seemed to suit. At last she exclaimed, 
“The fact is, I want a chair that i.x large 
enough for two!” W hen she saw the 
large split chairs she bought one.

The rattan furniture is going into ex 
tensive use in all apartm ents v. 1*«-1«■ 
«■«joluess is sought, l'iie ratlau huui 
ture in itsp resen t form is comparative 
ly new. Tlie rattan sofa o r lounge com es 
nearer to having nothing under a re-1 
ing man than any ot lier, apparatus, un­
less it he a hammock. Hummer houses 
without carpels, and furnished with ra t­
tan furniture, are supposed to he the nt 
most that can lie done for personal coin- 
fort in warm weat.her. Rattan chairs 
cost from $0 up, and whole sets from 
$00 to$20O. Tiie splint chairs are sol«l for 
$1 to £5.

There is a brisk buying of hammocks 
now. They are cheaper this year. On«- 
dollar and seventy-live cents buys a r«-ai 
m anda M xican hammock vitlmtit fix 
t dres, which consists of a man ilia cord 
and patent hitching-pin, stretchers, two 
lient rods to keep ihe hammock spread 
and a pillow. The pillow comes Horn 
Japan. I t  Lx well known that the .lap s  
are content to rest their heads at nights 
on little four legged stools or on b locks 
of wood. Tlie pillow now sold with 
hammocks is supposed to be tlie Japs’ 
company pillow, or tlie one used hy 
llie bett**r classes. At all events tlie Japs 
are not foolish enough to make yard- 
»«piare goose-feather pillows and cover 
w itli em broidered shams to use iu warm 
weather. A small excelsior or corn-husk 
pillow is tlie best for summer. There is 
no sham about them . They are genuine 
head-coolers. The hammock, with 
stretchers, cord and hitch and Japanese 
pillow costs $3.')rt. If  not left to the rain 
and dews tliey will serve for several 
years.

Expensive Real Estate.
NVw York Letter.

The prices now obtained for real estât»* 
are, to quote the words «>f Johnson, “ be­
yond the dream s of avarice.” W hoever 
imagined th at lots, even in New York 
would bring such immense sums? A 
sample of high prices of old times is 
found in Niles’ Register for 182S (just 
fifty-four years ago), which announces 
t he sale of a lot on Wall street, 25 by 
112, for th e  euormotts stun of 135,000. 
A similar lot, however has just been sold 
for $330,000. A still higher rate was r e ­
cently obtained for tlie corner of Wall 
and Broad streets, which is really the 
best corner in the whole city. Tiie size 
is only 10x30, hilt it brought $108,000, 
being a t the rate of $16,000,000 
per acre. This is tlie highest price 
ever obtained for real estate in America. 
The opposite corner is occupied by the 
Drexel building, and the  price paid for 
it was a t the  rate of $14,000,000, but that 
was during inflation. The present condi­
tion of the m arket, however, is vastly 
above inflation prices, and there  is no 
such thing as fixing any limit. For in ­
stance there  is No. 30 Wall Btreet (48 by 
100,) which ten 'years ago brought theim  
mense sum of $400,000. This was then  
considered a wonderful.sale, and vet 
the same property has just been resold 
at $700,000, which was considered a  very 
reasonable mark. Tbe next sale will, 
no doubt, be a t $1,000,000, and in  th is 
m anner property in  the money heart of 
America must continue to advance.

There is in progress in E lkhart county, 
this state, a religious meeting of very pe­
culiar character. We refer to tlie year­
ly meeting of Hunkers, which is being 
beM in the edge of Elkhart county about 
two miles north <jf Milford. The Hunk­
ers also called Tankers, from the Ger­
man, “ Tunken,” t«j dip—are a sect of 
German origin, who believe in a peculiar 
form of baptism and have many quaint 
and curions customs. According to re ­
cent report they claim to have iu th is 
country 300 churches, 1,200 preachers 
and about 30,000 members, though it is 
more than likely that this claim exagger­
ates their strength. Perhaps they are 
as numerous in Ibis state as any other, 
though their existence here is scarcely 
known outside <jf the immediate locali­
ties where they d.vell. They are chiefly 
fa ri ne is, very exclusive ami retiring, 
holding little intercourse with the out- 
aide world, devoted to their religion and 
private affairs, holiest, thrifty and gen­
erally prosperous. Their religious be­
fiel i» based on tin: Bible, hut.they hold 
«une peculiar doctrines. Bigoted un<l 

nuiTow-mimleil to tlie lust degree, they 
have schooled themselves to attachgreat 
importance to such trifles as m atters of 
dress, mode of salutation, forms ofspeech, 
etc. 'l’iie dr« ss is extrem ely plain, both 
men and women wearing garments ol 
sombre colors, gray, brown or black, and 
m ale in the plainest possible style. Ev­
erything worn by either sex has tiie ap­
pearance oi being home-made. The old 
men wear their hair and beard long. 
WIkui they meet they salute with a kiss, 
and nothing could he more ridiculous 
than to see stalwart men 
greeting each other in this man­
ner. If  they kiss the women il 
is done in private, for in public the 
brethren ami sisters are very reserved,, 
in their intercourse. One of their eere- 
nionie.s is feet-washing. At a certain re ­
ligions meeting the men present wash 
on«: another's l«‘t*t, and <jut ot this eus- 
lom springs a «juestion which is to he 
discussed and decided at the big m eet­
ing now going on at E lkhart county. 
Th«: custom heretofore has been for one 
person to wash his ueighljor’s feet and 
another to do the wiping, hut the point 
is raised that the scriptural and orthodox 
rule requires the washing and wiping 
hot1« to he done by the same person. On 
this point there is a «liv.xioii among the 
brethren, and it is regarded as an im­
portant point to he settled.

New York Lelter to Atlanta Constitution.
If. Victor Newcomb is one of tbe 

youngest Lank presidents in th is  city. 
Mr. Newcomb’s New York career is an 
eventful ou«-, lie  first appeared in  this 
city a lff-yeai'-otel boy with a le tter from 
his father to Mr. A. T. Stewart, l ie  was 
known on Wall street as a protege of the 
merchant- prince, i le  at once entere«! 
into a speculation in gold with a pluck 
uml energy I hat attracted the attention 
of the obtest and most «lesperatebrokers, 
l'iie result was that in* lost some very 
heavy sums. His father «ame to the front 
paid up his losses, and sent the  young 
mail to Europe. He next appeared on Wall 
■itreef about tin«*«* years ago, coming 
Irom t h«* west as va-e-picsulent of the 
Louisville and Nashville railroad and 
riding on tlie crest o ftlie  Loom with little 
reputation for shrewdness. He was 
known only to New Y orkersasthe young 
man w ho had former!)' lost heavily “ on 
’«■hange,” and had recently inherited a 
large fortune from his father. To use 
Wall street parlance, lie was looked up­
on as “ a very fat p igeon  and an easy one 
lo pill«' k.” Tin :v soon found, however, 
that he had learned something from ex­
perience ami ha«i sin«:«* his father’s death 
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increased his princely inheritance to 
$4,(.(«>0,0lK>. lie  commenced about this 
time to huihl up th e  Louisville and Nash­
ville system o f  railroads, ami from his 
inside knowledge o f Ih e  combinations, 
purchases, and leases of the road, and a 
keen foresight as to how these changes 
would affect Ihe stock, lit* made large 
sums of money, liow much? I askwl 
my informant.

“ On the various fluctuations oftlie  
Louisville and Nashville stock alone, as 
it rose from 33 to 223, he cleared over 
$2,000,(100, and the beauty of it was, sold 
out his entire stock in Ihe road a t fancy 
prices before lie retire«! 1'rom the pres- 
idency, or any ohe knew that he was 
selling out. After his resignation as pres­
ident he lias made several incursions 
into the stock, but never dealt in it 
heavily. He then  established the Unit­
ed Ktates National bank, with ex-Rres- 
ident Grant as one of its directors.
