Denver’s Show.

Dexver, Col, Aug. 2.—=The Colorado
mining and industrial exposition is now
open, the inaugural ccremonies baving
been very imposing and auspicions. More
than than twelve hundred state militia ap-
peared in the parade, and at least 10,000
visitors attended. The address of Con-
gressman Kelley, of Pennsylvania, was con-
sidered one of the finest pieces of oratory
ever delivered on the commereial interests
and mining future of the West. The city
is clothed in decorative attire in honor of
the event. Among the vikitors at the
opening there were many who had been to
all the recent expositions, including the
Centennial and Atlanta. They all agree that
the Colorado exposition is the best ad-
vanced at the opening and the most prom-
ising in results. The building covers more
than four acres. On May 2 the cornerstone
was laid,and on July 15th the building was
completed. The marvels of thought and
handicraft united in producing a miracle as
regards time. It is one of the most wonder-
ful picces of architectural and building skill
in the country, The Jumber had td® be
sawed from trees then standing in the
forest; the brick made from the undisturbed
clay of the earth; the stone quarried and
hauled from the mountains and worked;
the ground excavated, railroads built to the
location chosen, and many other details
too numerous to mention attended to,
Since the breaking of the ground—ahout
one hundred days—ihe grand structure has
been erceted and completed, and is now
recciving mackinery ‘of all kinds, ores,
minerals, and exhibits of every nature
from all parts of the contiment. There
have been twelve thousand cubic yards of
earth yemoved, three hundred cords of

foundation stone laid, four million brick
put in place, and three million feet of lum-
ber fashioned into the building. ° Four
acres of tin roofing have been required, and
the whole strncture is of a most substantial
character, the walls being made of heavy
masonry, while the galleries are supported
by solid columns, and the roof by wrought
irontrusses. The dimensionsof the build-
ing are 500 feet from north to sonth and
310 feet from east to west. It is inthe
form of a cross, with convenient and spa-
cious vestibules and entrances. At each of
the four extremes there are two thousand
linear feet of gallery twenty-nine feet in
width, affording an unsurpassed promenade
with a complete and extensive view inside
and out. The eight hundred windows of
the building afford abundantly the neees-
sary light to the remotest corner. Eight
broad and casy stairways lead to the gal-
leries, while two more and a pair of eleva-
tors reach to the observatory of the grand
central tower, cighty fest in height, Ons
stairway leads to each of the eight corner
towers, seventy feet above the flcor. Tha
departments are mineralogy, geology,
metallurzy, metallurgical machinery, age
ricultural and borticultural general ms-
chinery, agricultural and horticultural ime
plements, textile fabrics, house goods,
scientific instruments, domestic economy,
chemical and medical preparations, liberal
arts and natural science. It is estimated
that about seven thousand people visited
the exposition to-day. Rich minerals are
daily arriving from ell sections of the
Rocky mountains, and within another
week it is thought the arrangements of ex-
hibits will be completed. The building is
unatle to accommodate more than ones
third of the applicants for exhibiting space,
iMMany of the territories and mining dis-
tricts are erecting pavillions on tho
grounds.
