Ere another issue of the Herarp ap-
pears Christmas will have come and
gone.

Amid the bustle of active
life in the Western world there seems
little time for indulgence in sentimen-
tal reminiscences, but at this holiday
season it can be no discredit if we pause
for « moment and let tenderer emotions
occupy our thoughts, We may be
better men for it and it may help us
to pass the Christmas time more nearly
in accord with the feelings of those
loved ones who, far from here, aro
surely wishing us ‘‘a merry Christmas.”

Moeoting of Citizens to Consider
Protection from Fire.

Obedient to call of the president of the
organization, a large number of prominent
citizens gathered at the FPark Hotel on
Monday evening, to consider the question
of fire protection. Mr. Breuchaud, presi-
dent, took the chair, and J. D. Matheson
was elected secretary. Mr, Geo. D. Rice,
chairman of the committce appointed at
last mecting to ascertain the number, cost
and most advantageous location of wells to
be dug for fire purposes, read their report.
It was an elaborately prepared snd careful-
ly worded document and embodied the
following important suggestions:

That wells be dug on Montai: avenue
opposite East end of blocks 109, 110, 1115
and on Minnesota avenue opposite West
end of blocks 101 and 182. That the di-
mensions of each weil be eight feet square
inside curbing and 20 feet deep, givinga
capacity sf about 6,000 gallons each, quite
sufiicient for thre supply of any hand
engine.

That the probabie cost of the five wells
as ascertained by various proposals for
their construction would be 31.000 in com-
plete form. The report urzed the necesaity
of immediate action on the part of the
citizens.

Appended to the report was an appesl,
based on the urgency of the cgse, for the
immediate construction of & jail building.
Short specifications for such a structure
were furnisked at an estimated cost of
about $1,000.

Still another suggestion was to the effect
that a Lill or petition he at once drawn up
for presentation at the next meeting of the
Legislature, with a view to secure thein-
corporation of Billings under town govern-
ment, and to embody all provisions neces-
sary to that end.

The report was signed by Geo. D. Rice,
C. A. Wustum, O. D, Garrison and Jamea
Ferguson,

It waz moved and carried that the pro-
posed well at the East end of block 109 on |
Maontana avenue be located st the West end
of the same block, the better to protect the
property on 23th street North. With this
amendment that part of the report relating
to wells was adopted.

The finance committee appointed at last |
meeting were called upon to report. Mr. |
Thompson stated that he had secured
subscriptions to the smount of $200, with a
prospect of securing 2500. Mr. Foster re-
ported that $200 had been subseribed on his
paper and that he would be able to raise
$400 in all. Mr. VanSinden, the third
member of the committee, was absent.

Moved and carried that the committee
on wells and the finance committec acting
conjointly, be & citzen's executive commit-
tee with Mr. Breuchaud as chairmanto
raisc therequisite money, apply it to the
construction of wells, and further, that the
supply of the various appliances needed by
the hook and ladder company be also at-
tended to by this committee.

Mr. Breuchaud reported that Le hiad con-
sulted with H. Clark relative to obtaining
the building known as the company's store
for storing the fire department’s appara-
#us; that he had been offercd very favorable
terms of purchase, and that the railroad
authorities had given permission for its re-
moval to a location on the right-of-way.

Moved snd carried that this matter be
referred to the exceutive committee.

It was also reported that free transporta-
tion from St. Paul to Billingz had been
granted for all material required for fire
protection.

The ‘purchase of a Babecock Chemical
Extinguisher having been proposed by Mr.
Maylone and advocated by other gentlemen
present, it was resolved that communicas
tion be opencd with parties in Bismerck,
Minncapolis and St. Paul relative to the

werits of such an engine.
Yecting adjourned sine die.

Tracklaying has advanced almost to
Hopper's, a point twelve miles beyond
Livingston. After this point is reached
we are reliably informed that the track-
laying force will be disbanded and noth-
ing farther done till the opening of
spring. During the past year the N. P.
has made a brilliant record. January
1st. 1882, the iron was laid about twenty
miles beyond Miles City. Before the
year closes the line will have been com-
rlemd 260 miles Wesat of that point and

he Yollowstone river bridged at three
different® points. Thig remarkable ad-
vancement i8 due in part to the unusual
moderation of the past winter, during
which work progressed almost without
a day’'s intermission.

Advices from the National Capital
seem to indicate that during the present
session of Congress s strongl effort will
be made to despoil the Northern Pacific
of a portion of iis well earned land
grant. By the terms of its charter the
road was to have been completed June
1st, 1880, and the enemies of the road
claim that for the many miles of track
laid since that time the company is en-
titled to no fulfilment of the grant prom-
ised in its charter. It will %)e remem-
bered that an unsuccessful effort of the
same kind supposed to have been in-
stigated by Jay Gould, was made during
last winter. Since the corporation has
emerged from its financial difficulties
every resource of capital, ene and
gkill has been used to carry outthe pur-
poses of the grant. Now trains run over
the whole route except about 300 miles
in the centre of the continent, and on
every mile of that comparatively short
distance the work is in great part com-
pleted. That part of the road now un-
der operation has been accepted by
government inspectors under the terms
of the charter, and we cannotsee where-
in lies an opportunity to defraud the
company of its land Funt. It would ap-
pear highly probable that the opposi-
tion is but a scheme to depreciate
Northern Pacifie stocks and to thus en-
able interested capitalists to secure a
controlling interest in the road Inany
event we believe that should couris be
called upon to adjudicate the question,
they will take an equitable view and
confirm the company in their grant.

The gentlemen who resigned would have
keld office until 1834,and itis made to ap-
pear by inference from the statute,
that the appointees hold office until
that time, and that in fact only one com-
migsioner was elected on the 7th day of
November last, namely, in place of C.

The three commissioners
sapposed to have been elected wero
Rich, Hubbell and Robertson. In mak-
ing up the new board Hubbell did not
qualify as a new member but held over
by appointment, and Brizgs, securo in
his position, did likewise, Jeaving
Messrs. Caleb Rich and D. L. Robertson
to take one geat, 2 contest for which was
already begun in the courts by candi-
dates defoated on the official canvass.

Mr. Rich, with comnmendable wisdom,
disavowed all pretensions to the vacant
place though he had received the largest
vote, and Mr. Robinson qualified in his
stead. Living 1756 miles from the county
seat, and pressed with privatc business,
he did not feel disposed to go into court
and carry on an expensive contest for
his right to maintain an unremunerative
position.
