The par-
ticnlars of the shooting were obtained from R.
M. Norboe, who arrived in the city yesterday
with Frank Welch of Spearfish. The name of
the victim was C. A. Brown. He camo to this
section from the cattle regions of Kansas, and
has been in the employ of the Contineutal
Stock company, whose range is in the valley
pamed, ever since. A. O. Forgusun, the
shooter, was in the empioy of the parlies
owning the ranch upon which the murder was
comufitted.

Mr. Voorhees, In a snort speech
pronnouced the bill a humbug, and said he
would notvote for it. Nevertheless, he was
for reform in the civil service, aud he had
proposed a practical measure for that pur-
pose at last session; namely, an amendment
to the constitution of the United States, pro-
viding that posimasters, revenue collectors,
judges, marshals of the United States,district
attorneys should be elected by the people.
He would not be hypocritical about the sub-
ject. If the democratic party should
come into power it ought to purify the civil
service by making a thorough and radical
change of office-holders, excepting only
goldiers who had served their country and
been injured in its service.

Senator Sherman said that he favored
three provisions :

First:—Taking away power to select em-

loyes by favoritism, and the pass g2 ofa

aw that the admission to service should be
seculrled by competitive examinations open
to all.

Second—The prohibition of removals ex-
cept for cause.

hird—The prohibition of political assess-
ment without interfering with the right of
officials to contribute voluntarily for legiti-
mate political purposes.

Removals without cause would be very
rarely made if the pressure ofsenators and
representatives for appointments in the 2x-
ecutive departments were stopped, and
therefore he would vote sgain as he had
voted years ago, for & law prohibiting such
interference by members of congress, As
an executive officer he had felv keenly such
interference.

SeNATE.~Mr. Sherman, from the finance
committee, presented a substitute to the
house bill on the same subject, extending
for two  years the whisky bonded
peciod.

In the ap-
provriation for the Sioux there is a proviso
to the effect that the patents authorized to
be issued to certain Indians under the treaty
of 1569 shall be of legal effect and declaring
that the United States does and will hold the
Jand thus allotted for the period of twenty-
five vears in trust for the sole use and benetit
of the patentee. An-item of $15 000 was
added for the support and civilazation of
the Sioux on Lake Traverse and a like
sum for the 8ioux on Devil's Lake.

The judiciary committee reported back
the bankruptcy bill, with amendments.

Fiovse.—The resolution for a recess
from Dec. 22till Jan. 3 was voted down, and
a resolution offered by Mr. Robeson, im-
posing a fine of §50 upou any_member for
each day’s avsence during heliday week,
was adopted.

The resolution amounts to nothing and
two-thirds of those who voted for it unques-
tionably knew it. There isa rule which

rmits the fining of a member from one

ollar to a thousand dollars for contem pt of
any order of the house, and no additional
resolution could make it any stronger. Both
the clerkand sergeant-at-arms ofthe house
say they cannot stor any member’s pay on
Mr. Robeson’s resolution. Members simiply
laugh at the whole farce and say, “We'll go
home just the same.”
