AT ORANGE RIVER.
Britlsh Again Reported Vietorioos, Huat
Their Laoss Was Haavy,

Oravee River, Monday, Nov,
Another buttle hins oceurred between
the Hoors and the British under Gen-
eral Methuen, The enewy. strongly
entrenched, held a range of hills com-
manding both sides of the railway at
Rooi Laagte, near Gras Pan, The Lan-
eashires, nnder Lewis, reconnoitred in
an armored train on Friday. The Boers
shelled the train, killing Lewis and o
I private. General Methuen then ad-
i wanced, His column made a detour

and bivonacked for the night at Simons
. Plnins, three wmiles from the Boer posi-
¥ tion. At daybreak the advance began,
the Guards forming the reserve. The
Boer guna at once opened fire. Two
batteries of British artillery posted on
ench side shelled the Boers, practice
being good on both sides.

Infantry Assaunlt Necemsary,

The Boers atuck tenaciously to their
E‘ositions. firing steadily and accurately,

he duel, which coustantly became
hotter, lasted three hours, The Boer
shells wounded several men of the
naval brigade,

Finding it impossible to displace the
Boers by artillery, General Methuen
reaolved upon an iofantry attack, A
brigade of infantry, including the
Yorkshires, the Northamptons, the
Northmwberlands and the Luncashires,
with the naval brigade on the right,
gallantly stormed the Boer positious in
the face of a withering fire and carried
hill atter hill, the brigade under Colo-
nel Money capturing the main position
agninst a terrific tire, but suffering se-
verely.

LANCERS NOT CAPTURED.

Attemptad to Intercept the Hosrs but
Were Forced to Retraat,
Loxpon.
