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SECRET SERVICE MEN ARREST
ANOTHER TRAIN ROBEBER.

HAD. MONEY AND DIAMONDS

Hammond Denles Man in Custody is
One Who Helped Him at

Bearmouth.

'St. Paul, Aug. 3.—Northern Facific
secret gervice officers today arrested
John Cristie at Hope, N. D, Impli-
cated with George Hammond in the
Bearmouth (Montana) train robbery.

Cristie, according to officers of the
Northern Pacifle, confessed to hia part
in the holdup, and when captured
had $700 or $800 and zome of the dia-
monds taken from the express ecar.

Cristie was tracked from place lo
place over the mountaln ranges to
Wallace and then to Bpokane, and
finally reached Hope, N. D,, with secret
gervice men 24 hours behind him.

NOT RIGHT MAN.

Bearmouth Holdup Claima That Cris-
tie Was Not Implicated.

Helena, Mont., Aug. 4—The cap-
ture of Cristie, Hammond’s partner,
was made entirely by secret service
department of the Northern Paclfic,
and a special agent.

When George Hammond, who rob-
bed the Northern Pacific train at Bear-
mouth, and who the officers claim was
aesisted by John Cristie, arrested by
them August 3, was told by a reporter
that it was reported that Cristie had
been eaptured at Hope, N. D., Ham-
mond sald tfat they might have got
the Cristie who asgsociated with Ham-
mond before his arrest in Spokane,
but he was positive that they did not
get the man who was his partner in
the Bearmouth robbery.

‘Asked as to what had become of the
man who held up the train, Hammond

said he had gone to Canada, and he

knew this to be a fact,

Thiz was all the information that
Hammond would divulge about hia
partner, saying that he had never
played the traitor yet and would not
He then
‘went on to say that Mr. McFetridge
of the Northern Pacific had brought
identification papers for him to sign
as to the description of his partmer,
When
told that some diamonds had been
found on Cristie, Hammond said that
he did not believe 4 word of it, and
further that he did not believe that

but he had refused to do so.

he had been captured at all,

Hammond then went on and spoke
of his own case, zaying that G. M.
Nethercutt, the lawyer who had been

gent to him by Officer Burns, one of
the men who arrested him, had told
everything Hammond told him to the
officers, the officers thus learning
much more than they would have oth-
erwise, Hammond eaid that he and
his partner had cached papers worth
over $50,000 to the Nerthern Pacific
and that they would receive them af-
ter Hammond had received his sen-
tence, and if he got the limit they
would never get them,

W. J. McFetridge, special agent of
the Northern Paclfic, wag told of the
denial of Hammond that the man
Cristie was the man who helped him
hold up the traln at Bearmouth on
the night of Jume 16. In contradiction
of the denial of Hammond, Mr, Me-
Fetrldge sald:

“After Hammond was arrested in
Spokane he made a full confession to
the officers and acknowledged that
Cristie was the man who helped him
hold up the train. The day after
Hammond ‘was arrested we knew the
right name of Hammond's partner and
where his home was. When Cristle
left Spokane he went to Hope, N. D.
He stayed long enough to get his wife
and then they went to Minneapolis,
He started to go to Canada from Min-
neapolis, but instead went to Hope,
where he was arrested. As 8000 A8
Cristle arrives he will go out with the
officers and show them whatever plun-
dor he and Mammond have hidden.
Howeyver, the papers which it is re-
ported are still in the hands of Ham-
mond and which have been said to be
valuable are not worth 50 cents to
the company, belng for the most part
cancelled money orders. The North-
ern Pacifle railroad has never promis-
ed Hammond a thing. The officers
will arrive in Philipsburg Sunday
morning with Cristle.
