They have the
names on the books and they have full
faith that the ballot boxes will take
care of the rest.

There is no doubt about it: if the
eletion were held to-morrow, the dem-
ocrats would carry the day handsomely,
and they are afraid of anything
the next two w ks may bring forth.
This Is a year of aggressive masage-
ment in democratic polities. It is a
time of harmonious party action.
Democrat may as well get ready to cel-
ebrate. A party that can put itself
even with a rotten registry law, need
not fear to test the popular will at ioll-
ilg booths.
