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DIED IN AN OPIUM JOINT

A Prominent Railroad Contractor Killed
by Smoking the Deadly Drug.

Sed Ending of the Life of P, M. Matthews
—His First Experience at Hii-
ting the Pipe Ends
Fatally.

BuTrTE, Sept. 21.—In the southeastern
outskirts of the city of Butte there stands
on a knoll a group of about twenty little
log cabins. They are occupied mainly by
the workmen of the neighboring Parrot
mine, but the smallest and meanest hut
of the whole group is occupied by a Chi-
naman named Ah Chung and his wife.
The cabin is about twelve feet long by
ten feet wide, is about seven feet high, of
one story, and built of logs. The inter-
stices between the logs are plastered with
elay. There is no sign or writing on the
house or doorway to indicate whether a
Chinaman or a white man lives there,
but the miners of the vicinity know it as
the wash house of Ah Chung. To the se-
cret few it is known as an opium joint.

The interior of the hut is divided by a
thin partition of rough scantlings into
two rooms. The front room is about
eight feet deep, and is crowded full of
miscellaneous houschold goods. At one
side stands a cook stove, its pi k-adh:&
up through a hole in the boards
the ceiling.

Two
chairs are near the
Behind the stove a doorway cut
rtition leads into a small
The bed, or couch, is nothin
more than a raised platform, cove
with bed clothing, and without head-
board or foot-board. It reaches the en-
tire width of the four-foot room. A mass
of trash is heaped upon the floor at the
foot of the bed, and hung on the walls and
from the rafters.

Into this opium nt at 7:45 o'clock last
evening walked Mr. Matthews, of Minne-

Mr. Matthews was a member of the con-
tracting flrm of Matthews Brothers &
Kerrick. He left the ecamp on the North-
ern Pacifle railroad near the city at 7:90
o'clock last nightwith the avowed intention
of “hitting the pipe,” as he told Frank Sul-
livan, foreman of the firm. Mr. Matthews
was accompanied on his fatal visit by P,
. Kreeh, the firm's bookkeeper. Mr.
Matthews had never tried opium smoking
before and made the venture for a rk,
or experience. He had heard a great deal
about its effects and decided to try-it. Ah
Chung did the washing for the camp and
had invited Matthews to come down and
have a smoke,

On entering the joint Matthews flrst sat
down and smoked a cigar. After about
twenty minutes he went into the rear room
where the Chinaman, Ah Chung, was pre-

paring the hop for the pipe for smoking.
tthews b n about 8 o'clock smokin
the pipe which Ah Chung had prepared.
The pipe contained old opium, which had
been usedl once. After four or five min-
utes he simoked in and kept smoking
all the evening. Ev described his sensa-
tions as most delightful. Mre. Krech says
he smoked no opium himself, th h
Matthews strongly urged him to try it. He
thought Matthews sinoked ten or twelve
pesful up to 10 o'clock. He kept talkin

They succeeded in arousing him in about
an hour, Matthews then being able to sit
up on the of the bed. The Chinaman
then gave Matthews a drink out of a bot-
tle. he bottle, which was shown to a
STANDARD reporter, is of Chinese manu-
facture, and is wound round with wisps of
stpaw. It contains a dark, thick liguid,
which gives forth a most horrible siell.
It is pronounced by Chinamen to be a
stimulant or appetizer used at meals,
like Worcestershire sauce. The China-
man was all the time confldent
Matthews would soon be all right., But
in & minute or two, he again laid down
and at once lapsed into a state of stupor.
All elforts to arose him after that were un-
availing. He died, Mr. Krech thought,
about 2:45 o'clock in the morning. Ah
Chung told Mr. Krech it was opinm that
Matthews had been smoking and Mat-
thews gave the Chinaman's wife¥l for the
opium. Kreeh says he himself fell asleep
literally exhausted about 2:30 o'clock in
the morning and remained asleep until 3
o'clock, when the Chinaman had aroused
him, who said he could not hear the man
breathe any more.

Word was immediately sent to the
road camp and at 3:30 o'clock Frank Sul-
livan, the foreman, was at hand. Mat-
thews was then unconscious but Sullivan
thinks he was still breathing. He took him
out of doors into the fresh air, the air in
the but being stifling. In ahma} five min-
utes he felt of Matthews again and found
him to be cold. W. D. Matthews, brother
of the dead man, arrived at 4 o'clock in
the morning. He thought at the time he
could feel a little pulse in his brother's
wrist.

Coroner Howard was summoned as soon
as possible, and pronounced the man
dead after a brief examination. The body
was removed to Sherman'’s undertaking
rooms in Galena street, and a jury was
summoned for an inguest, which was
held at the office of Dr. Howard
early this morning. The testimony
substantiated the story as it is ven
above. Ah Chung, the proprietor of the
joint, said that the deceased only smoked
three or four pipesful at the outside. He
said that he went to sleep and presently

The Chinaman
was itive that opium was not the cause
of his death.

A MYSTERIOUS PATIENT.

Dr. Johnson of Bulte and Three Callers
whoe Would not Give Thelr Names.

BuUTTE, Sept. 21.—This morning about
4 o’clock three men called upon Dr. John-
son and requested that he attend to the
wounds of one of their number, whom
the other two claimed to have foumd in

The doctor examined the injured lnal?’u
wounds and found that his sealp had
been almost torn, or rather cut off, and
literal bung down over his right
car. man _ was dazed and
very weak from the pain and loss of
bloxd. In answer to the latter's inguiry
the injured man said he was an employe
of the Montana Central railway, and had
come to Dr. Johnson to have his wounds
dressedd because he knew that Johnson
was surgeon for that road. The doctor
u 1 upon the fellow that he go to the
mllway hospital for treatment, but this
he would not do. The doctor was unable
to elicit any information from the injured
man other than that he was employed b,
the Montana Central. He refused to tell
his name or to say how he was injured.
He at first promised to give all the par-
ticulars as soon as his wounds wepe
dressed, but when the doctor had com-
letedd his work, the fellow positively re-
used all information. The man’s compan-
ions are also very reticent. They merely
said they found the man at the
end of the railroad bridge lying in an un-
concious state, with his scalp nearly torn
off. They refused all other information
about the matter, but appeared very anx-
ious about the wounded man's condition.
They seemexd greatly relieved when the
doctor informed them that with pro) Ilt‘l'

men's absolute refusal to impart any in-
formation or even tell their names and
the air of mystery which surrounded the
whole affair led to the belief that the man
was not injured in the manner in which
his companions claimed. A STANDARD
reporter spent much of the day in search-
ing for a clue to the mystery buat
was largely unsuceessful. When the man's
wolllds were dressed he was taken away
by his companions and no knowledge ean
be obtained of their whereabouts., Late
to-night the re learned that some-
time this morning before 4 o'clock a row
occurred in a sreputable  house in an
alley off Galena street, in which several
men  participated. No notice of the
trouble reached police headquarters, and
it is suspected that the man whom Dr.
dJohnson attended may have received his
injuries at this place at the hands of the
men who accompanied him to the doctor's
office. Such being the case, it i=s very
probable all would join in R\llp!lﬂ‘ﬂlhln the
real truth of the matter. It is guite cer-
tain that the man was not injured by
falling and striking his head against the
timbers of a hri(lrl- as this cut upon his
head was a clean incision and was evi-
dently made by a knife or other sha
strument.

THEY WERE BADLY LEFT

Butte Republicans Wish They Had Post-
poned Their Last Night's Rally.

The Democrats Held a Rousing Meeting
amnd Caught the Crowd - Republi-
cans Down in the Mouth and
Nearly Ready te Quit.

BurrE, Sept. 21.—Butte City was bright
with illuminations to-night. From low
land to summit it was lit up by toreh light,
rockets, roman candles amd greek fire,
until the whole place was fairly ablaze.
Both parties had advertised great demon-
strations, and both had arranged torch-
light processions. The republicans con-
fesse d last night their mistake in getting
up a parade on the same night as the
democrats,. By actual count they had 2005
men carrying torches in line.  The demo-
crats had 924 voters carrving torches.

Miners' union hall, where the demo-
cratic meeting was held, was crowded to
its utmost capacity, standing room not
being found after 8 o'clock. W. A. Clark
presided, and in a brief specch said that
Montana would soon take its place among
the democratic states. Amid great ap-
plause the chairman introduced Hon. R.
B. Smith. Among other things Mr. Smith
said: “The democratic party has never
in all its history as a party declared itself
in favor of free trade.
