The people of the Bitter Root valley -
are awaiting with much anxiety the
actions of Gensral Carrington and the I
government regardling the dlisposition of
the flfty-one claims of the Indians in the c
Bitter Root valley. These claims repre
sent fifty-one quarter sections of the
choicest land to he found in Mimsoula
county, and much of it is heavily timber-
ed. But few improvements have been
made by the Indians, who hold it in title, I
and it thrown open to settlement the
same as similar lauds owned by the gov-
ernmrent. it means comnfortable homes for
over halt a hundred families. General I
(arrington will visit the valley this week,
and in a short time it will be known
whether or not the Indians are willing to
trauster their title to the government.
This land is not in a body, but is in va-
rious parts of the valley from a few miles
north of Steveneville to ('orvalia, and was
surveyed and given to its Indian owners
long before the reular governmennt sur-
vey was made.-The Missouleia.

At 7:40 o'clock Tuesday evening Will-
lan Noonan, a hill pilot on the Northern
Pacific was sukldenly killed. The fatal
accldent occurred about one and a half
miles west o the the cresing ofhe Mon-
tana Central. Noonan was going out on
freight train No. 18. and was on deck, that
is on top of the cars, forward. Suddenly
one of the regular crew saw him disap-
pear. He must have madea misstep in
passing from one car to the other. He did
not fall between the cars, but fell clear of
the trains. The engineer, Angus Mclon-
aid, was signalled anld stopped the train
as soon as possilhle, which was at about
half a mile from the mscene of tihe aecient.
The train was then Iacked to where time uana-
fortunate man lay. ('onductorJohn Ikntdell
and the engineer alighted and found tbhe
body lying where it fell from the railn. It
was evident that death was instantaneous
as there ere no signs of movemnent ly
the deceased after he struck the ground.
Investigation showed that the unfortunate
man struck his bead on a large rack mak-
Ing an ugly sealp wound and crushing the
skull in a frightful manner. The body
lay in a pool of bkoad. A switch engine
was sent for, and with the oroner aboard.
went to the scene of the accident. After
viewing the ground the oraoner had the
body placed on the engine and broeght it
to the city and then taken to the city
morgue. The deceased was a single man
and but just past majority. He was much
esteemed by his fellows and was a quiet.
industrious and ociable young man.
