FIXING HIS TESTIMONY

Edward Spellman Contradicts His Evi-
dence Given Before the Coromer.

The District OMeer of the Clan-na-tisel
Trien to Help Out His Friead
Coughlin and Makes & Boteh
of It - HBuarke's Confession.

CHicAaGo, Nov, 4, -The first witness in
the Cronin trial this morning was Edward
Spellman, of Peoria, 1ll., district officer
of Ilinois and Michigan. As the examin-
ation proceeded, it bocame evident that
he was an unwilling witness, and that hi=
testimony was different from that he gave
before the grand jury amd from what the
proscvcution expected. He said he met
Beggs on April 28, who said that the mat-
ter referred to in their correspondence,
viz.: that the proceedings of the trial of

the committee had been had in a
certain camp  and  in  violation of
the rules had been amicably settled.
The witness then sa he knew
Dan Coughlan, who, with a man

named Kunze, had visited Peoria a year
ago and presented a letter of introduc-
tion. He had no conversation with Cough-
lin about Dr, Cronin. This was in direet
contraddiction of Spellman’s  previous
testimony, amnd he was asked by Lot
enecker if he had not sworn that Cough-
lin spoke 1o him about Dr. Cronin. There
wWias @ quf wmuﬁlt- over this gquestion
which was linally allowed and Spellman
answered: 1 said before the grand jury
that in conversation with Coughlin in
Peoria, that he said Cronin was a s -b.
but on reflection and on consultation with
two other men present 1 sent my attorney
to Chicago to notify the distriet attorney
that 1 was mistaken. My attorney was
unable to find Judge Longenccker and 1
came myself specially to Chicagoe and
notiiled  Judge Longenecker amnd other
counsel that if they asked me that gues-
tion on the stand I should have to deny it
in order to do justice to my own self and
to the facts, After [ left the grand jury
and went home and slept 1 felt annoyed
and troubled. 1 felt that [ had possiby
done wrong to (.‘un’hllll and I went im-
mediately to Pallor’s and Downs and told
told them what 1 had sworn to before the
grand jury, and that [ was bothered about
. They said:  *“Spellman  you have
made a mistake.”

During cross examination Mr. Spellman
was asked if Beggs ever spoke to him
about the charges against Cronin in any
case.  He replied that a great deal was
said about Cronin but to place it upon an
one matter at any one period he couldn'’t
do it at this time,

The defense moved to excinde from the
record all guestions and answers in regard
to what was testified before the grand
jury. A lengthy debate ensinsdd on this
point, in the course of which it was stated
that Spellman  subseribed 500 toward the
arrest and convietion of the murderers of
Dr. Cronin, and that he had paid £100 of
this, 1t was intimatedd that the testimony
before the grand jury was given when he
was in one frame of mind and his prescnt
attitude was the result of o consultation
with friends. The court finally said au-
thorities might be brought in on the point
at the afternoon session. C
tion was resume«d and the withess was
wxked a number of questions regarding
the object of the visit of Kunze to Peoria
with Coughlin, as to whether it had any
connection with Cronin. Spellin saniel
it had not as far as he knew, though he
had mno conversation with Kunze there,
Coughlin as yet had no connection with
Cronin, and a reference of counsel led to
the inference that it was in connection
with the fight between a Chieago distillery
and the whisky trust,

John A. Mahoney, justice of the peace,
testitied that he was present  at the hall
at Lake View in March last when Cronin
instituted a camp of the Clan-na-Gael.
After the meeting Ieeman O'Sallivan
usked the witness about Cronin's stand-
ing as a physician, and receiving a favor-
able reply, arranged for the witness to
visit Cronin with him to make arcrangoe-
ments for the latter to care for O'Salli-
van's men. This arrangement was made
abeut the middle of April and O'Sullivan
gave Cronin some of his business cards
saying, if the doctor was wanted when he
(OrSullivan) was out of town, or sick, one
of these cards would be presented.
