HE ENDED TWO- LIVES

Then Shoots Himself.

The Terrible Tragely Which Occurred Ear-
Iy Sunday morning in s Little Room
on First Sireet- Verdiot of
the Coroner's Jury.

Shortly after 10 o'clock Runday morn-
ing Mrs, A, F, Hoffoditze entered Cress’
drug store, on First street near Chereyand
asked Clerk Sparrow if her husband, who
owned the notion store next door, had left
any keys there. She said she had tried
the front door but could not get in. Her
husband had left home the night hefore
and came down to the store to sleep with
his father in o little room over the store,
No kevs had been left with Mr. Sparrow,
and at the request of Mres.HofToditze Le got
a ladder and placed it at the back window
and went up to see if her husband was
there. The window was fastened and  he
was obliged 1o break two panes of glass in
order to peach the catehes.  He raised the
wiindow and entered the garret over the
store, which is used as a sort of store
room. At the front of the building is a
small bed room not more that 10 feet
sgquare. Mr. Sparrow passed through
the garret and on entering the bedroom
was horrificd to see the two men lying on
the bed, both covered with blood, The
elder HofToditze was lying on the front side
of the bed and seemed to be dead while
the young man was still breathing. Mr.
Sparrow didn’t stay to investigate, but
burried down the ladder where Mrs,
Hoffoditze stomd. To her query as to
whether her husband was there he
answered that they were both there,. He
returned to the drag store where he found
Dr. McKenzie and Jack Brady and told
them of the shooting. They went up the
ladder and after making an  investigation
found that the elde offoditze was dead
and that he had been shot in the right ear.
The younger man lay on the inside and
there was a bullet wound in his right ear.
Ollicer Becannon was summoned and
found a revolver ander the boed elothes,
with two chambers empty.

Hoffoditze came to this eity from Hel-
ena nearly five years ago. He was a tin-
by trade, and started in business on
1l scale in a tent. He afterwards
1 the store on First street over
i the tragedy ocecurred. His father
came heve last spring and assisted in the
store, making picture frames: and doing
wild jobs. He slept in the little bedroom,
but was afraid to be alone, as he was
partly deaf and feared the store might
cateh fire. The revolver, a 38 calibre
Smith & Wesson, was kept under his pil-
low, On Saturday a young man who
had been sleeping  in another bed in
the same room left the city, and that night
young Holloditze camedown to sleep wath
his fathe

The junior Hoffoditze livedl on Oak
street near the corner of Fourth,  He was
about 30 years of age, was marrvied  and
havedl one ehild, a son about 15 months old,
All day Sunday groups of moen gathered
in the wvieiniy ur the store where the
tragedy oceurred, Upstairs in the  little
room lay the body of the elder HolVoditze,
while his son lay dying in another bed,

The jury was composcd of C, H. Traey,

first witness sworn was G, W, Sparrow, a
clerk in Cress® deug store. He said that
shortly after 10 o'clock Sunday morning
Mres, Hoffoditze, came in the store and
asked if her husband had left any keys
there, She said she had tried the front
door and but found it locked. The wit-
ness said that there had been no keys
left there that he knew of.  She said her
hushand was sleeping up stairs and she
wanted to get in, She asked to go through
the stors to the back door, and 1 followed.
She asked me to get a ladder and go up
through o window and see if her husband
was  there. got o ludder  and
went up. 1 found the window fastened;
asked Mrs. HoiToditze if she hadn't better
let them sleep awhile longer as it was
Sunday morning. She said “*No, break in
the window and go in. 1 broke the glass
in two places and raised the window and
l-llu'r‘nl the garret. Just inside the bed-
room door | saw the old man lying on the
front side of the bed. He was coverod
with blood and there was a wound in his
right ear. 1 =aw the young man lying on
the inside of the bed, next to the wall
e was covered with bhlomd, "
were partly uncovered and both were in
their night clothes. 1T did not sce any
weapon of any deseription. [ sleep in
the drug store adjoining, bat did not hear
any pistol shots during the night. When
I coone down the ladder Mes, HofToditze
asked me if they were there, 1 sadd yes
and went into the store. Dre. MeKenzie

amnd Jack Brixdly were in the ddrag
store and 1 told them L thought both
men were  dead, They went up the

Ladkder and to the room. After Mes,
Hoffoditze found ont w had happened
she said he would have done it last Mon-
day if it hadn't been for her and the baby,
He was sickly and wanted to get out ol
business, She also said her husband had
spoken of all three going at oncee, meaning
herself and the baby., She asked to go up
stairs but was not allowed to do so, She
had expected him home to breakfast at 9
o'clock as she had told him the night be-
fore that if be did not come at that hour
she would come after him. He said he
wotld be home maybe.

De. T, J. McKenzie was sworn and testi-
fled as follows: [ was in the d store
when Sparrow eame in and said there
were two men dead up stairs. 1 went up
the ladder and entered the room. I found
two men lying on the bed, the old man
was on the outside and was dead.  There
was a bullet hole in his right temple about
half an inch above the medium line an-
terior to ear. I didn’t exami hi
thoroughly but saw that he was deawd. 1
spoke to the i‘mmmbr man but received
NO response, examined his pulse and
found it very fecbhle, lliul not
am ne his wound very closely.but it seem-
ed to be just in anterior of external right
ecar. Mr. Brady went up with me. I told
him we nad better semnd for the chief of
police. We went down stairs aed sent for
an officer. Oflicer Bucarfmon ecame in and
I went up stairs with him. On examina-
tion we found a 38 caliber Smith & Wes-
son double action revolver Iving next to
the wall on the right side of the young
man amnd under the bed clothing.  T'wo
ibers vore empty,. When we went
stairs, Mrs., HofToditze asked me

at had happened. 1 told hor the old
entleman was dead and that bher hus-
and was badly wonunded, She said shoe
had expected it,.  Her husbhand had said
on the day previous were it not for e and
the baby he would take his life., The
wound in the old gentleman's heawd was
undoubntedly the cause of his déath.

THE SECOND INQUIST‘

Coroner Ray Arrives in Town snd Tuakes
Churge - The Testimony nnd Verdiet.

Coroner RHay, of Philipsharg, arrived in
the city at noon anl condueted tha in-
quest in the case of A, F. Hoffoditze,
which was held in the oflice of Justice
Aspling. A jury, composed of L. A. King,
Frank Strickfaden, George Elston, 4. W,
Cornelius, Wm. Hilbert and Wm. Hos-
ford viewgd the remains, and the taking
of the evidence began. Oflicer Becannon
was the first witness., He testifled that
he went up in the room at about 10:30
o’'clock with Dre, MeRKenzie and found the
two men in bed, the younger on the inside
next to the wall. The old man was dead.
He found a 38-calibre Smith & Wesson re-
volver under the quilt on the right side of
young Hoflfoditze, who was still alive,
though unconscious, There were two
empty shells in the revolver. Both men
weoere covered with blood and there was
blowad on the floor and bed-eclothes. Ofli-
cer Bucannon identifled the revolver.

Dr. Stephens testifled that he was ealled
at about 12:0 Sunday. He found the
young man breathing heavily and in o
comatose condition trom the etfects of o
bullet wonnd in the right temple uear the
ear, the ball ranging downward and for-
ward., He probed for the ball but did not
find it. The wound was the cause of his
deathy, and could have been self in-
i ted,

W. A. Buswell, who is a wateh repairer
and does business in the same store, said
that on his way down town at about 10:30
o'clock Sunday morning he moet Me, Dunn
who told him of the shooting. He harried
to the store and went up stairs into the
chiamboer.  He found Hotfoditze alive and
groaning. He secmed to be i a ehill and
was turning in the bed. He had known
the deceased for three or four years. At
times he seemed to e deranged. He had
heard him say that he was tempted to
take his own life.
with dyspepsia and complained of ill-
health.

George Sparrow was called and gave
substantially the same evidence asain the
previous inguest.  His testimony devel-
opedd nothing new.

Dr. MeBoeazie also testified regarding
his visit to the rooin, which was given in
the inguest held in the morning.

Williman Dyas, a brother-in-law of the
deceascd, was sworn and testitied that he

sent to the room to see about moving the
younger Hoffoditz to the house, but Dr,
Loeiser tokd lam that the young man hadd
but i few hours to live. Mr. Dyas said
that about two years ago Mrs. Hotladitz
camme to i aned sadd shie was  afraid tian
her husband wounld Kill himself and asked
the witiess to cone over to the house and
stay all night, The witness took Holfo-
ditz out to the mountains where hie spent
a month or =ix weeks and returned maeh
improved,  Hotfoditz haad  wold his wife
thiat the best thangg e conbd do wonld e
to kill Both her and the ehildd and then
shoot hinn=clf. Friday night the deceassd
told the witness that he would go to Butte
Nionday and take o trip around and get
res el up. The witne s never knew of any
trouble between the deceased aamd his fa-
ther. They seccmed o ihink o great deal
of cach other,

Benjamin Bown said that he was on the
strect in the vicinity of HofToditge's store
at about 1 o*clock Sumday when Mr. DBus-
waoll ecame ¢ and asked for two veolun-
tecrs 1o remove young HollToditze to the
other bed., He went upestairs and helped
move the deceasced and assisted an washin
the blood from his= face. He remained
with the decease until his death, which oce-
currcd at G:50 Sunday night,. The de-
coeased said nothings during that time.

N, 1D, Root testidfled that he had known
the deceased for about four years. At
times he clain«d  to have trouble, and
hing that had happencd
he came to Montana. ‘Lie de-
eccascd had told the witness two or three
times not to be surprised if he did some-
thing dosperate. He sometimes talked
about his business in a way that led the
witness to form the opinion that the de-
coascid was deranged. Dre. O, Leiser, bein
sworn, said that he had probed the woune
to a depth of about three inches, In the
opinion of the witness, the wound was
sullicient to cause death and could have
boeen self-inflic

d. P. Dunn testified that he had known
the deceased for four or five years and
had noticed that he was flighty two years

A geotles-
man who knew him well says that about
a year orso ago Holloditze, in company
with a friend, went over to Helena to see
a physician., On the way back, when the
train stopped at a little way-station, Hoit-
athize swddenly made a break for (e
door, saying: D' going to get off here
amd go Hshing.” There was no sircam
within 20 miles of the ploce, but HofTo-
clitzee, itis said, remained there four or tive
days. While busy in the store, Holloditze
scened to be ravional

TOPICS FOR TEACHERS,

some of the Subjects Discussed Yesterday st
the Fustitule.

The attendance was not large when
County Superintendent Wolfe ealled to
order the first session of the teachers'
institute yestorday morning. The storm
and the Inte arrvival of trains was in part
to blame for this, Duaring the day, how-
ever, & number of teachers from all quar-
ters of the county arrived and the secre-
tary, Miss Galbraith, announced that the
names of 30 teachers were on the roll
vesterday afternoon. The day sessions
were held in a commodious room on the
second floor of the new school building.

The first session opened with a talk by
Mr.JGnose, whose topie was writing. He is
an advocate of what is known among the
teachers as the *“muscular movement in
penmanship” and gave a practical talk
on the subject. The second topic was
passed and the teachers then lectured to
an instructive and suggestive paper on
physiclogy and the best methods of teack-
ing it.

In the afternoon, *spelling” was the
first theme, the discussion being opened
by Miss Swartz. The topic was discussed
by Miss Murphy, Miss Evans, Mr. Stone,

Mrs. Roberts and others. Each general
plan for the teaching of svelling had its

advocates and what is known as the word
method did not appear to have many
strong friends among the Deer Lodge
teachers. When  this diseussion ended,
Mrs. Roberts read a well written paper,
which had for its title “The Model
Teacher,” The paper discussed the
moral and mental qualities that mark the
eflicient teacher, enforcing the fact that
while the teacher's authority ends
in the sehool-room, her influ-
ence does not, “The name of tie
teacher,” said  the essayist, “*shouid
be synonimous  with reflnement.,” The
paper was discussed by o number of the
teachers, some of them rather warmly ad-
1 the need of ample recreation
winent, others insisting that, by
too mmech precision in manner and con-
duet, the teacher might easily be influ-
enced by a wrong notion of the example
that ought to be set hefore pupils.

Mr. Singleton followed with a paper on
“History,”' discussing the methods best
adapted to make the study profitable.

Fhe varions plans pursued under ap-
proved  methods  were  reviewed, the
speaker 'uniutiuu out the fact that the
stily is chicfly useful in the preparation

IT DIDN'T WORK.

A Check on » Norih Yakimna Bank That
Waus Not Turned Into Cash,

Last night Ofticer Pickle locked up in
the station-house a man who says his
name is Willinm Meadows. A few min-
utes before his arrest the prisoner tried to
work ofl’ a cheek in his possession, part of
which he proposed to use in paying for
the drinks at Mandolin's place in First
street. The check was for $130. It was
signed by E. P. Wallace and made pay-
able to D, E, Wallace at the First National
bank of North Yakima. The check was
number 415 and was dated November 4.
