WOULD NOT BE BLUFFED

Democratic Senators Refuse to Obey the
Repablican Warrant.

Nothing Will be Done Until Nonday, Whea
It s Ezspecied Definite Action
Will Be Taken—Heth Par-
ties Keep Their Plans Mam.

HELENA, Dee, 12. - The demoeratic sen-
ators have not yet reported to the pepub-
lican senators, and it is doubtful if they
will do s0. Their plans are pot known.
No attempts have been made to carry the
senators by force fo the senate chamber.
A truce has been declared until Monday.
when  their intentions will bhe made
known. The prime object of the con-
spirators is to get some sort of a pretense
for a joint session of the republican sen-
ators and rumpers, so that two republican
United States senators may be elected
and sent to Washington. In the event
that the democratic senators should as-
sist in organizing the senate it is diffienlt
to see how the republicans would
have any more excuse for a joint
| session. The law quoted in the warrant
is absolutely gomd for nothing as far as
the present case is concerned.  The latest
phiase of the situation offers more room
for speculation on the future than any-
thing that has yet occurred.  Absolutely
nothing is known outside of the close
party councils as to the methods to be em-
ployedd by either side and it is doubtful if
any course has yet been decided upon.

When the senate met this morning.
Lieutenant-Governor Rickards stated that
while some of the absent members had
promised to report at 10 o'clock this morn-
ing. he had been approached by one of the
gentlemen's messengers, who stated that
the senators would try and see some of
the other absentees and report in a body

at 2 o'clock. Senator Hedges arose
and saidl that the sergeant at
arms should be ingtructed wQ

carry out the full intent of the warrants
that he should see these absent members
who had not yet been seen, and ask them
absolutely to come with him or let them
refuse absolutely to do so. He thought there
should be no boy's play about the busi-
ness,

McGuire, the sergeant-at-arms, reported
that he had seen Senator Thornton, who
had refused to accompany him to the sen-
ate chamber. A recess was then taken
until 2 o'clock. Atthe afternoon session
Rickamls announced that no report had
bheen received, After an hour's recess
the licutenant governor said the demo-
eratic senators agreed to report their de-
ecision on Monday. He instructed the
serges nt-at-arins 1o take no further action
regarding the warrant. Here the matter
rests,

At the session of the house this forenoon
the report of the ways and means com-
mittee was read and acceptedd.
