Imae Thiel'. detetives have takes chape
of the ea a reat many robberies have
beeNou brughto light, and within the past
two weeks do the giganc steal, as well
as the bohest, ever attempted on the road,
was Mhally btough o• light, and tbree or
four -selr arresta made. Throgh the
railroad eompany haLs endeavored to keep
the matter quiet, the very boldness of the
trsaaaetian Is apparent to the publi•.

Coal mermhants of Helena, Mont., are
the gullty parties thsb tine, and on a num-
ber of them will the crime be fastened
ffe~sully, and with the resuli that sev-
eral nry serve terma In the pemiteltiary
for stealing coal by the carload and haul-
tag it a distance of 100 miles from the
companys mine without paying freight.
It is the most gigantle railroad robbery
ever known In the United States.

The Northern Pacific railroail owni ands
operates the Timber Line miner, about
110 miles north of Healena, alout., and as
they have tllw largest as well a& thie Iet
mines in tlim locality, tlhe colmpany is
enabled to charge a much higher priee for
fuel. beihdes. collecting their own rate for
the haul, the.r tracks beilng practically the
only line of road throuigh that portilon of
the countrys- The coal and wood dealer,
of Helena complained bitterly, but there
was nio hllp for it. Two yearn a•o, how-
ever. the price of coal froml tlh Tinitter
Line nmille was lowered by a nulnher of
merchants to a point where it was aollntm
impoeiatble to see where the local dealers
nande a profit, unlless they gave rshort
weight-a practice which they isiistt"ed
they never ilndulRedl in. always purnuihg a
straightforward, legitimate huasintes.
coure, and making their prollit in the itn-
creasedl Maler.

Thie (Ittective who worked the case and
brought about a settletuont It-twteen lner-
chants for stealing freight, was aio dte-
tailed to the coal matter. The registered
asnount of coal taken out of the milte was
not lent over the oompany'l liue, Judg-
ingI from the nusuber of miners reqlurwl
to do the work. The detective spent twee
months in the mines and never to hbl
knowledge was there any attempt at lar-
eny. A rrang•enaats were made fItlly
Wlrebty iue uetetives were to outailn tihe
number of ears eacll englrinl pulledl frmn,
the limes. The night the list was linlid-
ed to hlh. lie watched carefully anld lolted
that while the trainl was beilg mlade up all
extra cair, h wich was standing on a wide
track, was taken on the traini alhead otf
the eathooxe, avnd the train moved toward
Helelia. The railroad ollkciala at that
olint were coinmllunicated with and the

car* were checked bly a detective. To the
surprie of all concerned the number of
the Hat car the detective had aret iti did
not arrive in the yard. That mornilng tlhe
engineer doublted the road and the ideil-
tical car was returned-emlpty.

Where it wemat and how It was returned
was a nmytery. ()On the next trip thie car
was checked in every town along the road
by a "spotter," and agaiin it failed to put
in an appearance at Helena. It could not
have been left on the tracks or on a
switch. which were both afterwardl care-
fully guarded, and the car was i-e at
every point, but not at Helena--iti ev*i-
dent dectination.

Finally the case was worked by strategy.
A detective, who played the role of a
tranip, wa, senlt to Botsemanl, and front
there walked to the mine, and clinmbed on
the load of coal on the car ona the side
track. The regular down train canie
alolg, stopxpel and backed up for tih flat
car, hooket on to the caboose and pro-
ceeded to Helena. An before, the car was
cliecked at every point. and a nala wan on
it, bound to stay there until it reached its
destination. Il the yarld of Helenla at
brukemnlal iuncouplhdl the fiat fronl tihe
train anld the caitute frtm• u the ,htolel1 car
of cinil. Tihe colnductor applitil ti ht brakes
onl tih' calMMxse and it n4x)ll droln(o l ill tim
rear, whil i tIhe train w.llt athitadl of tIhe
flut. Tie detecltive tlhc ll at iI• ai•d
watc(i'el tile pr<M.eedislMgl. A switrchia;tl
thllnw tie wiltclh aild thie H lat car tirnllcl.
off on a side track al)onlKitdl a coal chute.
As soon an it pamiedl tdhe wamtch was
throwns to the nalmin track, anid itihr eai••me.
ran up to the trains, which had stoppied for
a crossilg. It wan coupled )n, aldl timl'
traitn proceededl to thlr freight delpt,
minus the stolen coal cars.

The flat in the nmeantinme ran a distance
of about 500 feet, when a dark form was
seen setting the brake, the car stopping
along side a chute, when the detective
slipped to the ground, and from the
shadow of a distant car noticed a force of
several men empty the coal into the
chute. Then the car was shoved up the
track until it was about 100 feet from the
main track. When the same engine
started on the return trip to double the
road, the caboose wa again loosened and
the flat car pushed on the main track and
the switch thrown into position. The
train, though it had not stopped, was go-
ing slow--sow enough to permit coup-
ling. and the car was taken hack to the
mines.

The story seemed incredible. That a
switchman, brakeman, engineer and con-
ductor would enter such a sold combina-
tion seemed preposterous. The men who
unloaded the coal were employees of tlw
coal dealers. A suSggetion of the detec-
tives was adopted and when lthe same
train reached tie yards a few nights later
another enurineer was sent bhak ini chlar
of it, and the empty car was left in tle
yards beskle the coal chute. Not a word
was said, and the following niuigt when
the regular train crew went out. the mys-
teriouvl car was taken with thena.
