I i'nme-
diately ran out of the I'yrom door and went
to Officer James and gave myself up.

“We were married three years ago and
lived together a few months. Then 1 lef
her and went to Canada. She followed
me and induced me to live with her again.
We went to Chieago and lived there eight
months. Then I left her for California.
I was there a few months and came to
Butte. She was in Helena and eame over
to Butte and coaxed me to live with her
again. I had 850 and invested it in prop-
erty in Galena street and built the shacks.
We lived there together. 1 put in all the
money. Afterward when we quarreled
and she told me to leave, I thought 1
would stay by the 2500 I had invested.
I .told her if she would give me
20 for my interest, [ would go and she
could have all the l)l‘ull'l‘lf‘. She refused
to give me a cent, and said she would ‘;m
rid of me any way. 1 never asked her
for money after that, Last June 1 deeded
to her all my right to bher mining property
in Jefferson county. Onee I went out and
talked innocently with a woman living in
a cabin back of the house. My wife ob-

ted. She said she would paralyze me
f I ever talked to her again. But once
the woman had some soup and [ asked
her for a plate. My wife saw us, picked
up an axe and chased me. [ dodged be-
hrm.l a door and she shivered the door
with the axe. Then we shook bhands.
Every time she asked me to leave [ did so.
I once rented a hou=e on Arizona street
and went to living there. She came after
me and threw an oil ean through the win-
dow. She got me to live with her again.

“1 never saw the revolver before.
never owned it and never knew where it
eame from. [ never saw one behind La
Chapelle’s bar and was not in La Chap-
elle's that night except when La Chapelle
was in. [ had a revolver but never ecar-
ried it. I keptit in my trunk at South
Butte. I never threatened Julia’s life or
carried aur weapon. I never paid any at-
tention to her threats. At the time of the
shooting, Little Zuni was not in the house.
No one was there but us two.™

Timothy Gleason Goes Through a House
and is Himself Held Up.

BuTTE, Dec. 27.—On Christmas evening
Timothy Gleason was walking from South
Butte up to town considerably under the
influence of liquor. As he claims, when
about half way to town he noticed a house
with ita door open and its people appar-
ently absent. He entered and went
through the house and helped himself to
a Christmas present of a gold wateh with
a hair chain and gold bands, three gold
rings, a twenty dollar gold pieceg/amd a
roll of bills. He pawned the rings at a
pawn shop in Butte but noticed a police-
man watching him pretty closely, and
didn't stop to pawn the watch, but
put it in his coattail pocket, and
yvesterday he went to Silver Bow.
Last night as he was in Jacohs saloon at
Silver Bow two men approached him. One
of them introduced himself as City Mar
shall McArthur, of Butte, and the other as
Detective Jones. They commanded Glea-
son in the name of the law to hold up his
hands and surrender the goods he had
stolen. They assured Gleason of their
highest personal esteem for him, stated
that they did not wish to injure his reputa-
tion, that their sole object was to receive
the stolen goods and that if he would sar-
render them they would permit him to go.
Accopdingly Gleason submitted and the
pretended officers  helped  themselves to
the gold watch and all the money on
Gleason'’s person  amd all his personal
property as well as what he had
stolen. The men kept their
promise amnd let Gleason go. Scarcely
Imd Gleason recoversd from the con-
sternatic wturally causcd by the arrest,
than he received another official visit,
Deputy Sheriff Hinckley of Silver Bow,
approached him and invoking the name
of the law, commanded Gleason to sur-
render the stolen property.
