THE WATER FRANCHISE.

Terms and Rates Proposed by the Silver
Bow Hydraulicr Company.
By the Stamdard’s Specinl Wire,

Burre, Feb., 4.—The judiciary commit-
tee of the city couneil and the attorneys
of the Silver Bow Hydraulic Mining com-
pany have met and agreed on an ordi-
nance which will be presented at to-mor-
row night's meeting of the city council.

The com-
pany shall lay at least one main from its
reservoir above the city to the south lim-
its of the old town  site, which main shall
be at least 12 inches in diameter @ all
wints north of Park street, and 10 inches
n diameter below Park street. The main
shall be of wrought iron, standarmd, lnr—
welded pipws, or its equivalent in strength.
All laterals laid in the city shall be not
less than five inches in diameter of
wronght iron, standard, lap-welded pipe.
